LeEllen McCartney – County Attorney – met with the Commissioners.  LeEllen has been extremely busy with Planning and Zoning and the gravel pit issue.  Also, LeEllen is still very busy with drug cases and hopes to soon wrap them up.  
Nycole Durfey – Travel Council – met with the Commissioners.  Nycole reported that there were over 1,000 visitors to the Travel Center over the weekend, 5,768 for the month of May, and 11,239 year to date.  This is up 53.5% over last year at this time.
Nycole Durfey – Office of Tourism – met with the Commissioners.  Nycole reported that there were over 1,000 visitors in the Travel Center last week and total visitors year to date is 11,239.  This is an increase of over 53% from last year at this time. Nycole has FAM tours scheduled for the next couple of weeks and will be meeting with people from the UK along with people from the Utah Office of Tourism.  Nycole will be meeting with Mark Wade this afternoon to work on her marketing project.  Nycole also reported that she will be attending the International Pow Wow June 19-23.

Adus Dorsey – Economic Development – met with the Commissioners.

Trent Wilde – Extension Services – met with the Commissioners.  Trent reported on research that he has done on the threatened and endangered cactus in the Factory Butte area.  Trent cannot find a copy of the studies that were done on the cactus and stated that a copy would have to be requested from the Bureau of Land Management.  Trent reported that USU will be doing a study on Alfalfa weevil.  Trent stated that there are 2 specie of weevil in Utah.  Trent reported that the transmission in the reserve truck went out and needs to be looked at.
Colleen Allen – Treasurer / Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Colleen reported on a meeting that will be held at 11:00 about the gravel pit.  Colleen would like to see the Commissioners attend the meeting.  
Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  Sharon reported that the tax rolls are closed.  Sharon reported on some research that she has done on the gravel pit and how many people will be affected compared to other areas of the County where gravel pits are located.  
Kurt Taylor – Sheriff – met with the Commissioners.

John Spendlove – Jones and DeMille Engineering – met with the Commissioners.  John is here to get the final document signed on the airport project and close out the agreement.  The documentation was reviewed and Commissioner Harward moved to sign and accept the closing document on the airport project.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
The minutes of the previous meeting were reviewed.  Commissioner Harward moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Blackburn moved to close the meeting until 1:00 to allow Planning and Zoning to hold a public meeting.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Wood announced that Commission meeting was back in session.  
Alan Grundy and Geraldine Grundy – Grundy Concrete – met with the Commissioners for approval on a Zoning Change and a Conditional Use Permit for a gravel pit.  Roger Brian from Planning and Zoning was present and stated that the Planning and Zoning Board approved both the Zoning Change and the Conditional Use Permit for a gravel pit north of Loa.  Commissioner Harward moved to accept the recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Board and approve the Zoning change and the Conditional Use Permit.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Ryan Rees – Harward and Rees Construction – met with the Commissioners for approval on a Conditional Use Permit for a gravel pit on State Institutional Trust Lands south of Hanksville.  Roger Brian – Planning and Zoning Chair – was present and stated that the Planning and Zoning Board has approved the Conditional Use Permit.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the Conditional Use Permit.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. Commissioner Harward abstained from voting. Commissioner Blackburn and Commissioner Wood voting Aye.
Brown Brothers Construction met with the Commissioners for approval on a Conditional Use Permit.  It is for a gravel pit on State Institutional Trust Lands situated between Torrey and Teasdale.  Roger Brian – Planning and Zoning Chair – was present and stated that the Planning and Zoning Commission has approved the Conditional Use Permit.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the Conditional Use Permit to remove sand and gravel from State Institutional Trust Lands as recommended by Planning and Zoning.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
The vouchers were reviewed.  Commissioner Harward moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Carson DeMille – Jones and DeMille Engineering – met with the Commissioners.  Carson presented preliminary plans for the Bike / Pedestrian path.  The plans were reviewed by the Commissioners.  Commissioner Harward moved to approve the preliminary plans and have Jones and DeMille Engineering move forward with the project.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  
Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned at 3:15.
