Others in attendance:  Colleen Allen, Rhett Jeffery, Adus Dorsey, Sharon Torgerson, Bruce Johnson, Trent Wilde, Jeri Johnson, Kurt Taylor, Bill Barrett, Bob Peirce, 
Bruce Johnson – Landfill – met with the Commissioners.  Bruce reported that he is very busy with roll off bins and broken garbage cans.  The new employee is working and is doing well.  
Rhett Jeffery – Road Department – met with the Commissioners.  Rhett reported that the rip rap project on the Teasdale road is underway.  Rhett has been working on signs and making sure they are all in place and inventoried.  Rhett reported on the airport project and stated that the project is complete and the airport is open.  
LeEllen McCartney – County Attorney – met with the Commissioners.  LeEllen reported on a special event application for the Goosenecks Music Festival.  The group has been sent a letter asking for more information and they have not responded yet.  LeEllen has talked to them and they are working on it.  LeEllen stated that things are very busy in her office.  LeEllen will be gone July 1st through July 10th.  
Trent Wilde – USU Extension – met with the Commissioners.  Trent has been researching the Threatened and Endangered Cacti in the County and presented his findings.  He has also prepared a letter to send to the Fish and Wildlife Service from the County.
Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  
Colleen Allen – Treasurer / Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Colleen reported that she has been very busy in her office.  She is still working on finalizing all the minutes and getting all of the comments from the gravel pit public hearing organized. 
Adus Dorsey – Economic Development – met with the Commissioners.  Adus presented an agreement for a website upgrade.  The agreement needs to be submitted by June 30th.  Adus was able to work with Go Utah and get grant money to pay for the upgrade.  The County will have to front the money and then get reimbursed.  Commissioner Wood asked Adus if he could possibly help with maintenance.  Adus is willing to help.  He just needs a list.
Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  

Kurt Taylor – Sheriff – met with the Commissioners.  Kurt reported that he is going to change some things with Communications when it comes to calls in Garfield County.  Kurt reported on the Drug Task Force and explained our relationship with them.  Kurt reported that there was an arrest over the weekend for possession of Methamphetamine with intent to distribute.  Kurt stated that he believes that the person was dealing to 10 to 15 people.  
Bob Peirce – Nielson Construction – met with the Commissioners for approval of a Conditional Use Permit for a hot plant on property under lease by Harward and Rees Construction.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the Conditional Use Permit.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Ryan Torgerson – Clerk/Auditor – met with the Commissioners.  Ryan presented the 2015 Audited Financial Statements to the Commissioners for the County, Special Service District #1, and the Sanitation Special Service District.  There were some findings as follows:  General Fund – (1) Travel Council donation revenue needs to be deposited with the County Treasurer at least every 3 days as required by State Law. (2) County Treasurer and County Auditor need to reconcile cash monthly. (3) The date range on the payment approval reports needs to include all days since the last meeting.  
Richard Fairbanks met with the Commissioners to discuss the building of a Lotus Dome in Wayne County.  Richard would like to get some kind of letter or statement from the Commissioners that they are aware of it.  It was recommended that Mr. Fairbanks get the permitting from the BLM and then schedule an appointment with Planning and Zoning.

There was discussion on the Special Event Application for the Goosenecks Music Festival.  The organizers have not supplied all of the information that was requested of them so a permit cannot be issued yet but they are trying to get a temporary alcohol permit from the State of Utah and they need something from the County saying that the County is aware of the event.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to issue Notice of Consent for the Music Festival so that they can move ahead with getting the alcohol permit.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on a special event application for the Tour of Utah.  The application needs to be sent to all departments that will be impacted.
There was discussion on a road agreement with the Forest Service.  This agreement is for the County Road Department grading roads on the Forest.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to sign the agreement.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Blackburn moved to go to closed session to discuss litigation.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Wood announced the closed session was over.  No action was taken in the session.

Commissioner Harward moved to pay Wanda Oyler to work on organizing all of the comments on the gravel pit and create an administrative record.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Harward moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
The vouchers were reviewed.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented and also invoice #1307 to Contravent for the Website upgrade. Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on submitting comments to the Fish and Wildlife Service on the Threatened and Endangered cacti in the County.  Trent Wilde with USU Extension has done some research and has prepared some comments.  Commissioner moved to approve the signing and mailing of a letter to the Fish and Wildlife Service that Trent has prepared. Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Harward moved to sign an amended invoice payment approval report that includes phone bills that were paid last meeting but were not on the list.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  

Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned at 2:15.
