
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD JULY 18, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE 
ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Lori Nay with Rural Utah Alliance, and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Discussion Of Federal, State, & County Land Issues
Ms. Nay stated that in 2016 the legislature met along with Leland Pollock, Mark Whitney, Mike Noell, and Ralph Okerlund who felt that rural areas like Duchesne County need help.  They created Rural Utah Alliance (RUA) which is a non-profit 501(c)(3) organization to advocate for rural areas in Utah.  It’s not completely about public lands issues, but that’s a big part.  The legislature gave $250,000 to get RUA started and $5,000 from members to join annually.  They will have the first meeting in August and they are interested to know what the top five issues are in Duchesne County.  The initiative is to support the members and their issues; it’s all about what you need.  There are five counties that have joined so far and she encouraged the commissioners to join as well.
Public Works & Landfill Department Update
Landfill Director Hal Giles & Public Works Director Ben Henderson joined the meeting at 9:9 A.M…
Director Giles stated that Chet Hovey took tests at the Landfill last week and the results should be back in a few weeks.  He met with the independent auditor who found the money that we couldn’t find in general fund; we have had a lot of issues with our budget, but it was straightened out.   
Director Henderson stated that they did the rest of the road around the lake in Red Creek; it should buy them a number of years.  The sink hole in Clay Basin was an issue for a number of years and so they fixed it but will watch it closely. 
Chairman Winterton stated that they need to patch whatever was torn up in Moon Lake.  They will meet with the Ute Indian Tribe so they can discuss the Moon Lake and Rock Creek Roads. 

Director Henderson reported that they will put top soil and gravel down at the Myton Duplex this week.

Discussion Of Acquiring Land Around The Landfill
Director Giles stated that there is property for sale around the Landfill.  A lot of it is ledges, but it could be a buffering zone to avoid subdividing.  Commissioner Todd stated that they need to have an onsite meeting with Wasatch County to discuss this.  
Review & Consideration Of Advertising Bids For Installing Approaches For Cedarview Montwell SSD
Director Henderson stated that they received a bid from Chapman in the amount of $22,000 and Burdicks in the amount of $30,200 for asphalt only.  They will prep and coordinate the project with them.  Chairman Winterton stated that he met with the board last week and he was told that people are holding off hooking up until this gets done.   Commissioner Todd motioned to award the bid to Chapman Construction.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Advertising Bids & Approval Of Scope Of Work For The Bridge Next To Shepard’s Ranch At The Head Of Antelope Canyon
Director Henderson stated that he spoke to SSD #2 and found out that they can’t move the money from the Tabiona Bridge project to this one.  There is another bridge in Tabiona that is falling apart.  The commissioners agreed to move forward with advertising bids and scope of work. 
Consideration Of An Eagle Scout Project In Neola
Ammon Burgi joined the meeting at 10:06 A.M…
Mr. Burgi stated that he wants to create a welcome sign as you enter the Neola community.  Chairman Winterton suggested that they contact the State of Utah to get permission to put it in their right of way.  Director Henderson suggested that they also contact Blue Stakes if there is going to be any digging involved.
Consideration Of A Maintenance Agreement With TriCounty Health
TriCounty Health Director Jordan Mathis joined the meeting at 10:18 A.M…
Director Mathis stated that he would like to incorporate maintenance into the in-kind agreement that they are working on.  Chairman Winterton stated that he doesn’t feel that snowplowing during the winter will be a problem.  They could have the Building and Grounds Department add this building to their regular maintenance schedule.  He suggested that Director Mathis meet with Building and Grounds Director Shane Jenkins and come back with an idea on what is decided.

Consideration Of A Power Upgrade At County Fairgrounds
Director Jenkins stated that there is a 200 amp service at the fairgrounds so he called for a quote from Mike Frandsen that came in at $6,905 to upgrade it.  Commissioner Todd motioned to accept the bid from Mike Frandsen.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Estimates For Fencing, Landscaping & Concrete For County Owned Properties
Commissioner Todd motioned to approve quotes for fencing, landscaping and concrete work for the duplex on the Blue Bench and the rental house by the fairgrounds in Duchesne City.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Skip McDonald with ECI joined the meeting at 11:57 A.M…
