Safety and Accident Review Committee
Pending Minutes 
July 12th, 2016
 
The Safety and Accident Review Committee met on the above date in the Grand County Council chambers.  Those in attendance were (voting members) Jana Smith (Risk Manager/Insurance Coordinator, Committee Chair), Chris Kauffman (Secretary), Marvin Day, Andy Smith, Cody McKinney, Judd Hill, Graig Thomas and Darrel Mecham.  Members absent were Ruth Dillon (Committee Vice-Chair), Chris Baird and Bill Jackson.   

Call to Order: Jana called the meeting to order at 8:35 a.m.  

Approval of the Minutes: The minutes from the 6/7/2016 meeting were approved as written. 

Discussion Items
Fleet Policy revision recommendations are still in progress and a draft might be ready by next month.   Jana has gotten an outline from the Trust of what could/should be in the Comprehensive Health and Safety Program document.  
The County Attorney’s decision about what parts of the SARC review process can be conducted in a closed meeting was discussed and the committee agreed to follow the recommendations.  The committee agreed to omit employee names during accident review.  Portions of accident reviews dealing with the professional competence or health of an individual will still be conducted in a closed session.  Only accident reviews with significant third party injury or property damage will be conducted entirely in closed session because of reasonably imminent litigation in those cases. 
The committee discussed whether information from the DMV on the status of employees driving license and driving record should regularly be brought before the committee.  It was agreed that it should only be brought to the committee if there are problems that cannot be resolved or issues pertinent to the committee that need to be discussed.   These records are public. 

Accident Review
Accident #1
On 6/14/2016 at 7.22am, a Sheriff’s Office Deputy was driving a county vehicle to final post testing on when a collision occurred as they turned left from Redwood road onto W Jordan Narrows road in Bluffdale.  There was damage to the county vehicle and the citizen’s vehicle.   There was only minor bodily injury reported.  The complete police report is not yet available and it is not clear if any citations were issued. The Trust may be looking into a possible dispute on the County’s liability.  Insurance has currently paid for all of the damages.  There were three other people in the county vehicle (1 other county employee and 2 not county employees) but only the driver in the citizen vehicle and no witness statements are yet available.  County driver reportedly heard the driver of the other vehicle claim he was in a hurry because he was late to work.   Employee stated that they thought they were clear to turn left after a large vehicle passed and when they saw the oncoming vehicle they drove quickly to try to avoid the collision.  The point of impact on the rear of the county vehicle indicates that the county vehicle was moving away from the location of the collision.   Drug test and procedures were followed.  Darrel, who has extensive experience with accident investigation, stated that left hand turn accidents are almost always deemed to be the fault of the driver turning left similar to rear end accidents.  Judd moved to table the conclusions on this accident until further information is available including the police report and Trust investigation.  Marvin seconded and the vote was unanimous to table.
