3. OPEN PUBLIC HEARING- IMPACT FEES
· No topic was brought up for discussion

4. CLOSE PUBLIC HEARING

· No topic was brought up for discussion

6. CLOSE PUBLIC HEARING
7. SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT UPDATE
· Sheriff was not present.

8. FIRE DEPARTMENT UPDATE
· Landon Rees from the Cedar Fort Fire Department reported that all members of the department were now wild land certified. 
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9. FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
· Councilwoman McKinney informed the Council of the current account balances- General Account $230, 432.27; Water Account $50,719.07; Savings$1, 000; Road Account $39,029.04. Councilman Gurney said $20,000 needs to be transferred from the General Account to the Water Account.

· Mayor Hancock agreed to contact Rob Richardson from the landfill to discuss doing an Audit and road clean up. Mayor Hancock asked Chyanne Soffel to get him and Councilman Panek the landfill agreement between Fairfield and Intermountain Regional Landfill
Councilman Gurney made the motion to approve the Financials. Councilwoman McKinney seconded. Motion carried with all present members voting “aye.”

10. ADOPT TOWN BUDGET
· Council reviewed and agreed to approve the Resolution Budget 2016-1 for the fiscal year budget 2016-2017.
Councilman Gurney made the motion to adopt the Budget Resolution 2016-1for fiscal year 2016- 2017 budget. Councilman Panek seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye.”

11. ADOPT IMPACT FEES
· Council reviewed and approved the Impact Facility Plan, 2016-60916-1 and 2016-60916-2.

Councilman Gurney made the motion to approve the Impact Facility Plan. Councilman Panek seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye.”


Councilman Gurney made the motion to approve 2016-60916-1. Councilman Panek seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye.”

Councilman Gurney made the motion to approve 2016-60916-2. Councilman Panek seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye.”


12. BOND ELECTION
· Councilman Gurney approved the minutes for the General Obligation Bond. Councilwoman McKinney seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye.”
· Councilman Gurney passed out copies of a pamphlet that he had prepared to send out to residents to inform them of the General Bond Election that will be held July 28, 2016.The Council reviewed the pamphlet and told Councilman Gurney what a great job he had done on the pamphlet.
· The Council then discussed when they wanted to send out the pamphlet. The Council agreed to send the pamphlet out to all residents on July 1, 2016.
· The Council discussed who would be running the election. Chyanne Soffel said that Laury Tuttle from Ballard and Spare, told her the County had agreed to run the Election for them..


13. SECONDARY WATER UPDATE
· Mayor Hancock informed the Council that he had received a 3 ring binder with the construction specs.  He said if anyone would like to review it, it is at the Mayors house.
· Councilman Gurney discussed getting the new water meters in so the Town can start charging the new water fee. Councilman Thomas asked if the Town has enough budgeted for the drive-by meters. Councilman Gurney informed Council the drive-by meters were already budgeted in. Mayor Hancock told the Council that he would contact Ryan Taylor to discuss when the Town should raise the water rates.

14. PUBLIC COMMENT
· No comment was made.

15. APPROVE MINUTES FOR MAY 12, 2016 WORK SESSION & REGULAR MEETING
· Minutes were sent out for prior review to the Council. Minutes were approved with no said changes.
Councilman Gurney made the motion to approve the regular & work session meeting minutes for May 12, 2016. Councilman Thomas seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye.”
16. APPROVE MINUTES FOR MAY 26, 2016 WORK SESSION MEETING
· Minutes were sent out for prior review. Councilman Thomas made correction on page 2 needing to state a 1,000 ft. not 100 ft.
Councilman Thomas made the motion to approve the work session meeting minutes with correction to page 2 to state 1,000 ft. not 100 ft. Councilwoman McKinney seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye.”
17. PLANNING & ZONING
· Chyanne Soffel updated the Council on Chairman KC, Morris and Town Inspector, JD Deveraux.  Both are planning to retire from their positions with Fairfield Town. At last month’s meeting the Council discussed looking into hiring a new Town Inspector. 
· Councilman Gurney told the Council that Chairman Morris has put in years of service and was suppose to receive payment for use of his phone, time and vehicle  but never took payment. Councilman Gurney feels that Fairfield should review the number of permits chairman Morris supervised in his years of service and pay him for his time to say thank you from Fairfield Town.
· The Council discussed purchasing plaques for the prior Council Members to say thank you for their years of service. The Council discussed continuing the plaques for the Town Council Members only.
18. WATER BILLS 
· Council discussed applying the new water rates as soon as the new meters are put in.

19.  FRIENDS OF CAMP FLOYD
· Councilman Gurney gave an update on the things he has been working on for Friends of Camp Floyd. Utah County donated enough money for Fairfield to purchase the Winters 7 acres and 10 shares of water. The property was purchased for$10,000 an acre.
· Councilman Gurney also reported that with the money Fairfield Town donated, he has purchased 2 pony express saddles and will be going to Nebraska for a telegraph pole this next week. In July he will be going to California to look at a possible donation of several pony express items for the museum. Two books are currently being written. One is about the myths of old Fairfield Town and two old newspaper articles. The Council asked about the Architectural Plans for the museum. Councilman Gurney said they are currently being worked on.   
20. OLD BUSINESS
· Councilman Gurney asked what is on the list that the Council needs to work on before the moratorium is lifted on building. Councilman Thomas reported to the Council on the research he has done on transferring the water from a potential builder to the town. He said Jim Riley’s office suggested adopting a dedication ordinance to protect Fairfield. Jim Riley’s office can write this ordinance for Fairfield.  He also said  it needs to be done before the moratorium is lifted. Councilman Thomas said it will take approximately 4-5 hours @ $200 an hour to write the ordinance. The Council discussed and agreed to have the ordinance written. Councilman Thomas asked which account  the bill should be paid out of. Councilman Gurney suggested paying it out of the water account.  He said there is money set aside for these things. Councilman Thomas agreed he would move forward on getting the ordinance written. 
· The Council created a list to work on before lifting the moratorium; procedure to follow on building permits, perimeter and procedure on paving roads, power and perimeter and procedure on water lines.
· The Council discussed requiring potential land purchasers to have a survey done on the property before building.
· Councilwoman McKinney informed the Council that the land dispute between herself and Daymon Stephens had been resolved. From her personal experience she suggested that the Town require a survey.
· The Council decided to call a meeting with Planning and Zoning to discuss what needs to be done and who will handle it. The Council would like to see Larry Jenkins, Fairfield Town Attorney present for legal advice. The Council discussed scheduling this meeting for June 28, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. at the schoolhouse. 
· Mayor Hancock agreed to contact Larry Jenkins office to see if he will be able to attend.
· Councilman Panek asked if there is an update on doing a show with Lantis. Chyanne Soffel said that at last month’s meeting all Council Members agreed not to participate in the event due to their busy schedules. Councilman Gurney said that Friends of Camp Floyd had volunteered to help with an event on Labor Day weekend.

21. NEWBUSINESS
· No topic was brought up for discussion.

Councilman Panek made the motion to adjourn. Councilwoman McKinney seconded. Motion carried with all Members present voting “aye”.
