Prayer was offered by Marlow. Meeting called to order at 7:26 p.m.  Bills have been approved and signed. Russ was here earlier today to sign checks, but is not able to be here this evening. Chad is not here this evening, he is out of town.  Minutes were emailed to all board members prior to the meeting.  All that are here have read the minutes for June 2nd Town Council Meeting.  Matt proposed the minutes be approved as emailed.  Marlow seconded the motion.  Minutes were unanimously approved for June 2, 2016.

Update on Town Property in the Subdivision:
	The lot has been deeded back to Barbara Barlow.  A copy of the Warrenty Deed is being filed in the town files and scanned into the Document folder/Assets Leamington Town/2016 on the town computer.

Update on Outside Water Connection:
	We don’t have an application for outside water connections, Karl was going to use the application for inside city limits.  The most current application needs to be updated with the correct amount of impact fee which is $3,014 (this is what Judi recalls the amount being).  Judi will verify the amount and the application will be updated.  *Judi verified the correct amount to be $3,086.

Summer Employee to help with parks:
	Russ had talked to Marlow about hiring someone to help with watering the parks.  Marlow advertised the job on the state of Utah employment site.  Marlow only received one phone call from some parents.  Jerry & Ann Finlinson asked about their son, Devin filling this position.  Marlow asked Russ and he agreed to hire Devin.  He started working in June.  He was hired to work up to 20 hours/month at minimum wage.  Matt made motion we hire Devin Finlinson for 20 hours/month for two months at minimum wage.  There is a question about it being two or three months.  There was originally $1000 set aside for summer help, we reduced the budget by $100, so there should be $900 left for summer employee.  Marlow seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimous with two councilmen missing.

Leamarado Day:
	Karl asked what the purpose of Leamarado day is – Marlow said Russ needs to be here for this discussion because he really enjoys the history of the town.  Marlow indicated it is a hard day for him personally, a lot of people leave town to avoid it, and a few people do all the work.  Matt thinks it is a good opportunity for the community and it is too bad that people leave.  He thinks it could be simplified.  The county is willing to donate $750 if we show the donation is used for Leamarado day.  Don Watts has contacted Karl wanting to donate $400 if we would send a letter of request to him.  Karl has done this already.  Marlow has a conflict this year and won’t be here for Labor Day, but he is arranging for someone to take care of his responsibilities.
	Howard Stubbs thinks it is important to keep Leamarado Day to honor the founders and to bring the community and families together.  It has evolved from its beginning when people volunteered to donate food items, now it is assigned and if you’re here or not you still have to help provide food items.  People resent this.  It is a burden on some families and they don’t get to spend the time with their families that they would like to.  Howard has catered big dinners before and knows how to plan for this type of thing.  He said we could design a meal that could be catered and a lot less work.  
	Karl thinks we need to make some major changes to Leamarado Day, we live in a different world than it was when this town celebration started years ago.  Karl wants to look at contracting the dinner and use some of this donated money to pay for the dinner.  Mike Ferrell handed a check to Karl for $300 as a donation towards Leamarado day.  
	Howard left the meeting at 8:50 p.m.
	If we do make changes, we need to start on them before the first of August.  Karl is going to work on getting quotes for catering.  Marlow fully supports the idea of having someone else do the work.  Judi indicated that in the past it was the hope that Leamarado Day would help pay for Santa Claus at Christmas.  Marlow made motion for Karl to check into catering costs and to go with a caterer if it works out cost wise.  Matt seconded the motion.  Motion passed by council members in attendance.
	Danette will send out donation request letters this month.
	A suggestion was made to have DHS volleyball team do the hamburgers and hot dogs.  Matt suggested asking a caterer about doing the dinner and the hamburgers and hot dogs, see what it would cost.  The town council would still do the concession stand.  Russ will be over the concession stand.  Marlow is taking care of the program. Marlow will put an article in the newspaper spotlighting the person of honor.  Marlow will put an advertisement in the newspaper as well.  Chad will get in touch with Bold to discuss the rodeo.  Matt is taking care of the kids games and the raffle item purchases.  Bob Garlitz took care of keeping the garbages emptied last year, maybe he would do it again this year.  
	Marlow made motion to make Russ the honorary guest for Leamarado day.  Matt seconded the motion.  All in attendance approved.  Motion passed.

Miscellaneous:
	Robert Wright issued a complaint about the three semi-trucks parking by the firehouse.  They start up at 4:00 a.m. making noise and create a lot of dust.  It keeps his family from sleeping past 4:00 a.m.  Dave Frandsen said the trucks belong to the company he works for (Jeff Burningham), one is Dave’s truck, one driver lives in Delta and one in Oak City.  Dave suggested a council member call Burningham to complain.  Karl will call Burningham, Dave will get him the phone number. 
	Kay had the lead and copper water testing results and handed the results to those homeowners who were present. She will mail the rest.
Dave said the refurbished water truck is almost done.  The wiring on it should be finished by this weekend and Todd Tolley will do the plumbing in the next couple of weeks.  The old ’68 military 2 ½ ton water truck will go up to the state to be sold in a silent auction.  We’ve only had two fires since the last meeting.  The fire at Stokes’ burned 7 scrap vehicles.  The farmers did a really good job helping to keep this one from getting to the homes.  Last week early in the morning we had a ½ acre burn just south of Lynndyl it was started by a cigarette.  
	Dave, Kay, and Bob left the meeting at 8:11 p.m.
	Danette asked if there was any problem with Gale Chapman taking some of the volunteer trees in the vacant part of the ball field.  No one objected.

		Fire dept is up to date on training.  Dave hasn’t found anyone who is interesting in taking over as fire chief.  Matt thinks Joe Pruitt would be willing to be the fire chief if he has someone else ask him besides Matt.
