[bookmark: _GoBack]Town of Mantua Council Minutes
Held on July 21, 2016
At 6:30 p.m. at Town Hall

Council Members in attendance:  Mayor Mike Johnson, Brett Kearl, Mike Christiansen, Nathan Blaine and Jan Palmer recorder.

Audience in attendance:  Dan and Heather Miller, and Harper Johnson.

Meeting came to order at 6:30 p.m.

Opening Prayer:  Brett Kearl

Dan Miller:  Dan Miller is here to talk to the Council about his impact fees that he paid for his lot.  Back in November when they were purchasing the property he was told approximately $21,000.00 is what his impact and building fees would come to.  But when he came to pay for his fees he found out they were $30,500.00.  He did go ahead and pay them so he could start building.  They were told it was because they own more than one-half acre of land.  So he is here tonight to present a plan showing he would not be watering more than approximately 14,000 square feet of grass which is well under one-half acre.  Dan said he would keep the rest of his property mowed down.  The Mayor asked him about him owning horses in the future.  He said it has been in his head that down the road he may have an animal or two but at this time he is not planning to.  The Mayor was concerned if he gets livestock back there how he would water them and the pasture.  Dan said that would only happen if he gets water shares.  The Mayor asked Harper to explain about the change the Council and Planning Commission have talked about in the near future.  Harper did say it has been discussed that we change the Water Ordinance so an individual can only water one-half acre of their land so it shows we are doing our due diligence in conserving water.   He explained it would be easier also on the office staff not to have to worry about how much property an individual owns when they come for a water connection.  It would be the same across the board no matter how large your piece of property is.  Giving the land owner the opportunity to water one-half acre of land, including their home, would not stress the water system to the point of having a problem.  The Mayor asked what about if they have a five acre lot.   Harper explained right now we only go up to one acre.  The Mayor said we do have the option to grant whether to have them pay for Impact Fees on a one half acre or one acre on a case by case basis.  He also said Margo did leave a note and she was not in favor of granting an exception to this.  He can see nothing wrong with if we grant him one half acre but, we then need a method to either fine him or have him pay the additional impact fees if he does not comply with this.

Noise Ordinance:  Mike C. is still working on the Noise Ordinance, he hopes to have it ready next Council Meeting.

Utah Local Government Trust:  The Mayor just wanted to advise the Council that this is our insurance company for the Town and they have had an audit done on them.  This is the primary insurance company for communities throughout the state.  The letter we received said they see this audit as an opportunity to grow and continue to get better.  The Mayor doesn’t see the advantage to try and find somebody else.  Harper said a few years ago the Town did look into another insurance carrier and they couldn’t find another company that compared to the rates they had.  Maybe with this audit they will be more careful where they spend the money.  Mike C. said there wasn’t enough in the audit that concerned him enough to take any action.  The Council agreed.

Changes to Land Use Code:  Harper will go through them a little more before the Public Hearing to make sure they are user friendly.  Our Public Hearing will be on August 4, 2016 with the Planning and Zoning Hearing at 6:00 p.m. and the Town Council Hearing at 6:15 p.m.  

Jim Houghtalen:   The Mayor said we have done some research and due to that research, in his opinion, he would not hire him as constable for the Town.  The Council agreed.  

Maintenance Truck:  Harper said as everyone knows his truck was blindsided while he was not in it.  So it has been out of commission the last 6 weeks.  The damages come to about $4200 so they have totaled the truck.  They have talked about using the old Police truck for maintenance but we have been offered $11,000.00 trade in for that truck.  The Police truck does have 103,000 miles on it.  Tracey Thompson runs a car business and he has a fleet of trucks that have come in.  They have a 2011 truck with 39,000 miles on it, very basic work truck.  The only options it has is heat, air conditioning, radio, four-wheel drive, good tires and a bed liner.  The insurance is giving us $5700 for the old truck and the new truck will be $ 13,000.00.  Harper said he may need to put a shell on it at one point.  The Council agreed it makes more sense to get a vehicle with less miles.

