PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE


Mayor Chavez directed the Pledge of Allegiance.




The regular meeting of the Helper City Council was called to order by Mayor Chavez at 6:00. 




APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES June 2, 2016.

Council Member Williams moved to approve the minutes of June 2, 2016. Council Member Harwood seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.    
 


KYLIE HOWES AND MISS CARBON COUNTY AAJAH BREINHOLT DISCUSSION ON DONATION FOR PAGEANT.

Ms. Howes was unable to attend and will reschedule. 

E-CLAMPUS VITUS, ROGER METZER APPROVAL ON USING THE RIO THEATER AND PLACING A PLAQUE. 

Roger Metzer and John Magnuson from E-Clampus Vitus approached the council on placing a plaque on the Parkway.  The plaque would represent the coal camps of Mutual, Rains and Little Standardville.  The Clampers requested the use of the Rio Theater on November 26TH for the Sub for Santa fund raiser.  Morgan Lund will once again perform Scrooge and all proceeds will go to the United Way Sub for Santa. 

Council Member Williams moved to approve the use of the Rio Theater and allow the plaque to be placed on the Parkway. Council Member Wheeler seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.    


ERIKA ALFORD UPDATE ON BASEBALL TOURNAMENT. 

Ms. Alford informed council there are teams coming from Colorado, Idaho and Wyoming for the Diggers Baseball Tournament.  Ms. Alford asked if her team could use the Legion Field for a game on Saturday against a traveling team from Moab.    

Council Member Wheeler moved to approve the use of the Legion Field Saturday July 9, 2016. Council Member Harwood seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.    






KATE KILPATRICK-MILLER DISCUSSION ON ARTS FESTIVAL.  

Kate Kilpatrick-Miller reported on updates for the Arts Festival.  Ms. Miller informed council she had attended the Moab Festival and the Utah Arts Festival and learned several new ideas on running the festival for next year.  The Utah Review will be running a story on our festival to help with marketing.  The liquor licenses have been secured for the festival and dance review.   The billboard cover for the festival has been installed and will be able to be used yearly. The dance concert is scheduled for August 5th and 6th the tickets are $15 each.   Ms. Miller has also donated a painting for a raffle to help raise funds for the festival tickets are $10 each or 3 tickets for $20.  Mayor Chavez thanked Ms. Miller and Ms. Peterman for all their time and work they have put into the festival. 



DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON MAIN STREET WEDGE PROJECT.

Charles Callis presented council with a drawing on a proposal for the wedge project to make it functional, safe and easy to maintain.   The proposal contained several ideas from each business owner’s portion of the wedge.  The drawing consists of concrete walkways with a patio area including trees, flowers, benches, rocks and a fire pit.  There are four phase, to this project, the first phase would be to install the electrical and water systems, rough grade, road base, boulders, forms and concrete before August 18.  Phase two consists preparing soil for planting and lighting.  Phase three is completion by the summer 2017, with furniture and amenities and phase four would be maintenance. Council Members thought all the ideas where good and asked where the money for this project would be coming from.  Mr. Callis told the council the business owner’s would be willing to write grants to obtain the funds for the project. Ann Jespersen explained the business owners wanted to present a concept for approval before proceeding with cost.  Ms. Jespersen asked council to approve phase one, then the budget numbers for the rest of the project can be obtained.  Council Member Dornan and Williams had questions on how the concrete would be paid for.  Council Member Harwood stated there may not be funds left for this project and the cost would be approximately $13,500 for the concrete. The water and electrical have already been installed by the city.   Ms. Jespersen commented the concrete is necessary for safety and easy access for visitors and maintenance.    Council Member Dornan suggested filling the area with some rock before August 18th to make the area safe and attractive for the Arts Festival.  Council would also like to see a complete budget and funding options for the project before making a final decision.  Council Member Williams thanked Ms. Jespersen for all her work on this project. 


Council Member Williams moved to approve leveling and filling in the area with rock for the Art Festival. Council Member Wheeler seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.  Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes. Dornan voting no.    

 
DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON RESOLUTION 2016-5 AGREEING TO MEMBERSHIP IN THE UTAH ASSOCIATED MUNICIPAL POWER SYSTEMS. 

Council Member Williams moved to approve Resolution 2016-5 agreeing to membership in the Utah Associated Municipal Power Systems. Council Member Dornan seconded the motion.  The Council roll call vote is as follows: Council Members Dornan, Williams, Wheeler, and Harwood in favor. Resolution 2016-5 passed by unanimous vote.  



Council Member Williams moved to approve the appointment of Council Member Dornan as the representative. Council Member Wheeler seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.   

DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON ORDINANCE 2016-3 GRANTING AN ELECTRIC UTILITY FRANCHISE TO ROCKY MOUNTAIN POWER.

Debra Dull, Rocky Mountain Power, explained this was just a renewal for the 1967 agreement that will be expiring.  Attorney Sampinos had some questions on the term of the contract and there being no termination clause.   Ms. Dull asked to table this item until the attorneys can contact Attorney Sampinos.  

APPROVAL ON APPLICATION TO USDA IN THE AMOUNT OF $24,750 FOR NEW POLICE CAR. 

Chief Anderson asked permission to obtain a USDA grant for a new police vehicle in the amount of $24,750.   Chief Anderson explained the eight year old vehicle to be replaced has been costing the city in repairs every year.


Council Member Williams moved to approve Chief Anderson applying for a USDA grant for a new police vehicle.  Council Member Dornan seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.   


REPORT ON WATER, SEWER, AND STORM DRAIN PROJECTS.

Council Member Harwood reported paving has started on Main Street and should be completed by July 8th and striping will start July 20th.  Janet Street will be closed for a couple weeks, Knife River is installing the sewer right now.  

DISCUSSION AND/OR APPROVAL ON DRUG POLICY.

Attorney Sampinos stated the current drug and alcohol policy has Helper City paying for an evaluation if anyone tests positive for drug and alcohol use. The policy allows the city to put the employee on administrative leave with pay.  Attorney Sampinos suggested the policy be rewritten to state the employee will pay for the evaluation not the city. Council agreed to have Attorney Sampinos correct the policy for the next council meeting for review.   

MOTION FOR CLOSED SESSION.

Council Member Harwood moved to go into a closed session on a personnel issue. Council Member Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.   



Council Member Harwood moved to return open meeting.  Council Member Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Carried. Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood all voting yes.   

REPORTS FROM COUNCIL MEMBERS AND HEADS OF DEPARTMENT.  


Council Member Williams reported Badlands is working with Jim Boyd on the Utah Power display.  The WPA pictures are now once again on display in the remodel area of the museum.  


Council Member Harwood reported the garbage cans on main street need to be replaced.  

Council Member Wheeler reported the Spring Glen Ditch has restricted the secondary watering of the parks and cemetery to Monday, Wednesday and Friday.  One of the seasonal workers has quit and we have advertised to fill the position.

Council Member Dornan reported on a power outage and a grant for $250,000 for the River Project. 

Attorney Sampinos reported there will be a meeting on July 20th with the County Commissioners regarding the fire contract.  

Mayor Chavez reported the swimming pool was very well managed.  


There being no further business Council Member Dornan moved to adjourn.  Council Member Wheeler seconded the motion.  Motion Carried: Dornan, Wheeler, Williams, and Harwood voting yes. Meeting adjourned.
