1. CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL, WELCOME & PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Jackson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and welcomed everyone.

The roll call noted the following:


Present: Council Member Mead, Council Member Justice, Council Member Bloomer, Council Member Fox.
Council Member Justice led the Pledge of Allegiance.
CONSENT AGENDA

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES DATED MAY 12, 2016
3. BOARD OF EQUALIZATION REQUESTS
Rental Permission form –Wayne and Aubrey Lofthouse
Council Member Fox moved to approve the consent agenda. The motion was seconded by Council Member Bloomer. The motion carried with Council Member Fox, Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote.
PUBLIC HEARING

Council Member Justice moved to open the Public Hearing meeting. The motion was seconded by Council Member Bloomer. The motion carried with Council Member Fox, Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote.
4. TO CONSIDER INPUT REGARDING TRANSFERRING FROM THE WATER FUND BALANCE TO THE GOLF COURSE FUND BALANCE 

Mayor Jackson explained that this transfer would start the Golf Course out with a balanced budget and give the Fund Balance a positive position. Right now the fund balance is a negative and the State Auditor said we are out of compliance and have to change it a positive Fund Balance. Mayor Jackson called the State Auditor to discuss what our options were. The option was to make a one time transfer to get rid of the negative balance or to make a minimum transfer of 5% of the current year’s revenue of the General Fund to slowly get rid of the negative fund balance. The first thing Jeremy Walker asked was if we could cut our employees or lay anyone off. The Golf Course only has two full time employees with full benefits and the rest of the employees are seasonal with no benefits. The only way to get the Golf Course to a balanced budget was to move Ryan Winn downtown into a city maintenance position and change the Golf Course Maintenance position into a seasonal position without benefits. The City Council had held two budget meeting and worked on two separate budgets. One was to keep Ryan at the golf course and the other was to move him downtown. The reason why we are transferring $150,000.00 is to bring the Fund Balance into a positive and give it extra so we don’t have to make another transfer anytime soon and we need to start making capital improvements to what we currently have. We asked our legal advisers and our city auditor’s advice and they both said that our Water Fund has the most Fund Balance in it and it would be able to handle the transfer. Mayor Jackson opened the floor to the public for comments. 
Kathy Jenkins asked how Ryan Winn feels about the move. Mayor Jackson stated that there has not been any discussion from Ryan and there was no cut in pay or benefits for him. The Golf Course Maintenance position will be filled by one of the seasonal employee that has been there for a long time already and will still be a seasonal position with no benefits and the wage will increase to $15.00 per hour. We will also be hiring for a part time water technician to train with Ryan before he relocates.
It was asked what the city uses the water fund for. It is used to make improvement to the water system. We pay Castle Valley Special Service District to do that for us. It was explained that we use to buy water shares with it but with the agreement with Ferron Canal Company we are no longer able to do that. The water lease agreement in place states that we pay them $4,000.00 per year plus any overage use charges. 
Kern Behling asked if we could get the transfer from anywhere else. It was explained that the Water Fund has the highest Fund Balance in it so it was advised to make the transfer from that fund. 

Stephen Snow asked if the new budget for the Golf Course is balanced and it was explained that it is balanced for the 2016-17 fiscal year budget. It was discussed what closing the Golf Course would do and how it would hurt Ferron as that is the only recreational activity Ferron has that brings in revenue. The lifetime free Golf passes were discussed and it was noted that Kris Abegglen is doing a great job and has made the corrections needed to comply with the states request. 

It was asked if the Golf Course could raise prices. Mayor Jackson noted that Kris Abegglen has done a rate study for our area and the rates are comparable. 
Council Member Mead reported he has talked with the Millsite State park camp host and the campground is booked all summer long.

