Magna Commerce Park Community Development Area (CDA) Public Hearing

	THIS BEING THE TIME heretofore set for a public hearing to consider the Magna Commerce Park Community Development Area (CDA) Project Plan.   

	Ms. Alison Weyher, Redevelopment Manager, Office of Township Services, reviewed the Magna Commerce Park Community Development Area.  Six weeks ago, the County was looking at a 500-acre project, which included both sides of SR201 between 7200 West and 8000 West.  Since then, Rio Tinto Kennecott, which owns 90 percent of the land in this project area, has reduced the size of the district.  It is now about 250 acres, and only includes the south side of SR201.  Over the last month, the RDA has met with various property owners.  The property owners who had concerns were primarily located along the north side of 201, and they were concerned about the residential uses.  Since the property they live on is zoned M-1, the County is not converting a use.  

Rio Tinto is not developing the property; it is selling it.  Forty-nine acres of the property are residential, and are already under contract.  The County is meeting with that developer next week.  Rio Tinto is also looking at bids from other developers, and is considering setting up a large industrial park, similar to the Freeport West Park in West Valley City. The uses of RDA funds in this project area will be very limited.  The County is looking at potential uses for such things as public amenities, i.e. a trail along the river canal that would tie into the County’s master trail system.  It might also look at doing rebates for some needed infrastructure. If developers pay impact fees to Magna Water and Sewer up front, it will enable the district to make infrastructure improvements right away and save residents costs in the future.  Most importantly, the RDA funds would go to a specific property owner for a specific development.   This CDA is a way to grow the Magna tax base, so the County is looking for long-term, stable growth. 

Since this is a CDA, there is no budget.  If the CDA is created, the County will start meeting with each of the individual taxing entities about their participation rates.  Then, there is a 30-day protest period, after which she will come back to the Council to brief it on the progress.  

	Director Bradley asked if the County was going to require a certain percentage of the development be affordable housing.

	Ms. Weyher stated this may be one of the few instances where the County should not require affordable housing.  Magna has a surfeit of affordable housing.  In the fourth quarter of 2015, the average home price in Magna was $155,000, yet the countywide average was $324,000.

	Director Jensen stated the Board of Directors can make a final decision on the CDA in about 30 days after the public protest period and when it has more specifics.  

	Director DeBry, seconded by Director Snelgrove, moved to open the public hearing.  The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Directors present voted “Aye.”

	Mr. Jeff Stephenson, Rio Tinto, stated Rio Tinto is in favor of the CDA being created today, and thanked the County for its efforts.

	Director DeBry, seconded by Director Snelgrove, moved to close the public hearing.  The motion passed unanimously, showing that all Directors present voted “Aye.”

A RESOLUTION OF THE REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY OF SALT LAKE COUNTY ADOPTING THE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT AREA PLAN FOR THE MAGNA COMMERCE PARK 

	WHEREAS, Title 17C of the Utah Code, entitled the Utah Community Development and Urban Renewal Agencies Act (the “Act”), was enacted to encourage economic growth, create jobs, eliminate blight and redevelop areas within local jurisdictions; and 

	WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the Redevelopment Agency of Salt Lake County authorized the preparation of a community development project area plan for the Magna Commerce Park Project Area in accordance with Section 17C-4-101 of the Act; and 

	WHEREAS, the draft Magna Commerce Park Community Development Project Area Plan (the “Draft Project Area Plan”) was completed and has been available for public review and comment beginning on April 22, 2016 in accordance with Section 17C-4-102 of the Act; and   

	WHEREAS, all public notices required by Section 17C-4-401 of the Act have been provided in accordance with section 17C-4-402 of the Act; and 

	WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the Redevelopment Agency of Salt Lake County held a public hearing to allow for public comment on the draft Project Area Plan; including whether the Draft Project Area Plan should be revised, approved, or rejected; and 

	WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the Redevelopment Agency received all written and heard all oral objections to the Draft Project Area Plan and considered whether to revise, approve, or reject the Draft Project Area Plan.  

	NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Redevelopment Agency of Salt Lake County as follows:

	1.	The Board of Directors of the Redevelopment Agency of Salt Lake County approves and adopts the Magna Commerce Park Community Development Project Area Plan (the “Plan”), attached hereto as EXHIBIT A and incorporated herein by this reference, for the Magna Commerce Park Project Area, which area is described by the legal description provided in the Plan.

	2.	The Board of Directors of the Redevelopment Agency of Salt Lake County finds the Plan (a) satisfies the public purpose of providing community development opportunities, (b) enhances public infrastructure, (c) provides a public benefit as identified in the Plan, (d) is feasible and economically sound, (e) conforms to the community’s general plan, and (f) promotes the public peace, health, safety and welfare of the Magna Township of Salt Lake County.
