Items of business to address:
Minutes
The minutes of the June 2016 board meeting were presented to the board for their review and approval.  A motion was made by Mike Kohler to approve the minutes of the June 2016 board meeting as printed.  The motion was seconded by Danny Goode and the motion passed all in favor.
Warrants
The warrant listing was presented to the board for their review and approval.  A motion was made by Steve Farrell to approve the warrants as presented.  The motion was seconded by Danny Goode and the motion passed all in favor.
Fire Chief Report
Chief Giles stated that they have a 2007 and 2005 vehicle that they are thinking of putting up for sale.  These were the trucks that Jerry and Clint drove.  He stated that one is a Chevy and one is a Dodge.  He was planning on parking them at the Heber station with a for sale sign on them.  The red truck has 110,000 miles and the maroon one has over 100,000 miles.  They will also notice them in the Wave.  
Chairman McPhie directed Chief Giles to get the sealed bids.
Chief Giles stated that the current fire is mainly on forest property and some is on private.  It is near the red ledges and by the dam.  They have classified it as a Type 3.  There is a cabin about ¾ mile away and people are running cattle on the property.  They do have a line around it but are letting it burn.
Greg McPhie stated that it is about 50 to 60 acres at this time and the forest service is taking financial responsibility.
Chief Giles stated that they have asked for a tanker for tomorrow.  They are suspecting lightening as the cause at this time.  He stated that it is very dry now right now and the fire danger is extreme right now.
Mike Kohler stated that he felt that there should be some renegotiation regarding the fire station on the Roney property.
Steve Farrell asked about impact money.
Chief Giles stated that where they are headed with Fire and ES they will need $100,000 to 125,000 to get the Midway station up and running.  It is just a shell right now and there is some impact money to do this.
Greg McPhie stated that at the next meeting they will have the Roney property on the agenda and look at the balance left from impact fees.
Chief Giles asked that Troy and Clint be excused.  He is on the fire in Current Creek and Clint is off with a new baby.
Other
Danny Goode stated that they need to have a discussion about bringing emergency services into the fire service or fire into the county.
Greg McPhie stated that to bring fire and EMS under the county when they are already their own entity is not a good idea.  He also stated that Clair Provost and Mike Davis here when this is addressed.  He will get with them and Chief Giles to address this first.
Mike Kosakawski asked if the public hearing was for a federal grant.
Steve Farrell state that it was a CIB grant.
With no other business to address a motion was made by adjourn the meeting.  The motion was seconded by Kipp Bangerter and the motion passed all in favor.
