1.  OPEN MEETING – Mayor Jaren Hancock called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

3.  SHERIFFS DEPARTMENT UPDATE
[bookmark: _GoBack]Sargeant Josh Chappell from Utah County Sheriff’s Department was there in place of Officer Nate Harris.  They discussed setting up a speed trailer in Fairfield.  

Mayor Hancock asked him why they don’t get monthly activity reports anymore.   He said they were helpful because they could check them against the dispatch record for errors.  Sergeant Chappell said he would check on it.

Mayor Hancock asked Sergeant Chappell about reported increase in drug activity in Fairfield.  Sergeant Chappell said they have seen a rise in drugs in Cedar Valley and also a rise in crimes such as robbery, personal assault etc. which are usually tied to someone supporting a drug habit.  He said the increase is about normal with the rest of the state.  He said a lot of it is at the Five Mile Pass area.  He encouraged everyone to report anything out of the ordinary.  

4.  FIRE DEPARTMENT UPDATE
Mayor Hancock also asked Sergeant Chappell about the fire at the dump.  He said the owner, Rob Richards, used his bulldozer to put it out.  Darwin Bundy said that some of those fires smolder underground for years.  Mayor Hancock said he would ask the Mr. Richards about it.

Mathew Chase reported that the new fire recruiting academy will be starting in August.  He said they are expecting 7-9 people to participate.   He said the fire department has passed 3 big hurdles toward licensure for the Fast Response Plan.  They are also getting ready to submit their Emergency Disaster Response Plans. 

 Councilman Gurney said that Lantis will provide free training for pyrotechnics for any of the firefighters. Mathew said that 99% of their people have full time jobs but he would pass the information along.

5.  PLANNING & ZONING
Mayor Hancock said he had nothing on P&Z.  Councilman Gurney said he had a couple of items. He said first, that Daymon Stephens (P&Z member) told him that Mayor Hancock called him and said he was going to release him and Pete Savage from P&Z.  The Mayor said that eventually he was going to release them.  Councilman Gurney told the Mayor that he didn’t have the authority to do that.   The Mayor said he was going to recommend that the Council release them.  Councilman Gurney said if he releases those guys now it will totally shut P&Z down.  The Mayor said he hadn’t made up his mind on a time line yet.  Councilman Gurney said P&Z wasn’t doing anything right now because they think they are going to be fired or quit.  The Mayor said he had talked to Daymon (Stephen s) and Daymon had several points to make about the Committee but the Mayor didn’t want to get in to it at this time.

Councilman Thomas asked what the purpose was of releasing them.  The Mayor said it was on the recommendation of the chairman. He said the feeling he got was that people were getting burnt out.  He said he talked to K.C. at length about it even before he became Mayor.   Councilman Gurney asked if K.C. was quitting.  The Mayor said yes.  

Councilman Thomas asked if Daymon wanted to be released.  Councilman Gurney said no.  Councilman Thomas started to say something and Mayor Hancock said he thought the discussion was moot because no decision had been made and that he had just put them on notice that it was a possibility.  

Councilman Gurney said that putting them on notice had shut them down completely.  The Mayor said that is not what Daymon had told him and that they wouldn’t talk about it right now. Councilman Gurney asked when they would talk about it. He said that is what Town Council meetings are for.   Councilman Thomas said when you tell a guy you are we are probably firing him... Mayor Hancock said he never said anything like that.  More discussion followed.  

Council Gurney said they have to follow the law and the Town Ordinances.  Councilman Panek said his fear is that if the P&Z chair is leaving and we excuse 1 or 2 of the people and then we have some novice people who are not trained.  Council Gurney voiced his concern and wanted more discussion on the subject.  Mayor Hancock said he had told them several times that nothing was happening right now and he wanted to move on.

Councilman Gurney had one more question.  He asked the Mayor if he told Daymon the reason he was thinking of releasing him was because when they (Daymon and Brad) have family home evening they talk about town stuff.  Mayor Hancock said he didn’t and he said he didn’t even know what Councilman Gurney was talking about.  

6.  OATHS OF OFFICE
Mayor Hancock said they would move on to swearing in a new member with the Councils’ approval.  He apologized to Darwin Bundy and said that because Chyanne wasn’t there that wouldn’t happen.  He said Chyanne had told him that Darwin had told her that he really wasn’t interested in doing it.  He continued by saying that he had asked both Darwin Bundy and Lynn Gillies and had both had given a positive response and that’s why they were proceeding with it. 

Darwin said that he had already served his time for the town and he was really busy, but, because he had told the Mayor he would do it, he said he would honor his commitment.   Mayor Hancock said since nothing is going to happen tonight the town had noted his feelings on it.  Darwin Bundy said he will help the Town out.

Councilman Thomas asked what the process was to appoint someone.  He wanted to know who appoints them.  Mayor Hancock said he believed the Council does.  Councilman Thomas asked if they were appointing him that night.  Mayor Hancock said they were going to appoint him for membership. Councilman Thomas said it wasn’t anything personal against anyone but this was the first he had heard of any of it. Mayor Hancock said it was all under the recommendation of the chairman, not him. 
 Councilman Gurney accused the Mayor of instigating the recommendations.  Mayor Hancock told Councilman Gurney that he didn’t know that. 

