Commission Chair Will Talbot opened the meeting
Commissioner Blackwell offered the opening prayer.
Gary Beck with Sevier Valley Hospital was present.  He thanked the commission for allowing him some time to give an update on what is happening at Sevier Valley.  He recognized Priscilla Morgan as a board member.  He mentioned when any strategic planning is discussed Piute County and Wayne County are involved in the discussion.  He is aware we set between three major hospitals and that we do have choices.  He feels Richfield has come a long way.  They have lost a few doctors in the family practice base.  As of September, they will have three orthopedic surgeons.  Two general surgeons as well as an ear nose and throat specialist.  Later in the year, they will also be gaining a woman ob-gyn.  A couple of weeks ago they had a ground breaking for a new women/s service.  They will also be expanding the emergency side.  They have been offering dialysis services as well.  He stated one of the challenges is when you have a small population there are certain services that they do not have the support for.    He does not want to get into a campaign of fighting against each other with Panguitch or Cedar.  He asked if the commission had any questions.  The commission mentioned how our EMS works under the direction of Dr. Brown from Richfield.  Commissioner Bushman mentioned he had delivered to the emergency room for several years and is excited to hear about their emergency expansion.  Commissioner Bushman feels that through emergency services we have a great working relationship with Sevier Valley.  
Forest with Workforce Services was present, along with Dave.  He thought the meeting on June 30th with Lt. Gov. Cox went well.  He would like to go over the grant on Inter-governmental poverty for Piute County.  Dave went over this grant with the commission.  He walked through the timeline and mentioned that dates would change a little bit.  If interested in moving forward he would like a few key people identified to bring together and go through the steps.   Dave also wanted to discuss the document entitled the 5 and 10-year highlights.  He also wanted the commissioners aware of some organizations that the grant calls for specifically.  In the packet on page 2 Item 3, these organizations are mentioned.  Some of them are early childhood development, K-12, juvenile.  Commissioner Blackwell thinks we need to get the school district involved and see if they want to carry on with this.  Commissioner Talbot agreed.  The commission thinks the school should take the lead on this not necessarily the commission.  Forest also mentioned when preparing for the grant if additional data is needed please let him know.  Commissioner Blackwell mentioned how Piute County does not have a grant writer.  He asked if WFS does.  They said they can definitely assist in putting one together.    Commissioner Bushman commented on how everyone is always requesting a plan from the commission.  He informed them that we do not have planners and grant writers on our payroll.  Collaboration with some of the other smaller counties is always an option.  

Britton and Becky with the Utah State Library were present concerning the Bookmobile Contract.  They passed out some information concerning bookmobile status.  Britton Lund went over the numbers with the commission.  Downloadables are very popular here in Piute County.  They do not have access without the library card.  Staff can get almost anything a patron wants within a little bit of time.  824 audiobooks just in the last 4 months have been purchased and downloaded.  The budget for FY17 is $14,000.  People are now getting use to the new schedule.  Becky feels visitation has been up.  Schools alone keep her very busy. Bilingual board books are also available for the Spanish-speaking individuals.   Commissioner Bushman raised his concerns.  He felt like in his calculations it would have been like $9 going off her last year numbers.  With the circulation numbers, she presented this time it would be only like $2.  Downloadables are not included.  Large print program for elderly is also available.  Premium databases are provided by the state for the smaller counties who cannot afford the cost of the databases.  Becky educates people that come through the door on what their library card can do.  Commissioner Blackwell thinks it is a great service.  Commissioner Bushman would like a yearly usage tracking.
MOTION:	Commissioner Rick Blackwell made the motion to approve the signing of the bookmobile contract. Commissioner Darin Bushman seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION

The Centrally Assessed Property Amended Resolution # 2016-0701-05 was discussed.  It was done via emergency resolution on 7/1/16.  Kali has everything put together.
Travis Kennedy will be checking on the John Deere Lease Renewal for the backhoe.  Dillon thought the price would go up some but not sure.  He will be getting back with Travis.  Travis also talked about the Butch Cassidy renovation project.  They are still working on the gravel pit in Circleville.  Travis then asked Commissioner Talbot who is putting the pipeline on the mountain.  Commissioner Talbot said the State of Utah.  Travis said they have put it right in their bar ditches, and it has made it hard for them to grade.  Commissioner Bushman said that ultimately it is the forest service.  They will be contacting Jason with the forest service concerning this.  
Commissioner Bushman presented a list of possible items for a surplus sale.  Minimum bids were set for all items.  
MOTION:	Commissioner Rick Blackwell made the motion to put 4 items on the Surplus sale.   Using the minimum bids set by the commission. Commissioner Darin Bushman seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION 
Kristi Fautin was there for the EMS.  She went over three issues of bad debt with the commission.
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to approve sending the first concern of bad debt of $2086.20 to collections.  The second issue consisting of $382.33, Kristi, the EMS director, will try contacting, and the third one consisting of $1961.90, the County Attorney Scott Burns will be sending out a letter asking them to pay.  Commissioner Rick Blackwell seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
Commissioner Bushman wanted the other commissioners aware of the match requirement on the Tourism Grant.  It is a 3 to 1 match for Piute County, up to $40,000.  Commissioner Bushman put the grant together and on Monday the 18th he will do the oral interview.  $10,000 of our TRT money will be used to match.  He put in money for booth spaces, also money for a new booth.  $10,000 for video production.  Money for a new Piute County brochure, and digital advertisement.



Emery Pololema, with six counties, will be retiring.  Commissioner Bushman felt like with as much help as Emery given Piute County with CIB projects the commission should consider a retirement gift. 
MOTION:	Commissioner Darin Bushman made the motion to spend around $150 for a retirement gift for Emery Pololema  Commissioner Rick Blackwell seconded the motion.
UNANIMOUS MOTION
Trent Wilde was present for USU.  He went over the general pesticide permit that is due in October.  It is a 5 year permit.  He gave the commission a quick rundown of what this permit covers.  April 26, 2012 was the last time Piute County applied for this permit.  The filled out application needs to be returned by August 1.  It includes both weed and mosquito pesticides.
The Piute County Board of Canvassers met to review the Primary election results.  Clerk Kali Gleave explained that there were 32 absentee ballots and 8 curb side and paper ballots included.  No provisional ballots.
They reviewed the paper reports from the voting machines and the absentee ballot report.  The total votes cast remained the same as the votes on June 28th.  There was a 31% turnout.  
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Those in attendance signed the certificate of election results, and the certificate will be forwarded to the Lt. Governor’s office.
Commissioner Rick Blackwell made a motion to adjourn to executive session to discuss USU employment promotion.
MOTION:	Commissioner Rick Blackwell made the motion to adjourn to an executive session. Commissioner Darin Bushman seconded the motion.

Returned from executive session.  County Attorney Scott Burns recapped the issue discussed.  The commission will be taking no action on the increase of USU employment at this time.  During the budget process, they will look into it further.

Commissioner Bushman now went over his departmental reports on meetings that he had attended.  Concerning the Aspen Regeneration Complaint. Commissioner Bushman talked with Tony Rampton.  He will be putting someone on this issue.  Commissioner Bushman also discussed what Piute County is looking for on their road closure resolution.  Mr. Rampton will also be looking into this.  
Commissioner Bushman also mentioned Utah Arts with Clive Romney and the story road apps that they have put together.  They are requesting $35,000 from counties involved.  Commissioner Bushman said this would not be doable for Piute County, and talked to Mike Noel on the subject.
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
