Council Member Justice moved to appoint Council Member Ronny Bloomer Mayor Pro Tempore. The motion was seconded by Council Member Fox. The motion carried with Council Member Fox, Justice and Nielson voting aye in a roll call vote with Council Member Mead absent from the vote.
1. CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL, WELCOME & PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Pro Tempore Bloomer called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. and welcomed everyone.

The roll call noted the following:


Present: Council Member Justice, Council Member Nielson, Council Member Fox. Council Member Mead arrived at 7:25 pm.

Absent: Mayor Trent Jackson
Council Member Nielson led the Pledge of Allegiance.
CONSENT AGENDA

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES DATED JUNE 9, 2016
3. BOARD OF EQUALIZATION REQUESTS
There was no board of equalization requests.
Council Member Justice moved to approve the consent agenda. The motion was seconded by Council Member Fox. The motion carried with Council Member Fox, Nielson, and Justice voting aye in a roll call vote with Council Member Mead absent from the vote.
GENERAL BUSINESS / DISCUSSION ITEMS 
4. ITEMS PULLED FROM THE CONSENT AGENDA
There were no items pulled from the consent agenda.

5. DANNY VAN WAGONER CANDIDATE FOR COUNTY COMMISSIONER
Danny Van Wagner addressed the council announcing that he is running for County Commissioner and that he is currently the Mayor of Castle Dale. He gave a description of his history of being raised in Emery County and how he plans on promoting tourism and bringing new jobs to the county. He explained that he is running as a democrat and asked if the council had any questions for him. Council Member Nielson asked Danny Van Wagoner how he feels about cutting back on spending for the County programs that he thinks are a waste of money. Danny Van Wagoner agrees that there is a need for cut backs on spending and noted that the Emery County Sherriff’s office is currently 6 people short due to improper funding. Council Member Fox asked Danny what he thinks about the situation of the EMS and the ambulance funding due to no mineral lease money coming in to fund them. Danny agreed they need to form a district for the EMT’s and that they should have formed one a long time ago. Danny Van Wagoner noted he would have to turn in his resignation as Mayor if he won the County Commissioner election. Mayor Pro Tempore Bloomer asked if anyone else has any other question. There were none.
6. DISCUSSION AND CONSIDERATION TO DONATE TO RELAY FOR LIFE- MANDIE BENNETT 
Mandie Bennett addressed the city council with a request for a donation of $100.00 to The Relay for Life.
Council Member Justice moved to approve the donation of $100.00 to Relay for Life. The motion was seconded by Council Member Nielson. The motion carried with Council Member Fox, Nielson, and Justice voting aye in a roll call vote with Council Member Mead absent from the vote.
7. DISCUSSION AND CONSIDERATION TO EVALUATE THE AGREEMENT WITH THE PROSECUTING ATTORNEY – BRENT LANGSTON
Brent Langston addressed the council with a proposal to be on retainer for Ferron City in exchange for a senior couples golf pass for him and his wife. He thought we had a written agreement but neither him or the city can find one. The City has been currently paying him $100.00 per month and a golf pass. He would agree to not charge the $100.00 per month and just have the golf pass to be on retainer for the city. The Council discussed it and asked Brent Langston to write up an agreement with the city for the City Council to vote on in the next council meeting. Council Member Fox read the minutes that were found from 8-24-06 when it was originally voted on. Mr. Langston noted that he would not charge any additional fees for legal cases unless it became a lot more work then he was anticipating. 
Council Member Nielson moved to make an agreement with Brent Langston as Ferron City’s Prosecuting Attorney to vote on in the next City Council meeting. The motion was seconded by Council Member Fox. The motion carried with Council Member Fox, Nielson, and Justice voting aye in a roll call vote with Council Member Mead absent from the vote.
8. DISCUSSION AND CONSIDERATION TO EVALUATE THE TEMPORARY CITY  WORKER
Rick Price has been the temporary city worker and now that Ryan Winn is downtown working it was discussed how long we could keep Rick on as an employee. Council Member Justice suggested keeping him on until Peach Day’s to help with preparation.
Council Member Mead arrived at 7:25 pm.

