
     SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH

HELD WEDNESDAY, JULY 20, 2016
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of Central Valley Town was held on Wednesday, the 20th of July, 2016 at the Central Valley Community Center, 50 West Center, Central Valley, Utah at the hour of 7:30 p.m. after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended.

1. Pledge of Allegiance. Opening Remarks were given by Gary Barney. Meeting called to order and roll call. Mayor Peterson welcomed those in attendance at the meeting. 
2. Approval of minutes of previous meeting. The minutes of the June 15th Town Council meeting were presented for approval. All members had reviewed the minutes. Mayor Peterson asked for a discussion of the minutes. The minutes were approved upon the motion of Bryan Brown and seconded by Charles Evans. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.
3. Comments from residents. Wilma Ames asked if the current road project had considered a curb ramp for ADA access at the intersection in the center of town. Mayor Peterson said that there were no ADA curbs in the current road project.

4. July 4th Celebration. Comments and suggestions for next year.

Mayor Peterson asked that Gary Barney and Shelley Brown provide an update on the July 4th celebration. Gary said that the celebration was a success and thanked those that cooked, set up and cleaned up afterwards. He suggested that we consider providing some activities for teenagers. We have had a water slide in the past. In the area that we use there is not enough room to have them set up. They would have to be at the ball field. That would spread us out quite a bit. Renting a bounce house would cost $300 to $500. Mayor Peterson stated that the water slide that was used in the past was donated. Shelley suggested that we do relay races for teenagers. A greased pole has been used in the past and was suggested. A greased pole will not be considered since we would have to dig a hole in the church lawn or locate it on the ball field. A balloon toss and arm wrestling was also suggested. Gary said that in the future we should not send letters to the church high priests or elders asking for help for the celebration. After considering the costs and ticket sales for the celebration the cost to the town was $165. There were about 425 that attended the celebration. It was suggested that we cook more hot dogs next year since we ran out of those. We could purchase less hamburger patties. Next year the fourth is mid-week and should be better attended. Bryan Brown said there were some issues with the races for the younger age groups. We should provide detailed instructions to the race official.
5. Street Improvement Project. Approve payments for Staker Parson ($116,202.48) and Jones & DeMille ($27,583.14).

David Nielson reported that Staker Parson is laying GEO grid on Central Boulevard and cement treating the west side of North Main Street. They should complete the cement treatment by Friday. They requested a contract change for a portion of the intersection. We approved that instead of cement treatment on a small portion of the intersection that they excavate 18 inches and replace with granular material. Our Jones and DeMille inspector assured us that the structure strength would be the same. Staker Parson requested the change so they could continue to use the intersection portion to haul road material. There are some irrigation water issues on North Main Street. They have been watering 200 South since it is being used as an alternative route through town. Our inspector has said that the job is going well. Staker Parson plans to start laying asphalt on August 8th. Mayor Peterson stated that we need to approve payments for road work for Staker Parson in the amount of $116,202.48 and for Jones and DeMille Engineering in the amount of $27,583.14. Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the two payments. David Nielson seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The CIB has already transferred these funds to our checking account so these payments can now be made.
6. Sevier River Road speed limit.

David Nielson stated that he was approached by Ray Jones a resident on Sevier River Road about the speed limit. The radar speed sign has helped to limit those speeding on the Sevier River Road. The town plans to keep the speed limit for the Sevier River Road at 35 MPH. Wilma Ames stated that state law (6a 601) requires that class C roads such that are found in a municipality are required to have a 25 MPH speed limit. She said that the speed limit for all streets in Central Valley should be 25 MPH and that the 35 MPH speed limit signs are illegal. Robyn Ames said that people are speeding up to 50 MPH as they leave town as well. Wilma said that our roads should be 25 MPH unless they are owned by the state or the county. Mayor Peterson stated that he would look into the speed limit issue. Bryan Brown suggested that a flashing speed limit sign may help. 

7. Approve purchase of UDOT surplus 10-wheel truck.

Mayor Peterson stated that he, David Nielson and Scott Thomson looked at the surplus UDOT truck that is available to the town. It is an International with 130,000 miles on it. It has a snow plow and a sander. It would cost the town about $12,000. The sander could be stored at the UDOT lot until the town could make a storage location for it. David said it would be a good purchase for the town. It could be funded with the town road funds. There is a possibility that the CIB may reimburse us for it through our road project. Dale Gifford said that the town operators do not need a commercial driver’s license to operate the truck. David said we could sell the old truck and we would have savings on the county salt purchases. We would be able to use the truck to move our asphalt and road base stored at the cemetery. David Nielson made a motion to approve the purchase of the truck. Charles Evans seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. There is some paperwork that will need to be completed to acquire the truck.

8. Liability issue discussion for town digging up resident driveway asphalt during repair of water lines.

Mayor Peterson stated that Joe Reynolds had asked him about who would be responsible for repairing asphalt if it were placed in the road right of way in front of his house. There are a lot of people in town that are interested in having asphalt placed in front of their homes as part of the road project. The town needs to decide who would be responsible for repairing the asphalt when it is damaged during utility repairs. Mayor Peterson stated that he talked with Richfield City about how they handle the situation. Richfield City requires the utility company that damages the asphalt to repair it. Richfield City encourages their residents to place asphalt in the right of way in front of their homes. They do the preparation work for the asphalt and assume maintenance for it after installation. The town needs to decide what we will do in the future. Mayor Peterson asked the council for their ideas. Charles Evans said that we should repair the asphalt when we damage it. David Nielson agreed that we would repair the asphalt when we damage it but pointed out that we may only chip seal it about every ten years. The asphalt would be on town property. The town needs a policy for how to handle the repairs. It was suggested that the issue be placed on the agenda again next month for discussion and resolution. The policy should be written in ordinance form. The asphalt along the road way will probably create additional drainage problems. The council was asked to come up with some solutions and suggestions for the next meeting.
9. Water Department. Water Right proof extension needed.

