	The regular meeting of the Cleveland Town council was held at the public safety building located at 130 W Main in Cleveland, Utah, July 14, 2016 at 7:10 pm. Those in attendance were Kobi Erni, Michael Taylor, Tonya Clifford, Joe Wandell and Shannon World.  Verla Jensen was absent.
	Joe made a motion to accept the minutes from the June town council meeting. Tonya seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
	The mayor opened the meeting up to public comment.  Millie Maki addressed the council with a question about sidewalks near her home.  She says that nine years ago, Mayor Horrocks told her that she would get a sidewalk on her side of the street (900 West).  She would like to put up a fence but does not want to waste money on the fence if a sidewalk is going to be put in.  She told the council she would be at every town council meeting until she received an answer.  Mike says there were problems with property on that side of the street.  Mike told Millie that he would look into the matter with the service district.  
	Pattie Hansen also asked about sidewalks on 100 South and when the sidewalk would be finished.  Mike will also check on this matter and have answers at next council meeting.  

	Item #1 Revisit Karen Griffin’s use of old town hall for Zumba
	Karen was unable to attend but her husband Brink spoke for her.  He says that the class is going well. She has classes three times a week, two times a day.  There are several consistent participants.  He reminded the council that it was more of a community service rather than a business.  She is willing to clean when needed.  There is minimal utility usage.   Mike made a motion to let Karen continue her Zumba class without a monthly fee and without a need to revisit the issue.  She can continue with Zumba as long as she wants.  Tonya seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  

	Item #2 Tyler Williams eagle scout project
	Tyler was not in attendance.  He wants to put up section markers in the cemetery.  The council agreed to table this item until next month.

	Item #3 Darcey Powell’s contract renewal
	Darcey was also not in attendance.  Her rental contract needs renewed every July.  The council looked over the contract. Joe made a motion to renew the contract with Darcey Powell, Forbidden Fruit as it is currently written.  Michael seconded the motion.  Roll call vote.  Michael, yes.  Tonya, yes.  Joe, yes.  All were favor.  Motion carried.  

	Item #4 Finalize Cleveland Days
	Chantelle Erni was in attendance and scheduled each day with the council.  On Monday the council will help set up at 5:30.  Kobi is taking care of Tuesday night.  Wednesday night all council members will start cooking at 5:00-5:30.  Thursday Michael will be in charge.  Kobi will sell drinks.  Friday night all council members will attend.  Saturday the Cleveland Days committee will cook but all council members will be needed to help.  After 6 pm on Saturday, Joe volunteered to run the Coke wagon. 
	Bill Huntington addressed the council about possibly purchasing a third grill for the lamb fry.  He said it is needed.  
	Kobi and Joe will mark out the landing zone for the helicopter.  A Yeti cooler is also being raffled off.

	Item #5 Appoint Emery County Rec representative for Cleveland
	The council agreed that a representative is not needed due to the state of the recreation district.  

	Item #6 Castle Valley Special Service District connection fee increase
	The service district has approved an increase in the culinary, secondary and sewer rates.  Michael made a motion to adopt the new fee schedule for the service district.  Joe seconded the motion.  Roll call vote.  Michael, yes.  Tonya, yes.  Joe, yes.  All were in favor.  Motion carried. 

	Item #7 Approve $3 increase on water/sewer bills
	Tonya asked what the breakdown was on the money that would be made from the increase.  It would be for flowers, year round dumpsters and the increased garbage can cost City Sanitation now charges. The location of the year round dumpsters is still being considered.  Michael made a motion to approve the $3 increase in the water/sewer bills.  Tonya seconded the motion.  Roll call vote.  Michael, yes.  Tonya, yes.  Joe, yes.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

