Item 1 – Roll Call:

A quorum was present.

Item 2 – Pledge of Allegiance:

Mayor Trever Johnson led the Council, Staff, and Public in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Item C– Continued Discussion Of The Proposed OK Subdivision Sewer And Water Service Issues – Don Sargent:

Don Sargent stated he was here to try and come to some type of agreement to be able to proceed with the OK Subdivision.    Don handed out a copy of his proposed language (Exhibit A) that could be added to the subdivision Mylar to address the water and sewer issues.  He stated this would put prospective buyers on notice as to what would be required if a lot was purchased.   Don stated he was following Title 8 Chapter 3 Section D of the development code that allowed for a deferral or waiver of the required improvements for a subdivision and hoped the Council would give them this consideration.  He stated the landowners would pay for the cost and installation of one fire hydrant for service to the development and they would provide the information for septic tanks to be approved by the Summit County Health Department.  He stated they were proposing that each lot of the subdivision would be eligible for a septic tank and this would only be applicable if the City sewer line was not available to provide capacity and gravity flow.  Don stated the plat would have utility easements that would allow the connections in the future.  Shane McFarland stated septic tanks are an acceptable solution where sewer isn’t readily available in front of the lots, but the code stated if the sewer line was within 1,000 feet they would have to connect to the sewer system.  Shane stated it had been discussed before at one of the meetings to have the development install a central lift station. Don Sargent stated he would like the Council to consider waiving or deferring the requirement for the sewer line.   Mayor Trever Johnson stated he would consider the language without the gravity flow comment and would like to add they would have a grace period of five years after the sewer infrastructure was in place to connect to the system.  Mayor Johnson specified the septic tanks would need to be permitted by the Summit County Health Department and the homeowner would be subject to all connection and impact fees at the time of connection to the City sewer system.   Shane stated the homeowner would be responsible to connect to our main line.  He stated the City was responsible for the main line and the homeowner would be responsible for the lateral.
Don Sargent stated the next issue for discussion was about the water lines and the fire flow.  He stated Brett Jones with the North Summit Fire District was here to try and help come up with a way to address the 1,000 GPM fire flow requirement.  Don stated after speaking with Mr. Jones, part of the proposal he provided would not be applicable.  He stated a 5,000 gallon storage tank with a dry hydrant would not a viable option.  Don stated the proposal would only be necessary if the water line was not upsized and adequate to provide fire flow protection.  Shane McFarland stated the 1,000 GPM for two hours was the City standard and the State Fire Code.  Several options were discussed with the Council to be able to meet this requirement including; using the pond at the back of the property, internal sprinkler systems, using the secondary water system to supplement the culinary, the proximity to the local fire station, and having an agreement between the Fire District and Coalville City with the City committing to upgrading the water lines within a certain time frame to provide adequate fire flow.   Randy Ovard, one of the property owners, stated he felt the development should require the in-home sprinkler system to meet this requirement.  The Council agreed for Don Sargent, Shane McFarland, and Sheldon Smith to work together to come up with language that could be added to the subdivision plat for in-home sprinkler systems to meet the requirements for the subdivision to move forward.
Item A – Public Hearing: Review, Discussion, and Possible Approval of the 2014-2015 Budget Amendment and the Adoption of Resolution Number 2015-3 for the 2015-2016 Budget:

Mayor Trever Johnson stated Tim Rees was here to review the budget items for approval.  The Council reviewed the proposed budget amendments for 2014-2015 and the new budget for 2015-2016.
Mayor Trever Johnson opened the public hearing at 7:05 P.M.
There were no public comments.
Mayor Trever Johnson closed the public hearing at 7:06 P.M.
A motion was made by Councilmember Jodie Coleman to approve the 2014-2015 budget amendments and Resolution #2015-3 for the 2015-2016 budget.  Councilmember Steven Richins seconded the motion.  All Ayes.  Motion Carried.

Item B – Review, Discussion, And Possible Approval Of Resolution Number 2015-2 Summit County Community Development And Renewal Agency Be Wise, Energize Boundary – Lisa Yoder:

Lisa Yoder stated she was here to explain the purpose and goal of the Be Wise, Energize resolution (Exhibit B).  She stated all of the municipalities would need to opt in to be able to be part of the program.  Ms. Yoder stated Summit County would issue a bond to provide residents in the County the opportunity to obtain loans to upgrade their homes to be energy efficient.  She stated the funds would be available for single family homes, primary residents, and any credit worthy borrower.  Lisa Yoder stated their income wouldn’t be a factor.  She stated the upgrade project should have significant energy cost savings which would help the home owner pay back the loan.  Only those who participate and receive a loan would have to pay for the bond.  There would be no taxing to the entity.  Lisa Yoder stated the home owner would go through the process of having an energy audit to help determine the best and most effective structural and mechanical improvements to their home.  Councilmember Adrianne Anson questioned how varied the improvements could be.  She questioned if it would work for planting trees around a home for shade.  Lisa Yoder stated it could be explored later as a secondary option.  She stated they opted not to pay for renewable energy like this and solar power at this time.  She stated at this point it was intended to be for structural and mechanical improvements.

A motion was made by Councilmember Jodie Coleman to approve Resolution # 2015-2 Summit County Community Development and Renewal Agency Be Wise, Energize Boundary.  Councilmember Adrianne Anson seconded the motion.  All Ayes.  Motion Carried.

