Welcome – Robert Hall

Approval of April 28, 2016 Meeting Minutes – Robert Hall

April 2016 Financial Report – Tony Martin (13 page packet included)
The following items were highlighted on the April Financial Statement spreadsheet (Total Budget):
   -$ 418,132.46	less revenue than budgeted
   -$ 263,824.77	less expenses than budgeted
   -$ 160,918.22	variance between actual/budget.

· Uintah Care Center and Golden Age Center have both been working hard to control expenses and expenditures.  Golden Age is doing exceptionally well.
· The Care Center will be okay because of the Upper Payment Limit revenue.
· The Golden Age Center is struggling because Mineral Lease money is needed to sustain them. Cash flow is difficult right now. 
Commissioner Raymond added:
· Currently using private monies from the Uintah Care Center to keep Golden Age Center afloat.
· Golden Age Center needs $47,800 per month to execute the budget they turned into the State for FY 2017.
· Still no clarification on the 1.5 million dollar penalty levied by the State.
· Can use some of the collected tax monies being held by the County as the seed monies for the Upper Payment Limit seed money.  It is legal!!
· If things pick up as much for the next two months as they have in the past month, we should break even.


County Information – Commissioner Raymond
· Uintah County unemployment went up from 10% to 11.5% in April.
· The First Annual ATV Jamboree is planned for the end of July.
· A Tech Job Expo will be held in June (mid-range employment, can work from home – they are looking for 3,000 employees statewide.)
· Seeking funds from the State to complete the Book Cliffs Corridor.
· Boutique Air is doing well.  They currently have two flights to/from Salt Lake and two flights to/from Denver daily.

Brain Exercise Center Operations Report – Mitch Migliori
· Things are slowing down a bit.  The “clicks” are walking outside and it is slowing down in the exercise room.
· Senior use of the computers is picking up.
· No equipment failure, so far.


Golden Age Center Operations Report – Lou Ann Young (2 pages included.)
· Had their first sponsored meal on May 16th – 71 people received a free lunch.  Sponsor was “The House of Hearing”; they cleaned hearing aids and replaced batteries during the lunch.
· Decided not to advertise which day(s) during the month were to be sponsored – keep everyone guessing!
· Upcoming sponsors:  Beehive Homes in June and Seitz Optical in July.
· Have been approved through the CDBG (Community Development Block Grant) program for two new delivery trucks from Concept Delivery.  Will need match monies in September. 
· Will present our Area Plan to the Board on June 9th at 11:10 a.m.
· Home Delivered Meals down by 40 due to deaths and individuals moving out of the area.


Uintah Care Center Operations/Executive Director Report – Wayne Dunbar (Talking Points - 1 page)
· Credentialing with Aetna (Altius) and Humana – Worked on contracting with Aetna through Management Network Services (MNS), a company out of Ohio.  We discussed this with legal counsel and the hospital and decided at this time we do not wish to sign on with them because Altius is not with Aetna at this time and MNS wanted to control us and take a 10% cut for their services.
· District Benefits Qualification – benefits at 30 hours per week, excluding grandfathered employees.
· Borrowing “Paid Time Off” from peers – a nurse is getting donated time from a CNA. The board discussed this practice.  Robert stated this is not allowed where he works.  
*** Need to put borrowing PTO from co-workers on the agenda for next meeting so policy can be approved.
· Board Annual Open & Public Meeting training – need copies of Board Members’ certificates in our files.  Wayne will bring updates from his Utah Association of Special District annual training in November.
· New Board Member Training can be completed online.
· White Collar Overtime Exemption Rules go into effect on 01 December 2016.  We need to classify employees as exempt or not?  Decide who gets overtime and who doesn’t?
· Our independent audit was May 16-18 and we did well – just need to complete the MD&A (Management Discussion and Analysis.)
· Received a mineral lease money disbursement of $44,049.97 on May 11th, not sure if it’s for one month or two?
