L CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Godfrey called the Public Hearing to order at 7:00 p.m.
Councilmember R. Calderwood led the Pledge of Allegiance and offered Reverence to
begin the meeting.

p PUBLIC HEARING

Mayor Godfrey stated that the reason for this public hearing is to hear public comment on
the Fiscal Year 2016 Amended Budget and the Fiscal Year 2017 Budget.

Fiscal Year 2016 Amended Budget — Mayor Godfrey explained the Fiscal Year 2016
Amended Budget. Mayor Godfrey stated that the Roads Department and the Fire
Department exceeded their budget making it necessary to amend the General Budget by
the following amounts:

e Decrease the Administration Department Budget expenditures by $14,000

e Decrease the Park Department Budget by $11,000

e Increase the Roads Department Budget expenditures by $11,000

e Increase the Fire Department Budget by $14,000
Mayor Godfrey explained that Road Improvements cost more this year than was
anticipated and the Fire Department bought a new truck and had to equip the truck with
fire equipment and accessories to make the truck operable.
Mayor Godfrey stated that it is also necessary to amend the Perpetual Care Fund by the
following amounts:

e Increase the Cemetery Department Revenue Budget by $6,851
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e Increase the Cemetery Perpetual Care Fund Expenditure Budget by $6,851
Mayor Godfrey explained that the Cemetery budget was exceeded due to some
unforeseen expenses in repairing one of the sprinkler systems.

Fiscal Year 2017 Budget — The Council discussed the Fiscal Year 2017 Budget. Mayor
Godfrey stated that one change has been made since the Proposed Budget was presented
and approved on May 17, 2016. The Fire Department Travel and Training Budget has
been increased by $1,620, from $2,500 to $4,120.

Mayor Godfrey asked if the Council had any comments, questions or discussion on the
FY 2016 Amended budget or the FY 2017 Budget. There was no further discussion.
Mayor Godfrey turned the time over to the public for comments or questions.

There was no Public Comment.

3. ADJOURN

Mayor Godfrey stated that if there were no further questions that a motion to adjourn
from the Public Hearing be made. Councilmember R. Calderwood made a motion to
adjourn the Public Hearing. Councilmember R. Thompson seconded the motion. All in
favor “Aye.” Meeting adjourned at 7:15 p.m.

TOWN COUNCIL MEETING
1. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Godfrey called the Town Council Meeting to order at 7:16 p.m.
Mayor Godfrey stated that the May 17, 2016 Town Council Meeting minutes will not be
approved at this meeting. They will be approved at the next Town Council Meeting held

July 5, 2016.

Mayor Godfrey informed the Council that he would like change the agenda order and
hear from Ryan Rohleder and Gentry Atkinson at this time.

2. NEW BUSINESS

Ryan Rohleder — Dog Ordinance Inquiry and Proposal — Mr. Rohleder stated that two of
his neighbors have dogs that bark continuously at all hours of the day and night. Mr.

Rohleder stated that he has talked to them about the barking dogs and they refuse to even
try to do anything to alleviate the problem. Mr. Rohleder declared that he cannot even go
outside because of the noise. Mr. Rohleder has documentation of the dogs barking at all
tlmes of the day and ni ght Mr. Rohleder reported that he has contacted Ammal Control
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and they have come out and visited them but it hasn’t gotten any better. Mr. Rohleder
reported that he did not hear back from Animal Control after the visits. Mr. Rohleder
feels that these neighbors are blatantly ignoring him. Mr. Rohleder sought assistance
from the Town Council with this ongoing problem. Mr. Rohleder proposed that before a
dog breeding business license is issued that the applicant be questioned as to how they
are going to control the dogs from barking continuously and becoming a nuisance to the
neighbors. Mr. Rohleder believes that if they do not control the barking of their dogs
then the business license and/or Kennel License should be revoked. Councilmember R.
Calderwood feels that after a verbal warning has been given the next step would be to
impose a penalty. Councilmember R. Calderwood read the following from the Clarkston
Town Code Book: Any Animal is a Nuisance which: F. Barks, Whines, Howls, or
makes other disturbing noises in an excessive, continuous or untimely fashion. (Town
Code 5-1-8 F Animal Control) According to the town code book the penalty for violating
the Animal Control Ordinance is a class B Misdemeanor. Councilmember E. Goodey will
contact Animal Control and find out what has been done and what can be done about this
situation. Citizens Tom and Kathie Palazzollo declared that they had the same situation
with their neighbors but the neighbors have taken care of the problem. Mrs. Palazzolo
stated that years ago they had a Kennel License and it was their understanding that
Clarkston Town Regulations require that Kennel Licenses be approved by neighbors
before it can be issued. Mayor Godfrey replied that he is not aware of any such
requirement in the Town Code Book. Councilmember R. Calderwood gave the
Palazollos the online link to the Clarkston Town Code Book — www.sterling
codifiers.com/Clarkston UT.

