
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD AUGUST 01, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE 
ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Uintah Basin Standard Reporter Nichole Nelson, Public Works Director Ben Henderson and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works Department Update
Director Henderson stated that they are working on the Gateway Road last week using their own material. 
Discussion & Approval Of Bids For Neola’s Rodeo Grounds Chip Seal & Overlay
Director Henderson stated that they received 3 bids for this project as follows:

Director Henderson also stated that a traffic control plan needs to be discussed; he will have this conversation with whoever gets awarded the project.  Commissioner Todd motioned to award the bid to Staker Parsons DBA Burdick Materials subject to a traffic control plan.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.   
Discussion Of Shale Donation For The Gateway Road Project From Art Taylor
Director Henderson stated that the product is a little powdery, but Mr. Taylor has offered to give us all that we need for the Gateway Road project in exchange, he would like us to do County Road #96 in Talmage from Brad Christensen’s to the highway.  Chairman Winterton suggested that they not turn the proposal down, but put off County Road #96 until next year to see where they are with funds, because they don’t have the money to do it now.
Discussion & Approval On Jones & DeMille Engineering Job Oversight Proposal For The Sewer Line & Road Project At The Emergency Operation Center & Building & Maintenance Building
Director Henderson stated that the work will begin in two weeks if approved and will be completed by September 22, 2016.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the proposal from Jones & DeMille Engineering.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of Amendment #3 To The Children’s Justice Center Contract #160220
Cheryl Boren with the Children’s Justice Center joined the meeting at 9:30 A.M…
Mrs. Boren stated that the amount was cut by $4,000 this year bringing the amount down to $127,457.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to approve the amendment to the Children’s Justice Center Contract #160220 as presented.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Additional Scope Of Work For The Justice Center
Sheriff’s Office Manager Cynthia Wardle joined the meeting at 9:35 A.M…
Chairman Winterton stated that this is phase 3 of the project adding 8 new isolation cells.  We took the old court room and made it into Justice Court offices.  It cost $400,000 to change the court and move the jury room.  Phase 2 should be done in a few weeks to move forward with phase 3.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the expenditures on phase 3 of the Justice Center project.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of A Volunteer For Victims Advocate

HR/Payroll & Benefits Administrator Becky Caton joined the meeting at 9:49 A.M…
Administrator Caton stated that she received a request from Shania Nielson who wants to be a volunteer for Victims Advocate and she has done a background check on her.   Commissioner Burdick motioned to approve Shania Nielson to be a volunteer for Victims Advocate.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Discussion & Consideration Of Leasing County Property For A Green House To Grow Crops For The Food Pantry & Jail
Resident David Barnett joined the meeting at 10:18 A.M…
Mr. Barnett stated that he would like to do a project called Talmage Community Health and Wellness.  He needs a place and wants to pursue this in the Talmage Park which is owned by Duchesne County. The project would consist of a greenhouse and community center that will help people.  He wants to turn the ball park into a soccer field, basketball, volleyball and horseshoes.  Right now, he grows his own food and has donated it to the food pantry.  People could work off community service hours there and school kids could work there.  He would like a history area for people to visit such as those living in rest homes to bring a sparkle to their eye.  He has most of the things needed to get this going.  Chairman Winterton stated that they can’t give property away.
