
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD AUGUST 08, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE 
ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Departments Mike Casper and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works Department Update
Mr. Casper stated that they are doing dust control on Van Tassell Road in Tabiona.  He also stated that there was flooding over the weekend in the Koch Field and they have a grader going to Argyle.
Consideration Of A Loadrite Quote 
Chairman Burdick stated that this is a weighing system for a front end loader to use at pits; it’s not certified but it will print receipts and reports.  Mr. Casper stated that they could test it every so often with the same known weight. The cost is $12,500.  Chairman Burdick suggested pursing it.   Commissioner Burdick motioned to accept the quote as presented and move forward.   Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.   
Discussion & Approval Of Bids To Spray County Road #81 With A Tack Coat
Commissioner Todd motioned to accept the bid from Burdick Materials as presented and move forward.   Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.   
Discussion & Approval Of Getting Bids For Salt Purchasing & Hauling & Funding
Mr. Casper stated that the white salt works up to ten degrees below zero and it breaks down well. They have used it in the past.  Chairman Winterton asked if they could mix the white and red salts.  Mr. Casper stated that’s what is done in Strawberry.  They will calibrate all of their sanders and change the ratio two to one.  There is only $45,000 in the budget and he thinks that they will need at least $50,000 more. It takes two loads to salt Rock Creek; he would like to sand just the dugway and not go all of the way through.  Commissioner Todd suggested that they update them on the salt needs so they know where they are with it.
Discussion Of Flooding In Arcadia
Mr. Casper stated that Fred Evans has been calling about flooding near his house in Arcadia.  They filled the canal in the wash that runs to his hayfield and he wants some help with a swell. Chairman Winterton stated that they don’t want to assume the liability, but maybe someone could go help.  Mr. Casper stated that his concern is that it may wash out. If a culvert is put in, it will create another problem down below.  Commissioner Burdick suggested going there to look at it. 
Discussion Of Grading The Road To Lake Canyon
Commissioner Burdick stated that this is the Strawberry Road.  We could grade it, but we can’t widen it or pave it.  Mr. Casper stated that the road was bad after the rain because of the mag water.  The road needs to be properly signed; there is still a lot of oil activity there.

Mrs. Potter stated that she appreciates the commissioners and just wanted to say thank you.
Consideration Of Volunteers For The 2016 Duchesne County Fair

Treasurer Stephen Potter joined the meeting at 9:53 A.M…
Commissioner Burdick motioned to approve the list of volunteers as presented.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Mr. Gavin Davis joined the meeting at 9:58 A.M…
Mr. Davis stated that he would like to give an update on the monument that he is building where the Bridgeland Bridge was. It will be six feet high and will cost approximately $5.00 a square foot for a total of $820 to build the project.  Jared Torgensen has offered to donate some of the materials needed and requested that the county dig a 10 inch hole three feet by five foot.  Commissioner Burdick stated that they will need to schedule it with the Road Department.  Chairman Winterton stated that they can help with the difference of costs from what is donated, but they will need the receipts for a paper trail.
Consideration Of Compensation For Work Done By Janice Bird On The History Book

Clerk Auditor JoAnn Evans joined the meeting at 10:10 A.M…
Commissioner Burdick stated that he spoke to Fairboard Chairman Debbie Thayne who assured him that nothing was promised to Janice Bird to do this book.  Chairman Winterton stated that he will contact former commissioner Kent Peatross who was also involved to see if he is aware of any kind of compensation promised.  Attorney Allred stated that this is a sticky situation, you can’t pay volunteers.  They become employees if you compensate them and it could violate labor laws.
Consideration Of A Request Of Adding Personnel To Oversee Procurement & Other Duties As Assigned By The County Commission

Recorder Shelley Brennan & Deputy County Attorney Jared Tingey joined the meeting at 10:15 A.M…
Attorney Tingey stated that he made some changes to what was put together.  To have them as the sole contact of the budget was taken out, but to have them as a part of the process is important.  A concern that he has with having them review documents is that they will interpret the law if it’s not a lawyer.  He will contact other counties to find out if their procurement officer is an attorney.  He thinks that it would be best to go out for advertisement for the position, but procurement experience is needed. Recorder Brennan stated that she feels that if you limit the position to only part time that you might miss out on a good qualified person who needs more than part time.  She feels that the job will pay for its self and that the person will help every office. Chairman Winterton stated that he doesn’t want people to think that we are growing government when we haven’t given raises.  Attorney Tingey stated this person will reduce the level of what contracts require them to do and that they may need to reduce the procurement policy to keep them in the loop.  Chairman Winterton stated that they will follow-up with HR Director Melissa Yergensen when she comes back from vacation.
Consideration Of Becoming A Member Of Rural Utah Alliance (RUA) 
Chairman Winterton stated that he spoke to Mrs. Nay about this who presented this a few weeks ago and he told her that we don’t have the funds and the coverage that they have right now is adequate.
