Accident (#1 Tabled from 7/12/2016)

The committee concluded that the accident was preventable and the cause was not waiting for the light to turn red before turning and assuming the driver would stop at the yellow light.  Corrective action letter from the Sheriff’s Office and the driver training completed at post have already happened and no further action is recommended.
