SPRING CITY COUNCIL MEETING 
Thursday, October 1, 2015, 7:00 p.m.

Prayer - Mayor Monnett received a telephone call from his daughter who teaches at Umpqua Community College in Oregon, where there was a mass shooting today. Their daughter was prompted to show up late for work. Mayor Monnett counseled all to listen to the promptings of the Spirit. He then offered a prayer. 
Roll Call – Council Members Doug Durfey, Keith Coltharp, Neil Sorensen, Keith Christison, and Mayor Jack Monnett. Council Member Scott Allred asked to be excused, as he was attending a meeting at Snow College with the Department of Art History.

Department Reports
Council Member Christison A) The State Division of Water Quality reported the algae count was up on the sewer system. Residents are compliant with what they are putting down their drains, according to the flow check. Jim Bennett tried to clear the brush away from the ponds; Council Member Sorensen reported that there will be a controlled burn the first of next week to take care of it. B) Reported the roofs are completed on the buildings on Main Street. Clean Cut Roofing restored and reinforced the Bell Tower, free of charge, and the bell is now functional. The rockwork is completed. Danny Winona will start on the electrical. 
Council Member Sorensen – In response to Jane Hawkes’ question regarding the location of the ponds, Sorensen stated that they are due west of the new church. (Hawkes tested water in St. Anthony, Idaho.) We have three ponds, and only use two. We monitor the flow daily, and the State is ensuring there is no seepage into the ground. Our evaporation rate is good. Jim Bennett is certified and takes sample tests that are sent to Chem Ford or to the State lab. Sometimes samples are sent to both places to have control over the water samples. We test monthly and chlorinate three days per month.
Council Member Coltharp A) Reported on the Power Board meeting last Tuesday. BYU has agreed to support the Capstone Project for hydroelectric power. We can proceed without a vote, as there is no cost. According to Carl Sedlak, Council Member Sorensen is tagged as a key participant in the process. Based on the recent City Survey, there is strong support for hydroelectric. B) The office just switched to a new computer accounting system, so no financial reports are available this month.
Council Member Durfey A) Reported on the Safe Routes to School (SRTS) grant, for which the City proposed to do an extension of the sidewalks around the elementary school for four blocks. The Council voted previously to proceed with the grant application, and it was submitted by the deadline today. SRTS will review our application, and notify about funding on December 4th. Some of the property owners have been contacted. B) The minutes that have been approved are posted on the City website. Doug Durfey and Mayor Monnett have incorrect email addresses listed. C) Entries for the Newsletter need to be submitted by the 25th of each month for publishing. D) Planning and Zoning has an updated Zoning Ordinance, which Kimberly Stewart has agreed to formalize. It will be codified and published to the website. 
Mayor Monnett A) Reported that a lawsuit has been filed against the City, Council Members Sorensen and Coltharp, and himself. We have up to three months to be served. Our attorney is taking care of it. B) The Senior Citizen room has been repainted by the Friends of Historic Spring City (FOHSC), and the lattice has been removed. FOHSC will redo the wood trim and add framed old photographs. C) Discussed responsibilities in regard to the State sponsored ‘Be Ready Utah’. Our role as elected officials is to lead the way in disaster planning. Council Member Sorensen is the Council Member, along with the mayor, designated over Preparedness. We attend monthly Emergency Management meetings, and are in compliance with State, Federal, and County Emergency Management. We have solid volunteers who will come to our aide in a crisis. The Spring City Citizen Corps (SCCC) coordinates and works with the City. SCCC is the only group on target in Central and Southern Utah, and we are getting acclaim for that. 
	 
UAMPS Carbon-Free Power-Plant Agreement Presentation
Jackie Coombs, from UAMPS, gave a presentation on carbon-free power, looking at efficient energy use within cities. She stated that the EPA has released their Clean-Power Plan, with a 2023 deadline, after which none of our coal-fired power plants will operate due to CO2 regulation. She commended our work in increasing our carbon-free hydropower, and stated that Kent Kummer has been progressive in selling what power we don’t need. Spring City has been participating in UAMPS’ preliminary studies. The open-enrollment period is closing quickly, and we are the last city to sign. 
Mr. Kummer stated that the cost will be more than that of coal, until we have to start retrofitting the coal plants. Council Member Durfey noted that our initial commitment is $1,089 for Phase 1, for $3,441 total. This will be spread out over 9-12 months. Coombs added that this is to get us to the power-sales contract. Construction will be through a bond. 
Motion:
Council Member Sorensen motioned to approve the UAMPS Carbon-Free Power-Plant Agreement.
Council Member Christison seconded the motion. All in favor; motion carries. 

CIB Grant Update
John Potter reported that the application for the CIB Grant, for restoration of the Old School, was completed and has been submitted. The Six County Association of Governments has given their approval to work with us as a partner, and is impressed with the progress made in the last two years. Friends of Historic Spring City (FOHSC) will be there for support. Only one other city, Ephraim, has submitted application for the CIB Grant. They are looking at water issues.
	Sufficient funds were asked for ($575,000) to complete all three floors of the project and to be able to reside in the building. This month our application will be reviewed, and they will prioritize for urgent need.  Doug Lowe commented that Fairview City ran into enormous cost overruns, and got a supplemental by going to Eccles. Mr. Potter added that Eccles is one of our largest supporters.
	  
