PUBLIC COMMENTS
Carl Sedlak – Meeting August 11th for Citizen’s Electrical Power Advisory Committee, Kent Kummer is heading it up. Receiving excellent training in Spring City Citizen Corps (SCCC) and Community Emergency Response Team (CERT); commend Keith Chandler as instructor and the Council for their support. Owen Hogle – July 24th - Spring City Tractor Club won 1st prize of $100 in the parade. Will donate back to the City for the kids at the Ice-Cream Social next year. Jim Cheney – Appreciate SCCC and the training received by participating. Hal Farneman – Thank Council for their support of the SCCC. For the 24th Parade, SCCC donated 16 man hours of work controlling traffic; Bluegrass Festival - 86 hours of combined volunteer service along with the Police Department. Jim Phillips – Here 11 years teaching Preparedness. City has provided opportunity to teach about community working together, building relationships. We need each other now, and even more if things go wrong. Brad VanDyke – Member of the SCCC with Wildfire and Forestry; includes watershed, wildlife management, livestock, and timber harvest. DEPARTMENT REPORTS
     Council Member Durfey commented that Police Chief Clarke Christensen is very professional; good job with limited resources.
Snow College declined to tabulate the survey results. UVU is working on the tabulations and should be done by Friday. No charge. Results at next City Council Meeting. 
UDOT Safe Routes to School - $2 million available to help get kids to school safely. Possibly use money for sidewalks. Application in by October 1st. Matching grant at 6.77%. Laura Allred will relay information back to the school and report back.
Economic Development – Procurement Technical Assistance School. Train on bid proposals, workshops, and government contracts. 
The Snow College Advisory Committee is considering four-year degrees be available in Computer Science, English, Visual Arts and Entrepreneurship/Business. Fortunate to have this college.
Sewer backup prevention: No paper towels, diapers, live seeds, sand, cotton balls, sponges, feminine napkins, grains that swell, latex gloves, underwear, eggshells.
Employment Fair end of September. Work on resumes, etc.

COMMUNITY IMPACT FUND BOARD (CIB)
Grant-Application Submission
      Alison Anderson - Effort to earn funds for Old School. DUP and FOHSC working on it since 1981. Now picking up some speed, and we will finish it! Looking for donations through crowd-funding website GoFundMe. Campaign goal set for $10,000. After 29 days, have $62,000. With $250 donation, limestone plaque in your name or to honor ancestor. Asking everyone in community to make a contribution to this effort. Request City Council, FOHSC board members to donate. Give as little as $5.
Going to the Legislature this Fall. Eccles Foundation is eager for us to finish the project. CIB looking for broad support. If community contributes, it carries great deal of weight. Claudia Jarrett encouraged us to go back to CIB. CIB grant is reason we’ve been able to get this far. Several years ago, grant and loan enabled mechanical, electrical, sheetrock. Left- wood trim, grand staircase, bathrooms, upstairs serving kitchen, City office, DUP room, light fixtures, tiles, and third-floor rentable space to generate income for City.
Parametrics has done cost analysis of remaining work - $515,000. Deadline for CIB Grant is October 1st. FOHSC proposes that Spring City apply for CIB grant. No indebtedness to City. Will ask Eccles to step up if need portion of a loan covered. 
     Council Member Coltharp – One loan due already. Reserves of $128,000. 
     Alison Anderson - FOHSC has contracted with the City to repay the first CIB loan; first payment was due last April. FOHSC has ample resource to replace the $14,000 loan, so the funds stay in City coffers. 
     John Potter, VP Friends of Historic Spring City (Instrumental in writing grant application)
Will ask for full grant. Paperwork is in process and close to completion. Working with staff at the office - great with gathering data. Must hold Public Hearing on August 20th. Awarded in February. Momentum has really grown. Old School will become a community center with the help of this grant. National Trust – potential for matching grant for landscaping. Community Reinvestment Act (CRA) – banks are required to support communities such as Spring City who are poor with few assets. Other options besides a loan to fund completion.
     Council Member Sorensen reiterated that CIB is with oil and coal money developed here. Need to support development of oil and coal reserves.
     Council Member Durfey – We appreciate Alison, John and hundreds of other people who have worked on this for the last 40 years.
Motion: 
Council Member Allred motioned for the City to apply for a CIB grant of $575,000 for the        Community Center. Council Member Durfey seconded the motion. All in favor.

HERITAGE DAY REPORT
     Alison Anderson - Thank City for cleaning the town, cutting down weeds. Looked great for Heritage Day. The gross take was $10,000 more this year. Last year $25,000; this year $36,000 before paying artists. Close to $25,000 to remain in the FOHSC account.

DISCUSSION OF SURGE PROTECTORS / EMP
     Joe Fuchsel – Surge protector presentation. Cost is $1200. Item available on the market. 
     Jim Phillips – Challenges- EMP covers a broad area; greatest risk is the whole power grid. If the grid is gone and there’s no way to generate power, what’s the use of protecting the grid? Teaching at Utah Prepare Conference September 12th; class in Spring City in October. 

PIONEER DAY REPORT
     Yvonne Wright – Ads: Pyramid $200 with bonus ads. Shopper $270. Messenger $192. Saved the City money by making fliers and hand-lettered outdoor signs. Saga of Spring City – Thank Cynthia Allred, Val and Pam Jenkins; address issue of microphone problems. Street Dance and Fireman’s Breakfast a success. Parade Committee – Lurlynn Potter and Kim Crowley; great comments from spectators. Park – Custom Events for the kids, consider whether to forego for pioneer games. Three hours of great music. Dave Tuttle – pioneer games. CrossStrung played for two hours; would like them to come again. Old Time Gospel Revival with Pat Elsworth as emcee.
Car Show August 1st - Mark Rosenlof in charge. Included tractors this year. Did not hold it on Saturday the 25th, because of the car show on that day in Salina. 
	
DISCUSS PROPOSED ANTI-NEPOTISM ORDINANCE
     Carl Sedlak - Past historical issues with nepotism. Emphasize expansion where State law doesn’t cover well. Proposed ordinance to include: definition of relative as according to Utah Code, resignation of employee if relative appointed or elected, relative of supervising employee, exceptions and conditions
     Council Member Durfey – I feel the ordinance is well written. We’ll read through and discuss it.
     Mayor Monnett – Look at, review, and make recommendations. There will be public information on the subject if Council decides to enact the ordinance. 

BLUEGRASS-FESTIVAL REPORT
     Lawrence Gardner - First year the Bluegrass Festival has been co-sponsored by the City and Crazy Club Productions (CCP). Deeply grateful to City Council and Mayor, City personnel, Spring City Arts, and Spring City Citizen Corps. City support – Porta Potties, publicity, safety, banners, mowing.
Beneficial to businesses – Das Café, Snow Cremes, Ol’ Watering Hole, Zona, local art galleries. Good revenue coming in. Crafts were a little weak, but will improve next year. 
	Donation jar totaled almost $400 in revenue. Handed back to the City $4,000. Made a profit of $95, so City gets additional check of $47.50.
