Approval of minutes from May 25, 2016 Planning Commission Meeting. Minutes approved with the correction to the verbiage of committee member or chair persons to be corrected.
Motion to approve minutes with change made by John Rosenberger.
Seconded by Nancy Baird.

Discussion on property owned by Mark Davis. Mark Davis not present. Decision to table discussion until Mark Davis submits application or next month.
Motion made by Nancy Baird to table.
Seconded by John Rosenberger.
All in favor.

Discussion and possible action on a building permit application for an agriculture barn permit on property owned by Don and Leslie Mangelson located at 834 N. 350 E. Discussion regarding setbacks and distance to adjacent buildings. Site plan missing measurements from barn to property lines on the North and West sides.
Motion made by Chairman Joe Stubbs to approve building permit application with contingency that the site plan shows all the measurements as stated.
Seconded by John Rosenberger.

Discussion and possible action on building permit application for a single family dwelling owned by Bodi and Amber Mitchell located at approximately 451 E. 1200 N. Parcel # 40.411.0002.
Discussion on adequate setbacks, utilities, and any additional road requirements. It was determined that Mitchell’s met all building permit requirements.
Motion made by Nancy Baird to approve the building permit application.
Joe Stubbs seconded motion.

Discussion and possible action on building permit application for a single family dwelling owned by Bud and Judy Dudley located at approximately 960 S. State. Discussion on required D.O.T. (Department of Transportation) distance between driveways. Judy Dudley stated that she was scheduled to meet with the D.O.T. next week to determine what they are requiring of her since her driveway will come out onto a state road. Chairman Stubbs stated that the rear setback needs to be shown on the site map, as well as, approval from the D.O.T. before anything can be approved by the Planning Commission.
Joe Stubbs made the motion to approve the application for building permit of Bud and Judy Dudley with the contingency that if the D.O.T. requires them to move their home then they will come back in with a new diagram to be passed off by at least 2 chairman and the second contingency is that the rear setback be shown.
Seconded by Nancy Baird.

Discussion and possible action on building permit application for a single family dwelling on property owned by Kaycee Field located at approximately 115 E. 1600 N. Taken off agenda because lot has not been purchased and lot needs to be surveyed.

Discussion on a potential subdivision on property owned by Doug Thomas located at approximately 449 W. Center St. Clarification was made on whether all properties in discussion were in the same zone. It was determined that all properties being discussed are currently in R-1 Residential Zone and would be able to subdivide. Chairman Stubbs advised Heather Bell and Doug Thomas to submit a subdivision permit and bring a site map of the original subdivision, as well as, the new proposed subdivision so everyone could have a clear view of what changes were being proposed. No vote.

Discussion regarding amended zoning ordinances to read frontage must be contiguous. Wording approved to show “continuous frontage” included with all zoning ordinances. Schedule Public Hearing for July Planning Commission Meeting.

Discussion regarding changes to subdivision checklist requirements. It was determined that the checklist was created from the requirements listed in the subdivision ordinance. Discussion of taking out duplications, as well as, changing the required 3 copies of the subdivision to “2 paper copies and 1 electronic”.

Discussion on developing a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP). John Rosenberger discussed SWPPP federal requirements with the present commissioners. Keith Broadhead from Santaquin Planning Commission gave additional insight into what the state requires. There was further discussion on what would need to be Genola Town employees responsibility if we were to implement the SWPPP program. It was determined that all of the it all falls on the state, so there wouldn’t need to be any licensing or anything to be done at the town office. The SWPPP program was then recommended for review by the Town Council.
