1. Meeting Called to Order
Mayor Riggs welcomed everyone to the meeting and Councilor Barnhurst offered an opening prayer. Mayor Riggs led those present in the pledge.
2. Approval of June 15, 2016 Minutes


Councilor Justus motioned to approve the minutes and Councilor Barnhurst seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.
3. Review June Invoices, checks & financial report
Councilor Barnhurst motioned to approve the expenditures and Councilor Justus seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

5. Petitions, Remonstrations and Communications


5.1 CDBG Grant Update
Cade Crofts, contractor has turned in all the required paperwork so far.  He has been good to turn the payrolls in every week.  Jacie Torgersen has been able to interview the drillers, Crofts HVAC, and Bryce Valley Builders so all of the interviews for the project are done.  All the area out on the lawn has been filled in and will be ready for the 24th.  There is still a trench on the southeast corner of the building that will need to be blocked off for the 24th.  The project is almost complete, they just need to complete the cement at the firehouse.


5.2 CIB Transportation Grant Update
Denton Whipple, Mayor Riggs, Councilor Barnhurst and Jacie Torgersen met before the meeting to outline what the town will need to present at the CIB Meeting.  It will be held on August 18th at 8AM.  Councilor Barnhurst will present for the town and Mr. Whipple will also be there.

5.3 4th of July
Mayor Riggs thanked all those who helped with the 4th of July.  Jacie Torgersen suggested not doing the 4th next year, just the 24th.  She feels it would be easier for the town to just be in charge of one celebration instead of two.  Lewis Barney suggested not doing the breakfasts so it would be less the town council would have to do or have the young men or young women from the ward do the breakfasts.  Councilor Barnhurst would like to see the town form a committee to do the celebrations, maybe ask some of the business owners to be involved and help out.  Russell Riggs does not like to see the town’s traditions going away and people willing to give them up.  It just seems like the same people end up doing everything.  The town can discuss this again in the spring and maybe see if they can form a committee for the celebrations.
5.4 24th of July
We will meet on Friday at 6PM to wrap the meat.  Councilor Justus will be able to be here now since his work schedule has changed.  The town ordered 550 lb of pork this year, we will not be having beef.  Beef is a lot more expensive so we just went with pork.  Councilor Barnhurst will judge the winning float in the parade.  We will need to serve more potatoes this year so we don’t have so many left over!


5.5 Firework Ban
Russ Torgersen has delivered a sign to all the businesses in town to post and notify them of the firework ban in town limits.  He would also like to send out a letter to all property owners in town from the fire chief letting them know of the fire danger and ask them to clean up their property especially tall weeds.  The council thought it was a good idea and told him to go ahead.


5.6 Hatch Cemetery Special Service District
The special service district has negotiated with property owners to purchase the property next to the cemetery for a parking lot.  The current property is deeded to the Town of Hatch.  The special service district is asking if the new property can be deeded to the town also.  Councilor Justus motioned to accept the new cemetery boundaries and put the deed in the name of the Town of Hatch and Councilor Dinges seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.

While a change is taking place the town could request to take over administration of the cemetery.  It is currently under county administration.  There are three members to the board:  Ben Neilson, Russ Torgersen and Debbie Barnhurst.  Jacie Torgersen asked the county attorney, Barry Huntington if the cemetery could be under the town’s jurisdiction.  He said that the town would just need to ask the county to dissolve the special service district.  The cemetery is located within the town limits, it was annexed in a few years ago.  Russ Riggs said that there is a separate service district besides the town that the taxes are collected from.  Councilor Dinges and Councilor Justus don’t see any problems with how it is running now and cannot see a benefit to the town so they think it should be left as it is.

5.7 Blackburn Propane Letter of Credit
Councilor Justus motioned to accept the letter of credit for Blackburn Propane and Councilor Dinges seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.


5.8 Laurie Goulding Letter of Credit
Councilor Dinges motioned to accept the letter of credit for Laurie Goulding and Councilor Barnhurst seconded the motion, the vote was unanimous.  Laurie Goulding is Gene Wilson’s daughter, she bought their home.

7. Report of Officers – boards – committees


7.1 Water Department – 


7.1.a Water Usage
June water usage was 1,830,000 gallons from well #4.  The chlorination in well #5 is completed.  Mr. Neilson plans to retest both wells next year.


7.2 Fire Department-
Councilor Justus and Ramon Rivera spent a day working at the firehouse.  They got the washing machine hooked up so turn outs can be washed in the fire station.  They plan on having someone man the fire engine on the 24th just in case.  Mr. Rivera got the fire department some new t-shirts.  The fire department did respond to a small structure fire in old town.


7.3 Planning & Zoning Commission
Sterling Codifiers has been in contact with Lewis Barney still trying to figure out the zoning ordinance.  Jacie Torgersen and Mr. Barney met and felt like they had a solution to the problem by replacing one chapter in the zoning ordinance with the 2014 ordinance.  Sterling Codifiers has some questions and concerns with this so Mr. Barney will get back in touch with them.
8. Unfinished Business

9. New Business
Ben Neilson purchased the property from his so in between Ron Riggs house and Dennis Dalton’s home.  He is doing some cleaning on the property and would like to burn some of it in the old cellar.  He asked if the fire department was interested in doing some training there.  Councilor Justus told him maybe later in the season when things are not so dry.

Russ Torgersen would like to put the park’s sprinkling system on culinary water.  He has a lot of problem keeping the sprinklers running because they are plugged up all the time from the irrigation water.  Ben Neilson will look into it with Mr. Torgersen.

Councilor Barnhurst suggested that the town set up a sinking fund for roads.  This comes from a recommendation from the Rural Development Board who met with the town.  They suggested that the town set aside $1 a year for each resident.  This will show CIB, who the town is asking for money, that the town is trying to do their part and set aside money for the future project.

The town has been in contact with Marvin Wilson from Big Hill Properties.  The agreement is now going to be resolved between the 2 parties.  The town will return all money except what was spent on the project and the interest.  The town received close to $5,000 in interest.  The town will close the two money market accounts that had this money in.
