A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR A SPECIAL BOND ELECTION TO BE HELD ON NOVEMBER 8, 2016, FOR THE PURPOSE OF SUBMITTING TO THE QUALIFIED ELECTORS OF SALT LAKE COUNTY, UTAH, A PROPOSITION REGARDING THE ISSUANCE OF NOT TO EXCEED $90,000,000 GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS TO FINANCE PARKS AND RECREATION FACILITIES; AND PROVIDING FOR RELATED MATTERS.

		WHEREAS, the County Council (the “Council”) of Salt Lake County, Utah (the “County”) desires to finance all or a portion of the costs of acquiring, constructing, renovating, improving and equipping of parks and recreation facilities, and related improvements (the “Project”); and

		WHEREAS, the County does not have on hand money to pay for all of the costs of the Project and the Council has determined to finance the cost thereof through the issuance of up to $90,000,000 of its General Obligation Bonds (the “Bonds”); and

		WHEREAS, the Council desires to submit a proposition concerning the issuance of the Bonds to the vote of the qualified electors of the County pursuant to the provisions of the Local Government Bonding Act, Title 11, Chapter 14, Utah Code Annotated 1953, as amended, and applicable provisions of the Utah Election Code, Title 20A, Utah Code Annotated 1953, as amended (collectively, the “Act”);

		WHEREAS, the Council passed a resolution on August 9, 2016 (the “Prior Election Resolution”), authorizing the calling of an election but desires to change the date of the public meeting referenced in Section 8 of the Prior Election Resolution from October 18, 2016 to October 11, 2016; and 

		WHEREAS, the Council desires to rescind in its entirety the Prior Election Resolution and replace it with this resolution in all respects;

		NOW, THEREFORE, It Is Hereby Resolved by the County Council of Salt Lake County, Utah, as follows:

		Definition of Terms.  The terms defined or described in the recitals hereto shall have the same meaning when used in the body of this Resolution.

		Election Call.  On November 8, 2016, there shall be held in the County a special bond election (the “Bond Election”) in conjunction with the general elections that day, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m., at which there shall be submitted to the qualified electors of the County the proposition appearing in the ballot proposition portion of the Notice of Election as substantially set out in Section 5 hereof (as may be appropriately updated, modified, corrected or completed).

		Voting Places and Election Judges.  For purposes of the Bond Election, the voting methods, the voting precincts, the voting places, the election judges, alternate judges and poll workers to serve at said voting places shall be the same as those established for the general municipal election (including where applicable, voting entirely by absentee ballots).  The voting precincts and polling places shall be as specified in the Notice of Election when published.

		Authorization and Reimbursement of Expenses.  The Bond Election shall be conducted and the registration therefore shall be governed in conformity with the laws of the State of Utah, including particularly the Act, and the officials of the County, as applicable, shall and are hereby authorized and directed to perform and do all things necessary to the proper calling and conduct of the Bond Election and the canvass of the results thereof.

In the event the proposition for the Bonds is approved at the Election, the County reasonably expects to reimburse from proceeds of debt to be incurred by the County, capital expenditures advanced by the County for the acquisition and construction of the improvements herein described in a principal amount of not more than $90,000,000.

Shall Salt Lake County, Utah, be authorized to issue General Obligation Bonds in an amount not to exceed Ninety Million Dollars ($90,000,000) (the “Bonds”) for the purpose of paying all or a portion of the costs of acquisition, construction, renovation, improvement and equipping of parks and recreation facilities, and related improvements?  Said Bonds to mature in not to exceed 12 years from the date of issuance of such Bonds.

Property Tax Cost of Bonds.  A general obligation bond is a debt owed by government. The government uses tax revenue to pay for the debt. If the Bonds are issued as planned (and without regard to the existing taxes currently paid for existing bonds that will reduce over time), an annual property tax to pay debt service on the Bonds will be required over a period of nine years in the estimated amount of $18.18 per year (approximately $1.52 per month) on a $295,200 (average home value in Salt Lake County) residence and in the estimated amount of $33.06 per year on a business property having the same value.  

The County has other outstanding bonds which are scheduled to be paid off in fiscal year 2017.  The proposed Bonds are being structured such that the incremental property tax increase due to the issuance of the Bonds on residences and businesses within the County is expected to be offset by the elimination of the old debt.  If the proposed bonds are not issued, property taxes would decrease.

In addition to the bond payment costs as outlined above, the average annual combined net operational and maintenance costs for this facility during its first ten years of operation is projected to require additional annual expenditures of $922,838.  If approved, the County will determine during its next budget cycle whether additional operational and maintenance costs may or may not require any additional funds from budget cuts or a tax increase.

The foregoing information is only an estimate and is not a limit on the amount of taxes that the County may be required to levy in order to pay debt service on the Bonds. The County is obligated to levy taxes to the extent provided by law in order to pay the Bonds.  The amounts are based on various assumptions and estimates, including estimated debt service on the Bonds and taxable values of property in the County.

The County shall comply with the requirements of the Transparency of Ballot Propositions Act, Title 59, Chapter 1, Part 16, Utah Code Annotated 1953, as amended and shall post all arguments and rebuttal arguments required by such Act on the Statewide Electronic Voter Information Website as described in Section 20A-7-801, Utah Code Annotated 1953, as amended, for thirty (30) consecutive days before the Bond Election.  The County shall further post all arguments and rebuttal arguments in a prominent place on the County’s website for thirty (30) consecutive days before the Bond Election.  The County shall further post all arguments and rebuttal arguments in the County’s next scheduled newsletter before the Bond Election. The County shall conduct a public meeting on October 11, 2016, a date which is no more than forty-five (45), but at least four (4), days before the Bond Election, beginning at the hour of 6:00 p.m., at 2001 South State Street N2-200, Salt Lake City, Utah.  The purpose of the meeting is to hear arguments for and against the issuance of the Bonds.  Information regarding the public meeting required by Section 59-1-1605, Utah Code Annotated 1953, as amended, shall follow immediately after the posted arguments set forth on the Statewide Electronic Voter Information Website and the County’s website described herein.

