STATUE  ACQUISITION AND PLACEMENT MASTER PLAN

SPRINGVILLE CITY

The Statue Acquisition and Placement Master Plan (to be referred to as the Statue Master Plan or the Master Plan) for the City of Springville has been developed to address issues related to the placement of art outside of public buildings, within city owned parks, within city owned cemeteries and on public right of way within the City of Springville.  Due to the specialized nature of the Springville Museum of Art, this document will not focus on the placement of art surrounding the museum; however, the Statue Master Plan does not limit the ability of the City to place statues on the museum grounds.

The Master Plan does not address the approval of privately owned art placed on private property.  This responsibility will remain within the Springville Community Development Department.

The Master Plan will be presented in four sections:

1. Background.

2. Existing inventory and locations.

3. Future locations.

4. Policies related to the Purchase and Placement of Statues.

Section 1

Background

Springville City operates an advisory commission known as the Springville Arts Commission.  The commission is made up of Springville residents appointed by the Mayor with the approval of the City Council.  Within the Arts Commission are individuals with interests and experience in a variety of areas related to the Arts and the Humanities.  These include: Performing Arts, Arts in Education, Visual Arts, Springville Library, Springville Historical Society, Dance and the Statues to Live By Program.  

The Statues to Live By program is overseen by the Chairman of the Springville Arts Commission and one additional member of the Arts Commission.  These two members along with the Recreation Director and the City Council representative to the Arts Commission make up the Statue Master Plan Committee.   This is an ad-hoc committee formed to ensure the completeness of the Master Plan.  Once the plan is presented and adopted by the City Council, the committee will be dissolved.

The primary goal of the Statues to Live By Program is to add at least one new bronze statue to the City’s inventory for outdoor public display every calendar year.  Funding for the purchase of each new piece is done through private donations and artist’s support.  Donations also cover the costs of the base and plaque.  No city funds have been used to purchase statues through the Statues to Live By Program.  The City does provide assistance with the placement of the statues.  

As a rule, statues are purchased for “Casting Costs” only.  The City does not commission an artist to produce a specific statue.  For this reason, available statues are often made known to a city representative either on the Springville Arts Commission or through the Springville Museum of Art.  The chair of the Springville Arts Commission with the assistance of the Museum Director evaluates the statue to determine if the quality, subject and cost are appropriate for the City’s collection.  The findings are then presented to the Springville Arts Commission and a recommendation is forwarded to the Mayor and City Council. Once the Mayor and City Council approve the purchase, the Springville Arts Commission is charged with raising the money to make the purchase.  Once a statue is purchased, the Springville Arts Commission assists the chair in determining where it will be placed.  Historically, City owned statues have been placed in one of the following areas:

1. On Main Street between Center Street and 400 South.

2. On Civic Center block.

3. In prominent locations within city parks.

4. In city owned cemeteries.

Section 2

Existing Inventory
This section includes a map detailing the location of statues throughout the community.  This map includes:

· Art owned by Springville City. 

· Privately owned art placed in the public right of way.

This section also includes a list of art throughout the community and details the following:

· Dedication Date.  

· Title of the Art.

· Owner.

Section 3

Future Locations for Statues
When considering locations for future statues, all of the policies listed in Section 4 of this document must be satisfied.  This includes a favorable recommendation from the Springville Arts Commission.  In the case of placing statues within parks and cemeteries, the locations must also receive a favorable recommendation from the Springville Parks and Recreation Board.  Future locations include:

1. Privately owned art placed in the public right of way adjacent privately owned businesses (adhering to Section 4, Policy #1).

2. Prominent location within existing and future parks (adhering to Section 4, Policy #2).

3. At city-owned buildings (adhering to Section 4, Policy #3)

4. In the downtown area (adhering to Section 4, Policy #4).

5. On Civic Center block (adhering Section 4, Policy #5).

6. Within city owned cemeteries (adhering to Section 4, Policy #6).

Aerial photographs of approved future locations are included in this document.

Section 4

Statue Acquisition and Placement

Section 4 includes 7 policies related to statue acquisition and placement.

1. The Placement of Privately Owned Statues in the Public Right of Way.

Residents and/or business owners wishing to place art in the public right of way 


must comply with the Springville Municipal Code, Title 4, Chapter 3, Section 4-
3-103.  In addition the applicant must adhere to the attached policies and submit 
the attached application.

2. Placement of Statues in City Parks.


It is the desire of Springville City to place a statue or other piece of art as a focal 
point in all city-owned parks.  Future parks will be designed to accommodate 
a minimum of one piece of art located in a prominent location.  In most cases this 
will be at the main entrance of the park.  Existing parks will be fitted with art 
as time and budget allow. The subject matter, material and size of the art will be 
determined on a case by case basis.  All art placed within public parks shall be 
the property of Springville City.  Acquisition may be funded as part of 
construction costs, or through the Statues to Live By Program.  The Statues to 
Live By Committee (as part of the Springville Arts Commission) shall be 
responsible for selection and acquisition of statues placed within public parks. 
The Parks and 
Recreation Board shall make recommendations on the general 
location within each park with the final determination being made by the Director 
of Buildings and Grounds or designee. 

3. Placement of Statues or Other Art at City Owned Buildings (excluding Civic Center block).


It is the desire of Springville City to place a statue or other piece of at the entrance 
of each city owned building that is frequented by citizens and/or visitors of 
Springville.  New construction should be designed to accommodate such art.  
The value/cost of the art shall be determined on a case by case basis.  The art 
should be such that it compliments the building design and function. It is 
recommended the cost of the art be included in the cost of construction but may 
be obtained through the Statues to Live By program.  Regardless of how the 
art is funded, the Statues to Live By Committee (as part of the Springville Arts 
Commission) shall be responsible for the selection and acquisition of the art.

4. Placement of Statues in the Downtown Area (excluding municipal block).


It is the desire of Springville City to create a downtown corridor that prominently 
features numerous statues and other art.  This will allow for the development of 
a “Statue Walking Tour” for residents and visitors.  In accordance with the 
recommendations of the Statue Placement Committee recommendations 2010 and 
as a general rule, the art shall be placed in the public right of way on both the 
East and West side of 
Main Street between Center Street and 400 S. Generally, 


the statues will be displayed on a “Hitching Post” pedestal.  The pedestal shall 
not exceed 36” in height with a top surface a maximum of six square feet. Exact 
location to be determined on a case by case basis and shall be chosen from the 
sites listed in section 3 of this document.  The statue shall compliment the 
business immediately adjacent to the statue and will not impede the ability to 
conduct business. The business owner will be consulted prior to placement of the 
statue.  The space between newly placed statues on Main Street shall be a 
minimum of 50 feet apart with a maximum of 8 pieces of art on each side of each 
block facing Main Street.  Once the maximum number of statues has been placed, 
the area approved for placement shall be expanded.

5. Placement of Statues on Civic Center Block.


The placement of Statues on Civic Center block shall follow the 
recommendations of the Statue Placement Committee as presented in 2010. Once 
these recommendations have been exhausted, the Statues to Live By Committee 
(as part of the Springville Arts Commission) shall recommend specific locations 
on Civic Center block.  In order to avoid underground utilities, irrigation lines, 
etc. the exact locations to be approved by the Director of Buildings and Grounds.

6. Placement of Statues within Cemeteries.  


Placement of statues within city owned cemeteries fall into two categories.

a. City Sponsored Art.  City sponsored art is defined as art purchased or acquired in some other way by Springville City.  The placement of such art shall be limited to the area surrounding the main entrance(s) of the cemetery.  No burial plots shall be used. 

b. Privately Sponsored Art.  Privately Sponsored Art is art purchased by a source other than Springville City and placed at the cemetery as a memorial.  Currently, several such statues have been placed at City owned cemeteries by individuals and veteran organizations.  Privately Sponsored Art may be placed within a cemetery provided the following criteria are met.

· Must be a theme or subject matter approved by the Director of Buildings and Grounds.

· Must be made of a durable material approved by the Director of Buildings and Grounds.

· All burial plots used shall be purchased and paid for by the private sponsor.

· Must fall within current requirements for cemetery markers.

· The cost of both the statue and the placement of the statue shall be bore by the private sponsor. 

7. Acquisition of Statues 

The acquisition of statues may be accomplished in any way seen fit by the City 
Council.  All statue acquisition and placement shall be presented to the 
Springville Arts Commission for comments and recommendations.  The most 
common way statues shall be acquired shall be through the Status To Live By 
Program as outlined in Section 1 of this document.

Policy and Process for the 

Placement of Privately Owned Art in the Public Right of Way

This policy refers to pieces of art (including statues) that are placed in the public right of way and ownership of the art is retained by someone other than Springville City.

The process by which a privately owned piece of art may be placed in the public right of way is:

1. Working with the Statues to Live By Committee, the applicant shall present the request in written form and verbally at a regularly scheduled meeting of the Springville Arts Commission.  The request must include the following information:

· Owner’s name

· Artist’s name

· Name of the piece of art and a verbal/written description

· Photographs 

· Dimensions of the piece of art

· Requested location

· Anticipated length of time the art will be displayed at the location.

· Give authorization to have the piece of art appear in any/all city publications.

· A statement indicating the owner will be 100% responsible for:

2. Receive a favorable recommendation from the Springville Arts Commission.

3. Staff assigned to the Springville Arts Commission shall circulate the application to the applicable entities as listed below.

· Community Development Department

· Public Works Department

· Buildings and Grounds Department (if applicable)

· Administration Department

· Utah Department of Transportation (if applicable)

· Blue Stake

· All property owners adjacent to the proposed location.

4. Present an agendized request at a regularly scheduled meeting of the City Council.  This may be presented as a Consent Item.

5. Receive a majority vote of the City Council authorizing the placement.
