Report of Officers:	
Councilmember Celeste Sellers:  The generator for the dry valley well has not been fixed; there are a couple of options that Jeff has been pursuing, either a  Generac technician come look at it or try and have M&D troubleshoot the problem.  There has been some concern regarding the usage of water by Nielson Construction and the dry valley wellbeing down.  Eric has been closely monitoring the usage of the water to assure the town has sufficient.  C. Sellers recommend that the best option is to have Generac technician come onsite and fix the well.  This will be the quickest was to resolve the issue.  A technician will be here on Sunday to check it out, he will have some used parts with him and possibly be able to fix is. C. Sellers asked that when Jeff gets a quote for the repair to contact the council by phone and get approval rather than waiting until next council meeting, as the town needs this fixed as soon as possible.  Clerk Lisa Wells gave the wrong contract to Nielson with the wrong pricing; the council agreed to honor the price of $.004/gal but clerk will send an email to Nielson with the correct price of $.01/gal.

Councilmember Molly Keaton:  Continuing to mark the cemetery plots.  Curtis Whipple proposed that if the town would buy a new automatic garage door opener he would install it for free.  

Councilmember Susie Hatch:  Thanks to everyone who helped make the 4th of July a success.
	
Councilmember Chylene Whipple:  Follow up on the progress of getting the garage door fixed at the firehouse.  Annex property input by Dennis Alvey, the town needs 50% of private property owners of the new area to be annexed and BLM ground is just annexed in. C. Whipple would like to get more of the community members in the actual town boundary so they can participate in making decisions regarding the town of Hanksville.  C. Whipple will make a list of all property owners surrounding the town of Hanksville and see what direction the town wants to proceed with.
	
Maintenance Jeff Pei:  Jeff has been off duty due to surgery on his right elbow due to his accident at work in April.  Eric Wells is covering for him.  Jeff expects to be back to work in a week.  Council told him he had to have a written note from his doctor releasing him to return to work.

New issues and Public Comments:  
Dennis Ekker – Presented his engineered plan of his intention to subdivide his property and needs the approval of the town and the mayor’s signature on the plat map for Wayne County.  He also needs a letter from the town stating that water and sewer are available to this property to give to the county recorder.
Motion to accept the land plat presented by Dennis Ekker to subdivide his property.  C. Chylene Whipple; Second C. Molly Keaton   Aye: All in attendance
Dennis also would like to see a mat and golf driving range at the park with an automatic dispenser for balls.  The town would need to purchase a dispenser and a ball picker-upper.  Dennis feels there is support in the town and agreed to do some research on cost of used equipment and come back to council.
Sarah Tal – Color Country Animal Welfare is a 501(c)3 non-profit organization whose mission is to reduce the number of stray cats and dogs in the Wayne County area and to advocate for the welfare of all animals.  It is based in Torrey but serves the whole county.  They have had a lot of success with their spay/neuter program and also the trap/neuter/return program in the past couple of years.  They are requesting a letter of support from the Town of Hanksville to expand their capabilities through the purchase of land just outside of Torrey.  They would like to offer additional services of a shelter, kennel and part-time small animal veterinarian.  
Motion to send a letter in support of CCAW project C. Chylene Whipple; Second C. Molly Keaton  Aye: All in attendance 
Kelly Crane – Ensign Engineering – put together a map of the town designating the paved, dirt, improved and private roads; this map can be used as a planning tool to look at, examine and give recommendations to the council on either preserving or replacing some of the roads.  Ensign will keep the upfront evaluation of the roads at a very low cost to save money for the actual project needs.  He calculates about 5000’ of paved roads, there was some discussion regarding paving Rookie lane and 75 South.  Ensign will do a cost estimate to add that in the recommendation.  Ensign is willing to do an evaluation of the roads and submit an application to CIB for funding for the roads project.  The town would have to include all accumulated B&C roads funds, as well, to pay for the project.
Mr. Crane briefed the council on the water master plan.  The Division of Drinking Water recommendation is to divide the project in 3 phases with the cost of each project approximately $650,000.  The division’s priority on the project is as follows:  #1 – building a treatment facility #2 – bigger storage tanks #3 – replacing old infrastructure.
Motion for Ensign Engineering to move forward with a plan for town roads project C. Celeste Sellers; Second C. Chylene Whipple  Aye:  All in attendance
Curtis Whipple – He has been through the process of subdividing property and has an interest that they are done right.  He read the state code regarding subdivision 10-9a-600. The state requirements are very similar to what Wayne County has in place now with just a couple of differences. State requirement is that if there needs to be road access it has to be a platted subdivision.  If there doesn’t have to be road access, taking any new roads or dividing where there is a road, there can be up to 10 lots; as long as the utility service providers give their approval which includes water, sewer, power and telephone.  The service provider just has to verify that services are available to the property.  For fire protection is just recommends that the property owner get fire marshal approval.  The 2011Wayne County ordinance for subdividing states only 4 lots that the property can be divided into.  According to the Wayne County subdivision ordinance, when there is a dedicated subdivision it doesn’t require that a legal description be provided just a subdivision name and lot numbers; this is the only description that is required.  Curtis would like the town to adopt the Wayne County subdivision ordinance so there would be less confusion; a property owner would get the same information for subdividing in Hanksville as anywhere in the county.
Tabled the issue of adopting the Wayne County planning and zoning ordinance.  Council members will study the ordinance for next council meeting.
Change in the regularly scheduled council meeting form the first Thursday in August to July 28th at 6:00pm.
Public Comment
Deanna Mecham – Did not appreciate the atmosphere at the dance on the 4th of July.  She brought her whole family to the dance and there was drinking and smoking at the tables right by the dance area; she felt like she had just walked into a bar.  She tried to influence them to stop the behavior but there was no change.  Many under age youth were participating in this activity along with the adults and it was not a good place for a family.  There is an ordinance about no smoking at the park and there was talk of putting no smoking signs up at the park but that has not been done.  She would like a little more presence of the sheriff’s department at the event. 
The dance didn’t start until about 11:30pm and went until about 3am, which is not appropriate for a town function. There was talk of putting “no alcohol allowed” at the town events for the 4th on all advertising such as the EMS does for the annual turkey shoot; also for any town event this could be added to the advertisement.   The town could put a public curfew on the park.
