Prayer was offered by Russ. Meeting called to order at 7:09 p.m.  Bills have been approved and signed, will get Judi’s signature in the morning. We are short two councilmen – Matt is on the phone, the Plumbs are out of town. Minutes were emailed to all board members prior to the meeting.  All present have read the minutes for the July 14th Town Council Meeting. Russ asked it be noted that he objects to himself being the honorary person for Leamarado Day.  Russ proposed the minutes be approved as emailed.  Chad seconded the motion.  Minutes were unanimously approved for July 14, 2016.

Update on Outside Water Connection:
	Chad thinks the application form Karl has used looks good to him.  The connection has been paid for and it is in the works to get Todd going on installing the new meter.

Leamarado Day:
	Dinner meal:  After talking last month about having it catered, Karl has contacted Ashton’s Meat – they are too busy and can’t cater for us on Labor Day, Karl also contacted Kyle Barnson who is very interested and would charge $7.00/plate.  Karl forgot to ask about a child’s price.  For $7.00 Kyle will give us one choice of meat – pork or beef.  He will do a cheese potato or a baked potato, corn, salad, roll, and a dessert.  Chad has no preference, Russ asked about contacting other caterers.  Quality Market said they could do it, Kyle Barnson told Karl that Quality isn’t ready for something this size.  Karl told Kyle to plan on 470 people. Russ is concerned about using Kyle because he has had a couple of bad meals that Kyle has prepared.  Russ suggested Laura Walker, Karl doesn’t know if she could do that big of a group.
	Chad made a motion to approve Kyle to cater the meal.  Russ would like to check with Laura before seconding the motion.  If Laura can’t do it, then Russ would second the motion to have Kyle cater the meal.  Russ will get hold of Laura within the next two days to see if she can cater Leamarado Day and will get back with Karl. 
	Newspaper:  Russ has made arrangements with the Chronicle Progress to put a banner advertising Leamarado Day in the paper the week prior to Labor Day.  Karl believes the activities are all the same as in the past.  
Rodeo:  Chad has talked to Bold Butler about the rodeo; Bold said he was in action to have it be the same as last year.  Bold doesn’t want to accept any payment for his time or fuel; it is his contribution to the town.  Russ wants to advertise more for Leamarado Day give it more exposure, wants to advertise for one week on the radio.  Russ thinks it is worth spending $150 on advertising.  The reason they did away with the team roping in the morning was because they did away with the calf roping during the rodeo.  Chad will work with Bold on the roping and the rodeo.  Chad is concerned about there being enough water to water down the arena that day.  Others believe there will be enough water available that day.  
	Concession stands:  Do we want to turn the cooking of the hamburgers over to a caterer?  Kyle said he could do it.  Should we continue to do the concessions as we have done in the past?  After some discussion, it was decided to move forward with the town doing the concessions and hamburgers as it has been done in the past. Karl will check his hamburger supply at home, he may be willing to provide the hamburger for .50 on the dollar as determined by what the price is at Sam’s club like he did last year.  Karl will check with Ken & Sondra about cooking the hamburgers.  Mike will donate the use of his dump trailer for the trash.  
	Honored Guest:  Russ objects to being the honored guest.  He is still looking for someone to be the honored guest instead of him.  He is talking to Kenny & Sally Lake and Julie & Mark Chase about being the honored guests.
	Leamarado Cash for Cash Boxes:  When do we want to have Judi get the $1,100 cash for Leamarado Day cash boxes?  Should we write out a check tonight or wait until September 1st town council meeting?  We will meet on September 1st and write a check out for the cash boxes that night.
	Talent Show:  Russ indicated we need new covering for the talent show trailer.  He will talk to Marlow about this.

Pam Goodrich – Family Night Out:
	Pam Goodrich – When Margaret was the mayor, they started working on a smoke free policy for the park.  Biggest reason to push the policy is to eliminate the second hand smoke.  Mike asked about e-cigarettes and what the problem is with them.  Pam said they have carcinogens, and they are starting to create something called popcorn lung in people who use them.  The youth in our area are increasing in their use of e-cigarettes all the time.  Juab County has gone totally smoke free in their rodeo and carnival.  
	Pam is here to talk to us about the Community Night Out – it is not just for Delta, but for all the communities.  This will be the first year it will be held in Delta; Nephi has been doing it for three years and had like 600 people attend this year.  There will be a free meal – pork sandwiches from Ashton’s, kid’s games, a speaker from Parents Empowered, etc.  Organizations are donating food and items for the dinner, they need bodies to help.  The purpose of this Night Out is to get people out and have some social interaction.  There is a planning meeting on August 31st at noon for the “Community Night Out”.  It will be held at the Delta City Building. 
	Pam left the meeting at 7:57.

Miscellaneous:
	Devin Shields – grew up in Fillmore and has just moved back and started working for Sunrise Engineering.  His dad is McKay Shields, a brother to Rita Finlinson.  He is a civil engineer and his focus is water issues.  He is interested in getting to know the communities and finding ways he can help the little communities.  He wants us to know they are here and interested in helping us any way they can.  
	Karl asked Devin to leave several business cards for our future reference.

	Chad is wondering about the status of the recharge system meter that logs how many gallons we put back in the well.  Chad will check with Todd to see if anything is being done.  Jones & DeMille is supposed to be working on getting us a cost estimate for this.

	Jerry left at 7:55 will be back later to pick up Sean.

Mike gave a check to Karl for the water used while building a pond on his farm this summer.  Danette will get this check to Judi in the morning along with some Leamarado Day contribution checks she has received in the mail.

	Millard County will be conducting its election via mail this year and in the coming years - ballot drop off locations needed 8:00 am to 5:00 pm on Nov. 8th.  Russ doesn’t agree with a mail-in ballot because of the possibility for fraud. No one volunteered to be a drop off location.  Russ made motion we defer this issue until next month.  Russ is the only councilman in the meeting at this time; Chad has stepped out with Mike Ferrell to discuss a water issue.  Russ seconds his motion and he approved it as well.  Motion passed.

Departments:
     Roads/Cemetery:
	Electronic signs – Karl noticed in Scipio that the signs had Barney Trucking on the top of the sign.  He called the sheriff department and asked about it.  They told Karl Barney has their own signs they move around from time to time to slow down their drivers.  Karl talked to the state about a discounted cost of a sign in an advertisement he received in the mail.  Karl discussed with the state the cost, longevity, effectiveness of their sign as opposed with the cheaper signs.  Town would be 50% responsible to replace the solar battery when it needs replaced.  Leamington would be 100% responsible for installing the power meter, the cost of running power to the sign, and the cost of the power to operate the sign.  

Jerry Finlinson rejoined the meeting at 8:47.

Russ said it will cost $2381 to get the new signs all connected. Karl thought about this and decided we have too many projects at this time that are not completed.  The Leamington ditch on center street, the clean-up removing brush and such by Wright’s home – Karl doesn’t want to sign an approval for the electronic signs until these other projects are completed.  Karl turned it back over to the council to decide.  He already discussed it with Matt Kolste on the phone last night.  Karl is not against the speed signs; he just wants to get these other projects completed first.  Russ said the town projects are low on his personal priority list right now.  He doesn’t have time to take care of all these things.  Mike asked if there is money to complete the center street project which there is.  We just need to pay for road base and asphalt.  Bob Morris and Gale Chapman have both offered to help complete this project.  Mike has a dump trailer he would be willing to use to help haul off the pile of debris that is behind the ball field.  Mike is willing to help out with getting these projects completed.  
	Mike asked about the old Grygla house that has been torn down, what is going to happen to getting the debris cleaned up.  Russ said there is a cement step that he couldn’t get to break up.  He has cleaned up everything that can be burned and it is ready to be burned after it is disked around.  Mike is willing to help with all of these projects.  With a few volunteers, all of these projects could be completed in the course of a few weeks.

    Water:
	Shannon Lovell’s water bill was like triple last month.  Chad told her to pay the minimum as usual and then Judi will adjust the books to match that.  Shannon’s meter is not working so it has not been read.
	Russ has concern about one of his meters using 59,000 gallons of water.
	Croppers contacted Karl about their large water bills the past couple months.  They have a leak someplace on their side of the meter.  They turned the water off until they get the leak repaired. 
	Jerry indicated the shut-off by his rental trailer on Cottonwood doesn’t completely shut-off and needs repaired.  He asked Chad to see about repairing it.
	Kay and Todd have completed installing airlocks on the Leamington Springs line they think they need to install one more on the Fool Creek line.  Todd installed a dump valve up above in the canyon so it can be dumped if necessary.  Spence has worked with the forest service to place troughs up the canyon that were destroyed in the fire.  The forest service will do most of the work at their cost.  
	Kay told Chad there is upwards of 2/3 of the town meters that cannot be read.  To rent the mini-ex it will get quite expensive to replace meters.  Mike may purchase a rubber track mini-ex and would be willing to work out something with the town to where it would be available for the town to use.  Mike is not a contractor, but he can dig for Todd under his insurance and Todd can dig as well.  The majority of the time Todd would be the operator of the mini-ex.  We have a lot of very old meters in town and they are starting to fail, especially the ones on Main Street.  Chad thinks if we go this route, we need to set out a contract that we will replace a set number of meters by a set date, etc.  He thinks it would be a 3 – 5 hour job per meter if all goes well.  The ordinance states the main line can only be tapped by a contractor.  You also have to have two people whenever you are working with the main line.  
	Also, the state wants more accurate water usage for the year.  Our records would be accurate if we got functioning meters installed.  If we are not metering the water, we are losing revenue.  Chad proposes we hire Todd for the installation of ten meters.  Kay would like the meters that can be remotely read.  Devin thinks they cost like $350 - $400/meter.  Chad will check into these types of meters and will move forward with replacing the broken meters in town.
	Tony & Chris Rees are buying Denise McCoy’s home and asked to have the water turned back on last week.  They talked with Danette, she referred them to Judi, and she referred them to Kay.  Kay has turned the water on.  Chad didn’t know anything about this.  He will go check the meter in the morning.

Jerry and Sean left meeting at 9:45.

    Town Hall/Parks/Planning & Zoning:
	Nothing - Marlow was not at this meeting.

    Fire Department:
	Dave Frandsen covered this area – Matt was not at this meeting.
	Military truck is now operational, still need to get spray bars on it and a few other items.
	Had a fire in Lynndyl 1 ½ weeks ago, child playing with matches burned their camper.
	Fire dept. is planning to participate in Leamarado Day with an open house during the day.  	
	Structure truck has a warning light on that needs to be checked, should be taken care of soon.
	Russ wants to burn a pile of limbs this week between the fire station and town hall.  There is still some debris that needs to be moved to this burn pile.  Dave will have someone there with the fire truck when they burn it.
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Karl talked to Buningham about their drivers parking at the fire house.  Burningham was good about having his drivers stop parking there.
	Dave had several men help him rebuild the fire truck.  They saved the fire department a lot of money and he would like to reimburse them for the hours spent working on the truck.  He will get with Matt on this.
	Karl had a person contact him about what we will do with the old truck, he referred them to Dave, but Dave hasn’t heard from them.
	The rebuilt truck needs to have the lights and siren working and then it can be taken in for inspection.  When it passes inspection, the old one will be put up for sale via sealed bid by the fire district.

Adjourn:
	Russ made a motion to adjourn.   Matt seconded.  Motion passed.  Meeting adjourned at 9:54 p.m.  

After the meeting, Mike Ferrell proposed having Todd Tolley be the Water Superintendent instead of himself.  All present thought it a good idea.
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