Storage Shed:  The Mayor feels we need to consider a storage shed.  We have run out of room for storing celebration items etc.  We may also be able to store the generator in it.  The Mayor would like to have the council think about it we don’t need to move on it today.  Mike C. asked about using the new building for some storage.  Harper thinks we will have to think about what we store in there due to the doors being opened and closed all the time.  They could easily build some shelves in the back behind the vehicles.  The Mayor thinks we should just think about it and see how it works out when the building is done.  Brett may be able to help with the drawings for the new building.  

Departments:
Fire Department:  The siren is back on and they did have a call last Sunday.  Mike C. believes everyone was happy with what they did at Little Valley Days.  The Mayor said the water slide was a big hit.  
Planning and Zoning:  Harper visited with Brett from Lewis, Young, Roberts and Birmingham from a firm in Layton concerning Park Impact Fees. He said before we can actually put together a park impact fee, we have to own the property.  So with that being said we need to figure out what the developer is going to pay for verses what the impact fees are going to pay for.  We will be holding a work meeting next week in combination with our Planning and Zoning meeting and we need to come to an agreement.  He did tell Harper maybe don’t have your developer improve the park and you put together your impact fees to develop the whole park.  He said it would take 2-3 weeks to put together an impact fee for a community like ours.  Once you put your impact fees together and hold your public meetings there is a 90 day waiting period before you can assess those impact fees.  So we probably won’t have those impact fees in place for this year.  Harper thinks we should force Bill Jeppesen’s hand right now and get his land donated.  We could get an impact fee done for Bill’s and get started on that.  Harper said the last thing he wants to do is pass this cost onto the current residents. 
The Mayor asked if there is anything more on the Spiers property.  The survey has been done.  Harper said the correspondence is between our attorney and Mr. Spiers attorney. 
Celebration:   The Mayor thanked Nathan for all his hard work on Little Valley Days, he knows he had a lot on his shoulders.  He feels that everything he dealt with went over well.  He was a little concerned about the patriot program that night but he thinks it worked out all right other than he thought it could have been 15 minutes shorter.  The other thing is the Mayor knows there were some hurt feelings through the day and there were some apologies made.  As far as is he concerned he would like to just put that to bed rather than keep it going.  Maybe we have learned some things for next year.  Nathan thanked everyone who helped.  There were a lot of people who stepped up.  There are still a couple reimbursement s that haven’t come in.  The Mayor thought the fireworks were excellent.  For your information there were no instances really.  The crowd was not as large as last year.  Nathan said the only negative was getting the insurance for the food vendors they felt it was a little expensive.  The Mayor said maybe if we get a little ahead of it we can figure out something by next year for the insurance.  As far as next year’s goes the Mayor would like to ask Nathan to be a resource to whoever on the Council is in charge next year.  Nathan thought we could shorten the Patriot program some and he hear some of the younger people thought the band should have played more.   We will have to decide if we want to do things every night of the week or maybe just shorten up some other events.  Nathan thought it might be nice to have the audience sing the National Anthem right before the fireworks.  
Law Enforcement:  The screen broke on the laptop in the Police vehicle and it is not fixable so we will need a new one.  Jan will check into another laptop for the police dept. 
The Mayor will include a letter in the newsletter with all the challenges the Town will be faced with shortly.  We will need a new police chief and maintenance worker. The Mayor said we could not have a police force here in Town but he would not recommend it.  Harper said it is ten times better with law enforcement here in Town rather than the way it was before we had a police force.  His personal opinion as a citizen is he really enjoys having an individual he can call about a situation and that individual not only cares but he knows pretty much everyone in the community.  It will also cost less money to have our own department.  The Mayor explained the sheriff’s department only has three officers on duty at a time so respond time could be a couple days. 
Water:  Harper talked to Steve Hansen and we can get the auto readers a little cheaper is we get the readers already attached.   He did just get a text from his summer worker who is quitting so it will be just Jeff and Harper replacing the meters.  They will try to get to it next week.