Council Member Justice noted that it is the job of the City Council to keep the budget from going over and each Council Member will be watching it diligently. In the past it has been discussed if the county or state would take the Golf Course over and they would not until it was a 18 hole course. 
Kern Behling asked how we know where the budget is through out the year. Council Member Justice noted that the Golf Course budget is tricky because it is run seasonal and the city runs on a fiscal year budget.
Council Member Justice moved to close the Public Hearing meeting. The motion was seconded by Council Member Bloomer. The motion carried with Council Member Fox, Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote.
PUBLIC HEARING
Council Member Justice moved to open the Public Hearing meeting. The motion was seconded by Council Member Bloomer. The motion carried with Council Member Fox, Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote. 
5. TO CONSIDER INPUT REGARDING THE ADOPTION OF THE FINAL BUDGET FOR THE 2016-17 FISCAL YEAR
Mayor Jackson asked is there are any questions. Council Member Fox noted that there was two budget meetings held to work on this budget. Mayor Jackson noted that this budget is balanced for the Golf Course Fund.
6. TO CONSIDER INPUT REGARDING OPENING THE 2015-16 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET

Mayor Jackson noted we need to install handicap openers on the doors of City Hall. He told the council to get with Jaime Anderson the City Recorder if they need anything before the end of June. What ever is left in the General Fund will be transferred to the Capital Projects Fund Balance.
7. TO CONSIDER INPUT ON A CHANGE IN UTILITY BILLING PROCEDURES

Council Member Justice learned that the passing of SB28 suggested tiered billing rates for utility bills. Currently the billing is set at one rate of 0-10,000 gallons and anything over is just billed an overage charge. Council Member Justice is proposing a new tearing of 0-3,000 gallons be a cheaper rate and 3,000-5,000 gallons be a little higher and so on.  Council Member Justice explained it would be a slight discount for the ones that don’t use a lot of water and the state has done this to help with the conservation of water. Ferron City has secondary water for watering yards where bigger cities don’t. It was discussed that the new rates wouldn’t change billing by that much. Council Member Justice asked if there were any questions. There were none.
8. TO CONSIDER INPUT ON INCREASING GARBAGE RATES

Mayor Jackson reported that the new tipage fee the county passed is costing the city about $700.00 more per month. Council Member Bloomer noted that the dumpsters at the Fairgrounds are always a mess and have to be smashed down and cleaned up almost every day. Council Member Bloomer wants to take into consideration the extra man hours it is taking to clean it up. He also thinks with a dollar increase we might see the usage go down and the cleanup not so bad. The dumpsters are a good service to Ferron City but if we cant keep up with the maintenance we might have to remove them. Then the City Council is afraid we will start getting garbage piles around town. We can also look into getting another dumpster or two. Council Member Bloomer asked if there was any question. There were none.
Council Member bloomer moved to close the Public Hearing meeting. The motion was seconded by Council Member Justice. The motion carried with Council Member Fox, Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote.
GENERAL BUSINESS / DISCUSSION ITEMS 
9. ITEMS PULLED FROM THE CONSENT AGENDA

There were no items pulled from the consent agenda.

10. APPOINTMENT OF COUNCIL MEMBER TO FILL VACANCY

Mayor Jackson noted that Council Member Trenery has resigned and there were two letters submitting interest in taking his seat. They were from Craig Nielson and Kern Behling. Mayor Jackson read the two letters that were submitted. Kern Behling announced that he wanted to pull his letter he submitted. Craig Nielsin will be appointed as the new City Council Member. The City Recorder swore him into office.
Mayor Jackson thanked both of them for putting in a letter to fill the seat. And thanked everyone for attending the meetings. 

11. DISCUSSION AND CONSIDERATION TO PURCHASE A UTILITY TRAILER – RANDY NIELSON
Randy Nelson has discussed the need of a utility trailer or something to store the Peach Days fireworks in and to use for equipment storage the rest of the year with Mayor Jackson, Council Member Mead and the City Recorder. The fireworks are going to be delivered within the next couple weeks and he needs to have somewhere to store them until Peach Days in September. It was discussed if there were other options then a utility trailer. The council noted that there is not another meeting before the fireworks will be delivered. Council Member Mead will talk with Randy Nelson on what he could use and would pass new storage restrictions for fireworks and decide what would be best.
Council Member Justice moved to give Council Member Mead the authority to purchase a storage container for the fire department. The motion was seconded by Council Member Bloomer. The motion carried with Council Member Nielson, Fox, Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote.
12. DISCUSSION AND CONSIDERATION TO EVALUATE THE TEMPORARY CITY  WORKERS

Council Member Fox wanted to discuss how long we are keeping the temporary help. Mayor Jackson noted that they both have done a great job. There have been no complaints on the Cemetery and thanked Rick Price and Anthony Johnson for the work they have done. The Budget has the money in it to keep both of them until the end of June. The City Council will discuss this item in the next City Council meeting. Mayor Jackson noted that the wages will stay the same at this time.

Council Member Fox moved to keep the temporary workers on until the next City Council meeting on July 14, 2016. The motion was seconded by Council Member Bloomer. The motion carried with Council Member Nielson, Fox, Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote.
13. DISCUSSION AND CONSIDERATION FOR AN INTERLOCAL AGENCY AGREEMENT REGARDING EMS – KEITH BRADY
Keith Brady was not in attendance. 
14. DISCUSSION AND CONSIDERATION OF CASTLE VALLEY SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICTS TYPICAL CONNECTION FEE/WATER RATE SCHEDULE

Mayor Jackson reported that in the May meeting Castle Valley Special Service District discussed the new fees schedule they are proposing. The fee that the city pays will stay the same and it’s just the administrative fee. The new fee schedule will only effect what a new customer will be charged. Mayor Jackson was asked to bring this to the City Council to see if they had any questions or comments. There were none.
15. PEACHDAYS DISCUSSION
Mayor Jackson suggested having the Vietnam Veterans as the Grand Marshals for the Peach Days parade. There will also be a whole program to honor the Vietnam Veterans. Jo Sansevero volunteered to be the chair person over the event.
The City Council discussed the parade and how to get other towns to participate in our parade. 

Council Member Fox said the Sheriff’s office doesn’t want to help this year with the bike ride or the fun run. 
Council Member Justice will trade Council Member Fox Fun Days and the Bike Ride for the Horse Races and the Ranch Rodeo. 
Mayor Jackson asked what everyone thought about the dinner last year. It was suggested to add a fee or a donation for it. The turkey was discussed and how it was preferred over the BBQ pork sandwiches. Mayor Jackson noted he may be absent that evening but will have it planned before hand.
RESOLUTIONS
16. RESOLUTION 2016-4 A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE CERTIFIED TAX RATE FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2016-17

Council Member Justice moved to adopt Resolution 2016-4 adopting the certified tax rate for 2016-17. The motion was seconded by Council Member Bloomer. The motion carried with Council Member Nielson, Fox, Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote.
17. RESOLUTION 2016-5 A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE 2016-17 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET
Council Member Bloomer moved to adopt Resolution 2016-5. The motion was seconded by Council Member Justice. The motion carried with Council Member Nielson, Fox, Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote.
REPORTS
18. MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORTS

Council Member Mead has been working on getting the deck correct product ordered for the deck at the Golf Course clubhouse for Kris Abegglen. 
Council Member Justice is happy with her new Peach Days assignment.

Council Member Bloomer has been working on installing the fiber optic at the fairgrounds. He reported the new trees that were planted all have new leafs on them.
Council Member Fox reported on the public lands meeting he attended. He reported the spillway is going to start spilling tonight or tomorrow and the lake has raised 20 feet in the last month. It was discussed that while water is going over the spillway all water restrictions will be lifted but will be put back in place when it stops.
Council Member Nielson was welcomed by the Mayor and Council.
Mayor Jackson gave an update on the new water treatment plant. He also reported that he has been asked if the city would donate the property on 15 E State Street to Maverick if they built one there. He noted that this has been the first sign of any interest from Maverick. 
MAINTENANCE AND GOLF COURSE REPORTS

There were none.
19. CODE ENFORCERS REPORT

Desiree Leiva reported she attended the planning and zoning meeting and has been following up with the reports she has turned in.
Kathy Jenkings has been working on her side of town looking for trailers and cars that has been parked on the roads. She was told that they can be parked there as long as they are moved every 48 hours. She discussed what the condition of the Mayors Park         bathrooms are in and how bad in need of repair they are in. Pictures have been taken and have been sent to the Mayor and Council Member Bloomer. All the structures at the park are in need of repair and paint. The trees on State Street and 300 north need to be trimmed and are blocking the view of traffic.