Councilman Thomas said he was fine with the chairman giving recommendations but he said there needs to be some discussion among the Council about it.  Councilman Thomas said he was just finding out that they were releasing one guy and appointing someone else and he hadn’t been a part of any of it.  Councilman Gurney asked who they were releasing in P&Z.  

Darwin said he was seeing a lot of contention and he said if anyone doubted his credentials he would go home.   Councilman Thomas said he had no problem with Darwin being on P&Z.  Councilman Gurney said it was a matter of following their ordinances.   He asked the Mayor if he pulled the ordinance and read it.  Mayor Hancock said no.  Councilman Gurney asked why not.  The Mayor said he would talk to him about it.  

Councilman Thomas said this was critical knowledge and it should have been discussed.  He said a decision was made and he said he knew nothing about it.  He continued by saying that he thought the council should have discussed the matter before they talked to either Daymon or Darwin.  Mayor Hancock said he didn’t have to explain to anyone if he asked someone if they would be interested in serving in a capacity.  Councilman Gurney said it’s not a problem with asking but it is a problem when you say you are going to and don’t bring it to the Council for their input.  The Mayor said he agreed.

Mayor Hancock said he didn’t initiate the conversation with Daymon. Councilman Gurney asked him if he told Daymon he was going to release him.  The Mayor said he did not.  He said he told Daymon it was being considered due to the work load they had.  Councilman Gurney said that was not… and the Mayor said that he could believe whatever he wanted from Daymon. 

 Councilman Gurney asked who Mayor Hancock was replacing. Mayor Hancock said no one.  Councilman Gurney said they had to release someone before they can swear someone else in.  He said they can only have 5 people on the council.  He said they can’t have 6 and it’s the law. Councilman Gurney said Mayor Hancock wasn’t just talking, he was going to… and he pointed to Agenda Item #6 Oaths of Office and asked the Mayor what that was.  The Mayor did not answer.  Councilman Thomas asked the Mayor if he was planning on swearing Darwin in at this meeting.  He didn’t answer.  

Councilman Gurney asked the Mayor if Chyanne would have been there, would he have sworn someone in.  The Mayor said indicated that he probably would.  Then Councilman Gurney asked him who he was going to replace.  The Mayor said he didn’t know.  He said he was leaving that up to the chairman.  Councilman Gurney told him he couldn’t leave that up to the chairman.  Mayor Hancock wanted to move on and Councilman Gurney said they couldn’t until they decided what they were going to do with Planning & Zoning.   Mayor Hancock said they weren’t going to do anything. 

 Councilman Thomas asked him if he was going to put Darwin in at next month’s meeting.  The Mayor said no. He continued by stating that any future prospective members would be brought before the Council for consideration.  Councilman Gurney and Councilman Thomas said that’s all they ask.  
Councilman Panek said that for the record he wanted the Council to name the 5 members of P&Z.  There was K.C. (Morris), Daymon (Stephens), Joel (McKinney), Pete (Savage) and Dave Riet.   

Councilman Gurney then made the recommendation to release Dave REIT because he has not been there.   Councilman Thomas asked if that was the legal process and Councilman Gurney said it was and that was all he was asking was for them to follow the law. 
 
Councilman Mayor Hancock made a recommendation to release Dave Riet from P&Z. Councilman Thomas asked if they needed to let Dave know before they released him.  Councilman Gurney said no because Dave has been absent for 1 ½ years.  He said if they release Daymon then they would go through the process.  Councilman Gurney seconded it. Recommendation passed unanimously.

Pete asked what’s been done to replace the current chairman that wants to resign.  Mayor Hancock said nothing had been done.  Pete said it has been 2 1/2 months and the Mayor has done nothing.  The Mayor said he had some offers. He said he already had an offer from a current committeeman to be chairman. Pete asked why he hadn’t acted on it.  The Mayor said the person wanted to be paid.  Councilman Gurney said that P&Z picks their own chairman.  He said that as long as there are 3 committeemen, they can choose a new chairman.  He said he wanted to be sure that the Mayor understood that it’s not the Mayor’s job to pick the chairman.

Pete asked if K.C. had tendered his resignation.  Mayor Hancock said he hadn’t seen anything in writing.  Pete said K.C. announced in P&Z that he had talked to Mayor Hancock and was resigning.  Councilman Panek said that he understood that K.C. hadn’t given them a date for his resignation.  Pete again asked the Mayor why he hadn’t released him. Mayor Hancock said he has found no one to replace him.  Mayor Hancock said it was called a shallow gene pool. The Mayor said he had found no one and he had talked to a lot of people.  Councilman Gurney interjected saying that, back to the law, it is not the Councils’ job to choose a chairman.  The P&Z people pick their own chairman. Councilman Gurney said he wanted to make that clear to the Mayor.  

Pete asked if Darwin was still in.  Mayor Hancock said no. He said Darwin had withdrawn his name. Councilman Gurney asked Darwin if he had withdrawn his name.  Darwin said no.  He said he told the Mayor he would do it and that he will honor that commitment.  He said he thought they should move on and get some things done.

Councilman Thomas reiterated that they now have a vacancy on P&Z and the Council has to fill that vacancy and then P&Z chooses their chairman.  

The Council discussed more on K.C.’s resignation and filling the 2 spots available.  Pete said you can’t have one foot in and one foot out.  He said he thought Darwin would be an asset to the Committee.  

Councilman Gurney made a recommendation to approve Darwin Bundy to be on P&Z.  Councilman Panek seconded it.  Vote was unanimous.  

7. BANK ACCOUNTS
Councilman Gurney said that Councilman McKinney had been looking into some type of interest bearing bank account.  The Council discussed putting the Town’s money in a 5 yr. CD, treasury bonds, etc.  Mayor Hancock suggested they wait until the bids come back on the water project.  Councilman Gurney said they wouldn’t have to come up with the money until later.

David Hansen reported that they had received $87,600.99 from the garbage dump for the first quarter of this year.  He said that is $30,000.00 over what they had budgeted for.  

8.  SECONDARY WATER UPDATE
Mayor Hancock said they need everyone’s support for this.  He said after the election is out of the way, they can get the well drilled and hopefully get the tank in.

9.  Public Comment
There was none.

10.  APPROVE MINUTES FOR JUNE 9, 2016 WORK SESSION & REGULAR MEETING
Councilman Gurney made a motion to approve the June9, 2016 work meeting minutes and if they find the typo they fix it. Councilman Thomas seconded it. Motion passed unanimously.

11.  APPROVE MINUTES FOR JUNE 28, 2016 WORK SESSION MEETING
Councilman Gurney made a motion to approve June 28, 2016 work session meeting minutes with any spelling corrections they might find later.  Councilman Panek seconded it.  Motion passed unanimously.

12.  DISCUSS ROAD SIGNS
Councilman Panek said he had sent in a picture of their school house for their road signs and he was waiting to receive a proof back.

Peter Lawrence asked if they could get a dead end sign for the road there by Haslem. Councilman Panek said yes, they could do that.   

Councilman Panek reported that the State will start on a new road next spring from Fairfield to the Five Mile Pass.  He also said he is still waiting approval on the landfill signs directing people to the landfill.  

13.  APPROVE WATER DEDICATION ORDINANCE
Councilman Thomas said he had Jim Riley write up a Water Transfer Agreement that will give people something to follow when they want to transfer water into the Town.  He said if people want to build a home, they have to give one and one quarter acre feet of water to the Town.  He said once it is transferred, it is the Town’s water.

They discussed Tyree Pulham’s water line.  They discussed not issuing an occupancy permit until he has complied with the repairs he agreed to do and they are satisfactory to the Town.    

Pete asked if the transfer of water put the responsibility of getting water to a house on the Town. Councilman Thomas said no.  He said the Town is thinking if someone builds within 1000 ft. of the Towns system, it is on the party who is building.  He said they still don’t know what to do beyond that.  He said they still don’t know how to stop people from drilling wells.

Councilman Thomas said there were 3 comments made by the lawyer on the ordinance. Councilman Gurney said he thought the comments were probably made by Larry Jenkins.  He said Chyanne had sent it to him for his review. Mayor Hancock said they should find out who wrote the comments. 

Councilman Thomas said he felt comfortable with what Jim Riley wrote. Councilman Gurney said there were three things they could do, approve as written by Jim Riley, approve with comments or send it back and work out the details.  Councilman Thomas said the comments aren’t going to hurt the Town.  

Councilman Gurney made a motion to approve the Water Dedication Agreement with comments.  Councilman Thomas seconded it.  Motion passed unanimously.

Councilman Thomas said Chad Ault and Tyree Pulham are waiting to start this process.  He said it might be a good idea to have the first few go through Jim.  Councilman Gurney said maybe they should wait until after the election to start the process.  

14. FRIENDS OF CAMP FLOYD
Councilman Gurney gave a presentation on artifacts he has acquired for the Pony Express Museum.  He said it is easier to get money from for the Pony Express than it is for Camp Floyd.  He said they are working towards getting a council hall and museum.  He said they just acquired 7 acres and 10 shares of irrigation water for the project.  

Councilman Gurney said the trailer is a liability to the town because it is not handicap accessible.  He said the more money they have, the more vulnerable the town is.  

15.  OLD BUSINESS
Councilman Panek said the radar-solar signs they had talked about are $2500.00-$2800.00 each. 

 The Council discussed a date and time for the Town dinner.  Councilman Gurney suggested September 10th.  Councilman Panek asked if they wanted to keep the current menu.  Everyone agreed.     He also said he would like to buy some warming plates to keep the meat warm.

16. NEW BUSINESS
Councilman Thomas said Lehi City had a company approach them and wanted them to buy 10 mega watts of power from them.  They said they were putting up solar farm in Fairfield on the old dump site.  He said it would be about 60 acres.  He said it might be a potential source of income.  The name of the company was Western International Energy.

17. ADJOURN
Mayor Hancock made a motion to adjourn.  Councilman Panek seconded it.  Meeting adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
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