Council Member Fox moved to keep Rick Price as a temporary city worker until Peach Day’s. The motion was seconded by Council Member Justice. The motion carried with Council Member Fox, Nielson, Mead, and Justice voting aye in a roll call vote.
9. PEACHDAYS DISCUSSION
Council Member Mead had nothing to report.
Council Member Justice reported that she would like to find a dunk tank to add to fun day. She would contact Pepsi to see if we can get the trailer and some pop ordered. Council Member Bloomer noted that Pepsi has always been good to donate to the city. 
Mayor Pro Tempore Bloomer reported he received a call from Richard Burry. Richard Burry and his son will be gone for Peach Day’s and will not be able to help with the Demolition Derby. He also reported that he ran into Vicky and Chuck Larson who help with The Field of Flags and there will also be a Vietnam Veterans Appreciation Ceremony held during The Field of Flags. 

Council Member Fox discussed making signs for the sponsors to hang in the arena. He also reported that he has had complaints on having to pay to just go to the vender booths. 
Council Member Neilson reported he has talked to Lynette Withers about the Soap Box Derby and she wont be in town but they will work with him to get it set up and will let him use the soapbox derby cars. He would like to eliminate 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place and just give out a gift certificate for participating. He has read the rules and wants to make sure it said the soapbox cars have to have four wheels. He is also working on finding someone to help with the Dessert contest and the Sidewalk Picasso. 
Kathy Jenkins reported on the car show for Peach Days. They plan on parking the cars by the Fire Station parking lot as long as they don’t park in front of fire station so that they can still get the fire trucks out if they have to. It was suggested to get some extra barricades to block off the road.  
The Horse Races and Calcutta were discussed. It was suggested to contact Phil J Funk about the horse races and to find out when the draw is. It was also discussed that we should not pay out for a horse race unless there are at least four horses per race.  
RESOLUTIONS
10. RESOLUTION 2016-6 A RESOLUTION ADJUSTING THE BUDGETS FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2015-16  
The Recorder noted that this is the final numbers for the end of the 2015-16 fiscal budget. It was discussed that the Golf Course budget came out with a loss less then what was budgeted or expected.

Council Member Justice moved to adopt Resolution 2016-6. The motion was seconded by Council Member Fox. The motion carried with Council Member Nielson, Fox, Bloomer, Justice and Mead voting aye in a roll call vote.
REPORTS
11. MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORTS

Council Member Nielson reported that he helped remove a tree that was blocking the view of traffic on 285 North State Street. The home owner asked for some flower pots to replace the tree next spring. 
Council Member Fox reported that there was not a Public Lands meeting this month. He noted that the cemetery looks nice but was cut a little too short.

Council Member Justice had nothing to report.
Council Member Mead reported that he did get an enclosed trailer for the fire department to store the fireworks for Peach Days. 

Council Member Bloomer reported on the stock show. He noted that the city had to upgrade the electrical and get it up to code. All the electrical panels needed to be locked and the light bulbs needed replaced. The Stock show has always been a good experience for the youth and is a great addition to the city. 
12. MAINTENANCE AND GOLF COURSE REPORTS

Sid Swasey reported on the dumpsters at the fairgrounds and the condition of the bathrooms. He also reported that a playground toy and a toilet were broken and needs to be repaired. 
13. CODE ENFORCERS REPORT

Kathy Jenkins has talked to Bud Homes and has been helping him clean up his property. She suggested offering help to people instead of fines and making enemies. The motel was discussed and getting the weeds sprayed at the city shop on State Street. 
Desiree Leiva reported that the Total Insanity ATV sign has not been taken down yet. She also reported that Sherry Ford still has not removed the yard sale pile in her yard as she said she would. It was suggested for her to stay active on the complaints.