Mayor Peterson stated that we have another water right that is due for the water proof for the state or to request another extension of the time period. With all of the water being used for the road project we may be able to provide the proof of use this year. Staker Parson is tracking the use of the water for the road project. Unmetered loads of water are being counted. The water trucks contain 4,000 gallons each. Most of the water being used is from metered fire hydrants. Allen Henningson will complete the paper work to request the extension of time to complete the proof. There will be a $50 fee for the extension.

10. New road to water tanks. Acquire bids to complete road work.

Mayor Peterson stated that Charles Evans is working to acquire a bid from Jensen’s to construct the new road to the water tanks. He will also get a bid from Carlyle. Mayor Peterson is working with Savage Engineering on written easements for the road where it is located on the Zeluff property. The easement will be written to release our right of way that is adjacent to the residence. The length of the road is about 2,500 feet. 

11. Appeal Authority discussion. Appoint and confirm new Appeal Authority.
Mayor Peterson stated that he was looking at appointing Dr. Blake Zobell as our appeal authority. He would replace the town council as the appeal authority. We have learned that the town council should not be the appeal authority. Our attorney has said that the appeal authority should not be someone that lives in town. We were considering John Hicks but he is a town resident. Mayor Peterson appointed Dr. Blake Zobell as the town’s appeal authority. He asked that the council confirm and approve his appointment. Mayor Peterson made a motion that the council confirm and approve the appointment of Dr. Blake Zobell as the town’s appeal authority. Gary Barney seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The planning commission will need to incorporate the change into the land use ordinances.

12. Tanner Nielson, follow up unapproved metal storage container on lot 2 Marble Subdivision, 3-292-2.

Mayor Peterson stated that he was working with Jason Mackelprang the county building inspector on the issue. Tanner Nielson has not obtained a building permit for the storage container. The container would need to be painted and placed on a foundation to comply with our town ordinance. The town may need to send Tanner a letter about the container. Tanner did clean up his lot. Tanner has said that he plans to move the container to one of his work locations in Annabella. Bryan Brown stated that he was concerned that the container may get moved back to the Central Valley lot after his project is completed in Annabella. If the town sends a letter it should state that the container needs to be placed on a foundation and painted.

13. Request to purchase steam & hot water pressure washer.

Mayor Peterson stated that Bruce Riddle has selected the pressure washer for the town to purchase. It would could $2,199 and could be jointly funded by the Park, Water, Road, Maintenance Building and Community Center budget accounts. The pressure washer would be an asset for all the town departments. It is portable. Mayor Peterson stated that he supports the purchase. He asked for discussion from the council. Charles Evans said that he supported the purchase. Gary Barney said it would be a good purchase. The company where he works has one that is used a lot. They have had to replace the igniter on it a few times. David Nielson asked if it would heat enough water for effective use. The pressure washer is capable of providing continuous hot water. The water is heated with kerosene. The washer could be used to clean the splash pad. Charles Evans made a motion to approve the purchase of the pressure washer. Gary Barney seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted no and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was four voting yes and one voting no. The motion was approved. The pressure washer will be purchased and funded by the five department budgets.

14. Approval of monthly expenditures. Mayor Peterson asked for a review of the June expenditures. Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the June expenditures as described. Charles Evans seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The expenses for the new pump at Meacham Springs are included. Charles reported that the pump is working very well.

15. Council Members Reports.
Bryan Brown reported that Nat Empey will be moving, he has his house for sale. This will create a vacancy on the planning commission. A new member will need to be approved at our next town council meeting. Bryan asked that names for a replacement be submitted to Mayor Peterson. The planning commission did not meet in July. The next planning commission meeting will be on August 3rd. 
Gary Barney thanked everyone for their help with the July 4th celebration.

Charles Evan reported that the water samples for last month were all good. A lot of water is being used. Charles also reported that he got a bid from Outsiders to repair the roof on the down town well house. He will have them make the repairs. It will cost $1,253.51.

Mayor Peterson said that the community center is receiving a lot of use. There was an issue with the air conditioner. Someone had turned off the power to it. The door to the air conditioner will be locked.
Mayor Peterson reported that he was working with the property owners on 200 South. He is trying to get them to provide the town the right of way for the road so that improvements can be made to the road. David Nielson has agreed that the town would be willing to make improvements to the road as part of its 2020 road project. We would need to get quit claim deeds from the property owners. There are several on the council that have personal ties to the area. They are encouraged to disclose their association to the project prior to any approval.
Mayor Peterson also said that Glenna Manwill's daughter is considering building on a lot that would need to be subdivided off her property. Chuck Hawley is considering a subdivision as well. Jerry Masterson has about 15 acres for sale that could be developed.

Allen stated that the budget year had ended and the budget report for the year that just ended should be reviewed. The water department spent more funds that they received for the year but had sufficient carry over funds. The water department is still in good shape financially. The annual audit has been scheduled for December.
16. Adjournment. Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their attendance and asked for a motion to adjourn. Bryan Brown made a motion to adjourn, Charles Evans seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, David Nielson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Gary Barney voted yes and Bryan Brown voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