	Item #8 Approve or deny clerk raise and comp time
	Shannon was excused for this part of the meeting.  Tonya took notes.  Tonya asked if another employee would be needed.  She is concerned that there will be no one to do the job in Shannon’s absence.  Kobi says that he is willing to learn more aspects of her job so he could fill in when needed.  Tonya was also concerned about setting too high a precedence with the amount of the raise, $4.25.   Tonya has had people come to her with concerns.  The council discussed Jamie getting retirement and life insurance which is not currently being offered to Shannon.  Joe asked if future raises would be considered.  The council agreed that future increases would need to be budgeted for.  Joe made a motion to approve ordinance no. 072016 which provides for the compensation of a statutory officer of Cleveland Town, from $9 per hour to $13.25.  Tonya seconded the motion.  Roll call vote.  Michael, yes.  Tonya, yes.  Joe, yes.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
	Tonya made a motion to approve comp time of 4 hours a month or $50 a month whichever Shannon chooses.  Joe seconded the motion.  Roll call vote.  Michael, yes.  Tonya, yes.  Joe, yes.  All were favor.  Motion carried.

	Item #9 Discuss town employee’s water bill benefit equivalent and health reimbursement account
	Benny doesn’t get a water bill from Cleveland Town so he does not get that benefit but Kobi would like to offer him something equivalent to that.  Benny would like the town to cover his insurance premiums of $200 per month.  The water bill benefit equals $588 (with increase) plus secondary water making the total $653 a year as a benefit to each employee.  Reimbursing Benny for his total insurance premium would cost the town $2400 a year.  The town could offer him a health reimbursement account which would be tax free for Benny.  The council agreed that keeping Benny happy and keeping him as an employee is very important.  Joe reminded the council that Benny took the job knowing what benefits were being offered.  He doesn’t want to keep changing the rules. Tonya would like to see an 80/20 split with Benny which would cost the town $1920 a year. Joe wants to look out for everyone is town because it’s their money.   Joe made a motion to approve Benny’s benefit of $160 a month for his insurance premium.  Tonya seconded the motion.  Roll call vote.  Michael, yes. Tonya, yes.  Joe, yes.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

	Item #10 Amend/adopt ordinance regarding fines for ordinance violations
	The council read the proposed ordinance.  Kobi suggested a $5 a day fine would be very motivating for someone to comply with the ordinance.  The council argued over who would enforce this, about legal issues and every aspect of this ordinance.  When an ordinance is violated and the neighbors complain, Joe said it should be a civil suit between neighbors.  Tonya agreed saying to make the neighbors go sue them.  The council agreed that if the problem was a health hazard it would be important to enforce the ordinance.  It was suggested to have David Church come and advise the council on what to do.  This item was tabled until next meeting.

	Item #11 Appoint inter-local board member
	Keith Brady discussed with the council during last council meeting about an inter-local board that would consist of a representative from each town plus two at-large members.  Michael volunteered and was appointed by Kobi for that position.  

	Item #12 Discuss hiring part time employee to cover crossing guard and watering
	The council agreed that hiring a part time employee would not be needed.  They agreed to fill in as needed.  

	Item #13 Review bills for payment
	Joe made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Tonya seconded the motion.  Roll call vote.  Michael, yes.  Tonya, yes.  Joe, yes.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

	Item #14 Council reports
	Joe reports that Benny received a new weed eater and is happy.  Joe and Benny agree that the proposed burn pile is not a good location.  The council discussed the proposed location of the year round dumpsters and agreed that the west side of the cemetery would be a good location.  There would be some fencing that would need to be done.  It would be locked and the people would need to call Benny to have access. Each time the dumpster is emptied it would cost $100 plus tonnage. Joe will look into fencing options.
	Tonya attended the LEPC meeting and Emery Telcom’s access was discussed.  Our community should be well served by Emery Telcom in case of emergencies.  
	Michael discussed the reasons the Castle Valley Special Service District raised their rates.  It’s to cover the increased costs of parts.  The water treatment plant and the new building in Castle Dale is money well spent.  Michael sees that once those big projects are done there will be more time and funding for smaller projects.  The Guymon’s road (190 feet) will be done this year.
	Kobi thanked the public for attending the meeting.  He values the community’s opinions.  There will be fire training in October in Moab. Kobi asked the council to consider funding this again this year. This will be put on the agenda for next month.  He also spoke of a need for more fire department volunteers. 
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	Item #15 Adjourn meeting
	Joe made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Tonya seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned.