Item D – Review and Possible Approval Of The Purchase Of Weber Basin Contract Water – Shane McFarland:

Shane McFarland stated the City needed to look at purchasing water to cover the culinary and secondary water needs.  He stated we would need 85 acre feet for culinary and 25 acre feet for secondary.  Shane stated he wanted to put this on the Council’s radar and would come back with a resolution for approval.  He stated we would need to act soon as the water availability was going quickly.  Mayor Trever Johnson stated he would like to see if this was something that would be covered by the funding for the water projects.   Shane stated he would review the options and bring this back to the City Council for final approval.

Item F – Public Works Updates:

Zane DeWeese stated Lola Beatlebrox had contacted him and they were ready to proceed with Artscape display.  He stated Summit County would be willing to split the cost of the crane to install the art.  Mayor Trever Johnson stated the County had agreed to assume the liability for the sculpture.  He stated they could not come to an agreement with the artist for the Seagull and we would now be getting the airplane.   Zane DeWeese questioned where the Council would like to have display installed.  The Council stated they would like it installed at the Pocket Park or the City Hall.

Zane DeWeese stated they were planning on starting up the new sewer plant on Wednesday.

Zane DeWeese stated the sprinklers at the pocket park were working now and that area should start to improve.

Zane DeWeese stated he met with Brandon Nielson from JUB Engineering and the Division of Drinking Water to review any potential problems with the design for the water improvements and to be ready for what the Division would need to receive to give an approval.

Item G – Community Development Updates – Shane McFarland:

Shane McFarland stated there was one business license for approval.  He stated it was for Tina Overgaard for a rental home.

A motion was made by Councilmember Steven Richins to approve the business license for the Tina Overgaard Rental Home.  Councilmember Adrianne Anson seconded the motion.  All Ayes.  Motion Carried.

Shane McFarland stated the USDA letter for the environmental study had been sent out.  He stated they were working to complete the environmental portion of the application to be ready to submit it in August.  Shane stated he would be working with Sheldon Smith on contacting potential landowners to narrow down a site.

Item #4 – Review, Discussion, and Possible Approval of Minutes:

The Council reviewed the minutes of the May 26, 2015 meeting.

A motion was made by Councilmember Jodie Coleman to approve the minutes of May 26, 2015 as written.  Councilmember Steven Richins seconded the motion.  All Ayes.  Motion Carried.

Item #5 – Review and Possible Approval Of Accounts Payable:

The Council reviewed the accounts payable for June 2015 and discussed holding the $15,000 check for the water rights reservation until Shane McFarland checked to see if they would credit the payment toward the possible purchase of Weber Basin water.

A motion was made by Councilmember Jodie Coleman to approve the accounts payable for June 2015.  Councilmember Steven Richins seconded the motion.  All Ayes.  Motion Carried.

Item I – Council Committee Updates:

Councilmember Jodie Coleman questioned if J. C. Hackett was okay with the City using his sound system for the entertainment at the Car Show.    Mayor Trever Johnson stated he spoke with J. C. Hackett and he would plan on the City using his sound system.  He stated the cars would be coming in at 1:00 P.M.  Mayor Johnson stated they had also discussed trying to continue the party by keeping the road closed on a portion of Main Street to be able to have music and dancing.  Councilmember Steven Richins stated he felt that was more for a private party and the City shouldn’t be involved with it.  Mayor Trever Johnson stated if there was a way to allow it he thought we should do so.   Councilmember Jodie Coleman suggested for the event committee to meet next Monday, June 29th at 5:00 P.M. to discuss and finalize all of the items for the Car Show.

Councilmember Jodie Coleman thanked the Public Works Department for their great work at the Barbeque Festival.  She stated she felt that it was a big success and she had received a lot of good comments about it.  Mayor Trever Johnson and the rest of the Council agreed it was a successful turnout.  Councilmember Adrianne Anson questioned if the City would consider adding additional activities to make a longer celebration day.  Councilmember Jodie Coleman stated it could be considered.  Councilmember Anson suggested having a morning event, an afternoon event, and then the final dinner event.

Brett Jones with the North Summit Fire District stated he wanted to inform the Mayor and Council of a fire that had happened off of 50 West behind the Summit Mercantile.  He stated the fire started outside of the facility and the vapors from the painting they had just completed exploded in the grain silo and started the garage next to it on fire.  He stated it was an unfortunate set of circumstances.  Brett Jones stated they did not have a burn permit as they were not allowed during this time frame.  He stated since the City didn’t have an ordinance on file with fire restrictions they couldn’t charge them with any misconduct.  Councilmember Jodie Coleman stated there was a business there that made coasters and baseball bats.  Niki Sargent stated they did not have a business license and painting would not have been permitted in that area.  Sheldon Smith suggested having a fire restriction ordinance for the City limits.  He stated he would put one together for the next meeting.

Item H – Legal Updates – Sheldon Smith:

Sheldon Smith stated he didn’t have any updates at this time.

Item J – Mayor’s Updates:

Mayor Trever Johnson stated he didn’t have anything extra tonight.

Item E – Review and Discussion of the Keyes Family Board Of Adjustment Appeal:

A motion was made by Councilmember Jodie Coleman to move into an executive session to discuss a potential litigation item.  Councilmember Steven Richins seconded the motion.  All Ayes.  Motion Carried.