Gentry Atkinson — Cemetery — Gentry Atkinson came before the Council to address
concerns about the Cemetery: Mrs. Atkinson read the following statement:

I would like to bring attention to the town council the lack of care of the

cemetery. When we buried our baby girl three years ago, we were told on several
occasions that grass would be planted not only around her headstone, but underneath the
pine trees as well. This has never happened. After a couple months, Ed Barson actually
payed for sod and placed it up around Jozie's headstone. However, this sod was never
taken care of and quickly died out.

The next year in 2014, new sod was replaced for Memorial Day weekend and it
looked very nice. Again, it was never watered all summer long and this grass also died
out.

Memorial Day 2015, another placement of sod was put in. But yet again the sod was not
watered and for a third time, it died out.

This year I was fully expecting that sod would be put in for a fourth time around her
headstone. But that did not happen. It is very saddening to see the grounds around your
loved one's headstone not being taken care of. My mother actually broke a decoration
trying to stake it into the ground because it was rock hard.
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At one point last summer, Zeb was hauling up 5 gallon buckets of water to pour around
her headstone to give some water to the grass because it was never being watered.

The pinecones are hardly every raked up and when they are they are just put into a big
pile that happens to be right by Jozie's headstone. This pile has been there
since last summer.

My main problem is obviously the issue around my daughter's headstone. But I also think
the whole care of the cemetery is lacking. I walk up to the cemetery around 2-3 times per
week. Usually only half the cemetery is mowed because it takes upwards of 4 days to
mow it. By the time it is done being mowed, the first area needs to be mowed again. So
the entire cemetery is never the same length.

I, and I am sure, along with other citizens of our community would appreciate a

little more care for our cemetery. Especially because this is one thing our town is
known for. Hopefully something can be done to ensure the cemetery always

looks in the nicest condition possible. Thank you for letting me have this time to voice
my concerns.

The Council agreed that Mrs. Atkinson has some valid concerns. Councilmember R.
Thompson will seek to resolve these issues with the Cemetery Caretakers.

Dave Erickson — Cache County Councilmember - Cache Water District — Mr. Erickson
came before the Town Council to discuss and answer questions about the Cache Water
District. Mr. Erickson stated that the resolution that the Town Council will vote on
tonight is merely to get the proposed Cache Water District on the ballot to be voted on in
the upcoming election in November. The resolution states that Clarkston Town, being
one of the municipalities located within the boundaries of the proposed district, desires to
join with the county and other municipalities in presenting the question of creating the
proposed local district before their voters. The proposed local district will be created only
after its creation has been approved by the voters within the district. The people will
decide. Councilmember R. Thompson wondered where the public can find information
about the Cache Water District. Mr. Erickson replied that the public can go to
cachewaterdistrict.org and find information. Mr. Erickson stated that if the Council
approves Resolution 16-17 tonight then a public hearing will be held and a representative
from the County will be present to answer questions. Cache County also has Cache Water
District informational flyers and other paraphernalia available that can be passed out at
City and Town Celebrations. The Council determined to get some flyers to distribute to
Clarkston Citizens on Pony Express Days.

Resolution 16-17 “A Resolution To Initiate The Creation Of The Cache Water District” —
Mayor Godfrey asked if there was any further discussion by the Council prior to passing
the resolution. There was no further discussion so Mayor Godfrey read the resolution and
asked for a motion to adopt Resolution 16-17. Councilmember R. Calderwood motioned

3. DEPARTMENTS

Mayor Godfrey — 2016 RAPZ Tax - Mayor Godfrey informed the Council that Clarkston
Town was awarded $25,000 RAPZ Tax this year. The funds will be used to construct
another building on the Town Square. Half of the building will be new restrooms and the
other half of the building will be a maintenance and storage area for the Park and Water
Departments. $25,000 will not be enough to complete this project. Clarkston Town will
need to apply for more RAPZ Tax funding in 2017 to complete the project.

Water Restrictions — The Council discussed and determined that the following water
restrictions will be in force as of June 8, 2016:

Outside watering will be allowed only between the hours of 4am—11am and 6pm-10pm.
Mayor Godfrey asked the Town Clerk, Kristi Hidalgo, to put water conservation tips in
the June Newsletter.
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Springs Redevelopment Project Update — Mayor Godfrey reported that we are waiting to
hear from the State of Utah on the Bond Closing Date. It is anticipated that the project

will begin the first part of August.

Janeal Sauer - Daughters of the Utah Pioneers (DUP) - Clarkston Town Historic
Preservation Commission Rules and Regulations — Mayor Godfrey asked Janeal Sauer,
Historic Preservation Commission Chairman to address the Council before the Council
discussed the proposed rules and regulations. Mrs. Sauer stated that she was just
wondering where the Council was with approving the Historic Preservation Commission.
The Historic Preservation Commission Appointees were presented to the Council, by
DUP President E. Goodey, at the Town Council Meeting held May 17, 2016.
Councilmember E. Goodey interjected that she is no longer President of the DUP. Nancy
Thompson is now President of the DUP. Mrs. Sauer explained that there are three
separate committees. The Preservation Commission, the DUP, who will be over the
Tithing Granary Museum, and a Tithing Granary Museum Committee which will consist
of DUP Members and Clarkston Citizens. Each of the committees have their own
responsibilities. Mayor Godfrey acknowledged that the following individuals have been
appointed to the Clarkston Historic Preservation Commission:

e Chairman - Janeil Sauer

e Secretary/Treasurer/Historian - Deanna Nish Godfrey

e Architect Advisor - Darrin Michaelis

e Councilmembers — Stephen Ravsten , Lester Lee, Lynn Buttars, Udell Godfrey,

Nancy Thompson, Elaine Goodey

Councilmember E. Goodey stated that she would be willing to remove her name as a
Councilmember of the Historic Preservation Commission. Mayor Godfrey felt like that
would be a good idea since she is also a member of the Clarkston Town Council.
Mayor Godfrey voiced the following concern:
Mayor Godfrey stated that this was originally presented to the Council as a Historic
Preservation Committee not a commission. A commission operates differently than a
committee. A commission will have to abide by all the rules and regulations that the
Town Council and the LUDMA Commission does. It will have to follow the Open
Meetings Act and will be required to post agendas of all meetings, take minutes, maintain
public records of all proceedings and post all public information on the Public Notice
Website. Mayor Godfrey stated that he did not expect the rules and regulations to be this
involved or technical. Mayor Godftrey believes that a commission will place extra work
on the Town Council and the Town Clerk. A committee does not have to adhere to these
regulations. The Council determined that they would not support or approve the
Clarkston Town Historic Preservation Commission Rules and Regulations as they are
written. Mrs. Sauer wondered if committees can apply for grants or if it must actually be
a commission in order to apply for grants. Mrs. Sauer will find out about this and report
back to the Town Council. Mayor Godfrey recommended that the DUP determine how
they want to function as a Historic Preservation Committee, revamp the by-laws, and
present them to the Town Council.
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Councilmember R. Calderwood — May Warrant List - May Warrant List- Councilmember
R. Calderwood presented the Warrant List for May 2016. Councilmember R. Thompson
motioned for the Clarkston Town Council to approve the warrant list as read.
Councilmember E. Goodey seconded the motion. All in favor “Aye”

Councilmember S. Palmer — Roads Department — Councilmember S. Palmer reported that
Lynn Page contacted him and told him that every year the snow plow removes the road
base from the town road by his home, located at 9290 West 10200 North. Mr. Page
requested that the town replace the road base on that road. Mayor Godfrey stated that he
has already instructed CDC Construction to grade and place road base on that road when
they come to do FY 2017 Road Repairs.

Councilmember E. Goodey — Pony Express Days —Councilmember E. Goodey clarified
the following concerning Pony Express Days:

e Movie in the Park movie is Zootopia

e Microphone set up will be done by Chris Rohleder and Bret Godfrey

e A garbage dumpster has been ordered

e The Utah State Flag from the Town Hall will be used for the Flag Ceremony.

e The Pony Express Horse Race Route is useable this year. Will need to determine

a different route for next year.

e Councilmember E. Goodey will purchase parade candy.
Fair Booth — Councilmember E. Goodey informed the Council that Kim Godfrey, Lester
Lee, and Darrin Michaelis will be doing the Clarkston Town Fair Booth at the Cache
County Fair this year. Mayor Godfrey asked Councilmember E. Goodey to check with
Dan Cooper and see if he would be interested in helping.

Councilmember R. Thompson — National Night Out — Councilmember R. Thompson
reported that National Night out Against Crime will be held August 15, 2016 at 6:00 pm.
Randy and Sari Jardine have agreed to be in charge of this event.