Survey Results Report
Council Member Durfey reported that UVU tabulated the City Survey results, through their History and Political Science Department with Dr. David Connelly and Professor Luke Peterson. Durfey stated that it was a good survey, with a margin of error close to 3%. The total respondents were about 260, or half of the households. Planning and Zoning will discuss the survey and start on the Master Plan using the data. Updating of the Master Plan should be done every 5 years; the last time it occurred was in 1984.	
The possibility of Assisted Living was discussed. Lawrence Gardner noted that it is zoned into the ordinances. Mayor Monnett commented that the survey is a springboard for the future.

Request for Main-Street Road Closure during Harvest Festival
Tennessee Stewart asked that Main Street be closed, from Center Street to the south side of the gas station, from 6:00 to 9:00 pm on Saturday, October 10th for the Harvest Festival Street Dance. Keith Chandler volunteered to have CERT coordinate with the Police Department to block off the street. 
	Motion:
Council Member Durfey motioned to approve the request for Main-Street road closure during the Harvest Festival, from 6 to 9 pm, with CERT working to assist. 
Council Member Coltharp seconded the motion. All in favor; motion carries.

Stan Soper Zoning-Permit Request
Council Member Durfey reported that Planning and Zoning approved the Soper request for a zoning permit, contingent upon receiving a floor plan, which was provided. The City is cautious about additional buildings such as a barn that could become a guest house, making two homes on one property.
Motion:
Council Member Sorensen motioned to approve Stan Soper’s Zoning Permit request.
Council Member Christison seconded the motion. All were in favor. 

Natalie Gate - Business-License Permit Request
It was noted that Natalie Gate is in the business district in Victory Hall with her Foot-Zoning business, NRG Zones. Lawrence Gardner mentioned that there are too many redundant hoops to jump through, making it cumbersome for those who want to set up business here.  Mayor Monnett stated that the Council is all in agreement with Gardner, as well as Planning and Zoning, in trying to streamline and rewrite the ordinance. Council Member Durfey agreed that there needs to be more distinction between commercial and home-business licensing. 

Sports and Recreation Director Opening
In Council Member Allred’s absence, Mayor Monnett stated that three people have applied for the open position of Sports and Recreation Director, and the position will remain open for another week.

Discussion of Culinary-Well Pump
Council Member Sorensen stated that the Upper North Well needs an upgrade from a 7.5 horsepower (hp) to 10 hp pump. There are only about 40 gallons per minute (gpm) coming to the spring, where it should be 80-90 gpm. Insurance will cover the upgrade, where it was due to a lightning strike. 
	
Net Metering
Council Member Coltharp announced that the City will send out a Net-Metering Survey, put together by the Power Board. This will be helpful in the development of a net-metering policy for solar-power systems. For those residents on auto bill pay, the survey will need to be sent to them. 
Motion:
Council Member Coltharp motioned to approve sending out a Net-Metering Survey to the residents of Spring City.
Council Member Sorensen seconded the motion. All were in favor.

Council Member Coltharp led a discussion of a Net-Metering Study, with an approximate cost of between $300 and $700. The Power Board needs to come up with legitimate net-metering costs, and is looking at different solar-power sources. Coltharp added that the income we receive from electrical power sales is huge, and if a large number of residents were to switch to solar there would be a large revenue loss. Our revenue sources are limited. We may need to extend the moratorium past January. 
Carl Sedlak stated that we have 520 meters in our city. The purpose of the study will be to determine the fixed costs of providing electrical power to the community. 
Motion:
Council Member Durfey motioned to approve the Net-Metering Study up to the maximum amount of $700.
Council Member Sorensen seconded the motion. All in favor; motion carries.


Spring City Citizens-Corps Report
Mayor Monnett expressed thanks to Keith Chandler for putting CERT and Citizens Corps together for Spring City, stating that we have become the envy of the County and the State, due to his efforts.
Keith Chandler reported that he attended the LEPC meeting of the County’s Emergency Planning Committee. He was called by the County Emergency Manager and asked to serve as the CERT Liaison for all cities in Sanpete County, and was told that Spring City is the flagship for all other cities for Emergency Preparedness. The County wants us to have an Emergency Program Manager, as well as an Emergency Operations Plan, in place.
Mr. Chandler reported on the upcoming Harvest Festival on October 10th, sponsored by Citizens Corps. He listed some of the activities including: demonstrations on canning and dehydrating, wagon rides, potluck dinner, Street Dance with the live band from the Snow College Community Ensemble. 
Mr. Chandler mentioned opportunities for the City to purchase an enclosed trailer to go out to the scene for emergencies. Most other cities have an emergency trailer. Council Member Sorensen will help with access to the Federal Surplus website.

Public Comments
Yvonne Wright announced that the Halloween Trunk-or-Treat will be this Saturday at the Rock Church. She also mentioned, regarding the speed limit on Main Street, that 25 mph is not unreasonable. Mt. Pleasant is right on Highway 89 and has 4 lanes, with a speed limit of 35 mph. Keith Chandler stated that the State Department of Transportation does the survey, and it must be a blind test. The speed limit is assessed at 85% of the median speed during the test, which could actually raise the speed limit. Mayor Monnett suggested putting the speed limit issue on the agenda again in November.