		Election Supplies and Ballots.  The ballots to be used at the Bond Election shall comply in all respects with the requirements of the Act at the time of the Bond Election, including, but not limited to, Title 20A, Chapter 6 and Section 11-14-206 of the Act, and the proposition and election instructions with respect to the Bond Election shall be in substantially the form contained in the Election Notice set forth in Section 6 hereof.

		Qualified Electors.  Only registered, qualified electors of the County eighteen (18) years of age or older shall be permitted to vote at the Bond Election.

		Challenged Electors.  Any person seeking to vote at any polling place designated for the conduct of the Bond Election whose qualifications to vote are challenged for reasons indicated by Section 20A-3-202 or Section 20A-3-202.5 of the Act by a poll worker or by any other person, shall be allowed to vote with a provisional ballot and the counting of that person’s vote shall be determined in accordance with applicable law. 

When a person’s right to vote is challenged as provided in the paragraph above, the poll worker shall follow the procedures set forth in Section 20A-3-105.5 of the Act.

		Appointment of Election Officials and an Election Officer.  The election officials shall each be a qualified elector of the County.  Pursuant to Sections 20A-1-102 and 20A-5-400.5 of the Act, the County Clerk will act as the election officer (the “Election Officer”).  The other officials of the County are hereby directed and authorized to coordinate with the Election Officer as required for the Bond Election.  The Election Officer shall be authorized and directed to give appropriate notices as required by the Act.

		Absentee Ballots/Early Voting.  Any qualified elector of the County may vote by absentee ballot in accordance with Section 20A-3-301, et. seq. and, if applicable, Section 20A-3-601 et seq. of the Act.  In addition, early voting in connection with the Bond Election shall be permitted as designated by the Election Officer in conformance with the Act.

		Canvass.  The ballots shall be counted and the results delivered to the County in accordance with the procedures of Title 20A, Chapter 4, Part 1 and Part 2, of the Act.  The Council shall meet as a Board of Canvassers no sooner than seven (7) nor later than fourteen (14) days after the date of said election, currently set for Tuesday, November 22, 2016, at 4:00 p.m., at the regular meeting place of the Council in Salt Lake City, Utah, and if the majority of the votes cast at the Bond Election are in favor of the proposition submitted, then the County Clerk shall cause an entry of that fact to be made upon its minutes.  Thereupon the Council shall be authorized and directed to issue such Bonds.

		Registration of Electors.  The Election Officer shall prepare such official registers and/or posting lists of voters as required by Section 20A-5-401 of the Act, for each respective polling place that will participate in the Bond Election.  The Election Officer shall also make available at each polling place herein established for the conduct of said election, registration lists, or copies thereof, listing all registered electors entitled to use such voting place.

		Voting Rights Act.  The County shall comply with the requirements of the federal Voting Rights Act of 1965, as amended.

		Severability.  It is hereby declared that all parts of this resolution are severable, and if any section, clause, or provision of this resolution shall, for any reason, be held to be invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or unenforceability of any such section, clause, or provision shall not affect the remaining sections, clauses, or provisions of this resolution.

		Conflict.  All resolutions, orders, and regulations or parts thereof heretofore adopted or passed which are in conflict herewith are, to the extent of such conflict, hereby repealed.  This repealer shall not be construed so as to revive any resolution, order, regulation, or part thereof heretofore repealed.
		
		Captions.  The headings herein are for convenience of reference only and in no way define, limit, or describe the scope or intent of any provisions or sections of this resolution.

		WHEREAS, the County and the City are public agencies as defined by Chapter 11-13 of the Utah Code (the “Act”). Section 11-13-202 of the Act provides that any two or more public agencies may enter into an agreement with one another for joint or cooperative action; and

		WHEREAS, the North Jordan Canal Company operates an irrigation canal in the City (hereinafter referred to as the “North Jordan Canal”) which also operates as a County flood control facility; and 

		WHEREAS, based on concerns about the stability of the North Jordan Canal, the City and County contracted with Applied Geotechnical Engineering Consultants, Inc. (“AGEC”) to analyze the stability of the east embankment which supports the North Jordan Canal located west of the Murray Bluffs Phase 2 subdivision; and

		WHEREAS, AGEC has prepared a written report (the “Report”) of its findings and recommendations; and

		WHEREAS, the Report recommended certain measures that property owners need to take in order to prevent a compromise of the integrity of the North Jordan Canal embankment; and

		WHEREAS, the City and County want to encourage property owners in the City who are located along the embankment of the North Jordan Canal (“affected property owners”) to implement the recommendations made by AGEC to protect the stability of the North Jordan Canal and financially assist affected property owners in taking the needed measures to mitigate and prevent further compromise of the embankment and the County’s flood control interests along the North Jordan Canal; and

		WHEREAS, County has agreed to contribute and has appropriated ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) for the mitigation efforts related to the North Jordan Canal; and

		WHEREAS, City has agreed to contribute and has appropriated ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) for the mitigation efforts related to the North Jordan Canal. 

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, by the County Council:
