AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 12 OF THE
LAND USE AND DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE
WHEREAS, Hyde Park City allows for the use and development of lands within Hyde Park City; and 
WHEREAS, Hyde Park City desires to use the most widely accepted terms.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED AND ENACTED by the Hyde Park City Council as follows:
The attached ordinance changes are hereby adopted, by fact and by reference, as part of the Hyde Park City Code.
1. All ordinances, resolutions and policies of the City, or parts thereof, inconsistent herewith, are hereby repealed, but only to the extent of such inconsistency.  This repealer shall not be construed as reviving any law, order, resolution or ordinance or part thereof.
2. Should any provision, clause or paragraph of this ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstance be declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, in whole or in part, such invalidity shall not affect the other provisions or applications of this ordinance or the Hyde Park City Municipal Code to which these amendments apply,  The valid part of any provision, clause or paragraph of this ordinance shall be given independence from the invalid provisions or applications and to this end the parts, sections and subsections of this ordinance, together with the regulations contained therein, are hereby declared to be severable.
a. 2.30.260 Unlawful Acts D. 
Construct or erect any building or structure of whatever kind, whether permanent or temporary in character, any tent, fly or windbreak, or run or string any rope, cord or wire into, upon or across any public property, except with special a Conditional permit.
b. 7.10.080 SpecialConditional Use 
A large or medium animal kept for family food production on lots less than 20,000 square feet shall be permitted only with a SpecialConditional Use Permit as provided by Chapter 8 of this Ordinance and the notification of adjacent neighbors. This will be a one-time application fee as long as the applicant remains in good standing in accordance with the conditions of the SpecialConditional Use Permit.
c. 12.20 Definitions AV.  Home Occupation Business.  Any business conducted entirely within a dwelling and carried on by persons residing in the dwelling unit, which use is clearly incidental and secondary to the use of the dwelling for dwelling purposes and does not change the character thereof and in connection with which there is no display, nor stock in trade. The home occupation business shall not include the sale of commodities except those which are produced on the premises, except where such sale of commodities is clearly incidental and limited to the main commodity which is produced on the premises, and shall not involve employees nor the use of any accessory building or yard space or activity or additional parking, outside the main building. Permitted home occupations, home occupations requiring SpecialConditional use permits and home occupations that are prohibited are listed in each residential zone of this Ordinance.
d. ??? 12.20 Definitions CX.  Use, Special. A use or occupancy of a building, or use of land, permitted only when authorized upon issuance of a Conditional Use Permit, and subject to the limitations and conditions specified therein as provided in HPMC 12.80, intended to allow compatible integration of uses which may be suitable only in certain locations within a particular zone, or only upon certain conditions and/or design criteria being achieved.
e. 12.30.020 Additional Use Regulations A. Additional Single Family Dwelling Requirements, applicable to all residential zones. It will require a SpecialConditional use permit in the four zones, A-1, RE-20, R-1 and R-2. 
f. 12.30.020 Additional Use Regulations A.5.  Nothing in this section is intended, nor should be construed as intending to limit or exclude the construction or placement of a permanent dwelling on a lot zoned single family dwelling as heretofore may have been permitted by this ordinance.  It should be noted that a SpecialConditional use permit requires a public hearing.
g. 12.80 SpecialConditional Uses 
h. 12.80.010 Purpose and Intent:   The purpose and intent of SpecialConditional Uses is to allow in certain areas compatible integration of uses which are related to the permitted uses of the zone, but which may be suitable and desirable only in certain locations in that zone due to conditions and circumstances peculiar to that location and/or upon certain conditions which make the use suitable and/or only if such uses are designed, laid out, and constructed on the proposed site in a particular manner.
i. [bookmark: _GoBack]12.80.020 SpecialConditional Use Permit:  A SpecialConditional Use Permit shall be required for all uses listed as SpecialConditional Uses in the zone regulations.  A SpecialConditional Use Permit may be revoked by the City Council after review and recommendation by the Land Use Authority, upon failure to comply with the conditions imposed with the original approval of the permit.  “Special Use” is used interchangeably with “Conditional Use”.
j. 12.80.030 Review Procedure A.  Application for a SpecialConditional Use Permit shall be made to the appropriate Land Use Authority. (See ordinance 2007-5 for Land Use Authority designations.)
k. 12.80.040 Determination:  The Land Use Authority may deny or permit a use to be located within any zone in which the particular Conditional Use is permitted.  In authorizing any SpecialConditional Use, the Land Use Authority shall impose such requirements and conditions necessary for the protection of adjacent properties and the public welfare.
l. 12.80.050 Basis for Issuance of SpecialConditional Use Permits:  The Land Use Authority shall not authorize a SpecialConditional Use Permit unless evidence is presented to establish that:
m. 12.80.070 Building Permit:  Upon receipt of a SpecialConditional Use Permit, the developer shall take such permit to the Building Official who will review the permit and conditions attached. Based on this review and compliance with any other items that might develop in the pursuance of his duties, the Building Official may approve an application for a building permit and shall insure that development is undertaken and completed in compliance with said permit and conditions pertaining thereto.
n. 12.80.080 Expiration:  Unless there is substantial action under a SpecialConditional Use Permit within a period of one year of its issuance, as determined by the Land Use Authority, the SpecialConditional Use Permit shall expire.  The Land Use Authority may grant a maximum extension of six months under exceptional circumstances.
o. 12.110.030 SpecialConditional Uses:  The following uses shall be permitted only when authorized by a SpecialConditional Use Permit as provided in HPMC 12.80.
p. 12.120.030 SpecialConditional Uses:   The following uses shall be permitted only when authorized by a SpecialConditional Use Permit as provided in HPMC 12.80. These uses require a minimum lot size of 40,000 square feet.
q. 12.130.040 SpecialConditional Uses:  The following uses shall be permitted only when authorized by a SpecialConditional Use Permit as provided in HPMC 12.80.
r. 12.140.030 SpecialConditional Uses:  The following uses shall be permitted only when authorized by a SpecialConditional Use Permit as provided in HPMC 12.80.
A. Cemetery, with customary incidental uses including, but not limited to mortuary, mausoleum, crematory, staff housing, service shops and chapel.
B. Home Occupations Requiring a SpecialConditional Use Permit:
1. Occupations that require a client to come to the home for service, including barbers, beauticians, tax accountants, therapists, portrait photographer, home instruction of musical instruments, voice, and educational subjects and similar personal or professional services may be authorized by the City Council as an accessory use only by SpecialConditional Use Permit pursuant to the provisions of HPMC 12.80.
2. General contractors, subcontractors and independent truck haulers also require a SpecialConditional Use Permit.
s. 12.170.030 SpecialConditional Uses In Commercial Zone:  The following uses shall be permitted only when authorized by a SpecialConditional Use Permit obtained as provided in HPMC 12.80.
t. 12.170.040 Special Regulations Applicable To Commercial Zone:  Permitted and Special Uses shall be permitted only when the following conditions are complied with:
u. 12.170.050 Accessory Caretaker Unit, G. The SpecialConditional use permit for accessory caretaker apartments will be renewed each year.  
v. 12.180.030 Accessory Caretaker Unit, G. The SpecialConditional use permit for accessory caretaker apartments will be renewed each year.
w. 12.190.030 SpecialConditional Uses:  The following uses shall be permitted only when authorized by a SpecialConditional Use Permit as provided in Chapter Eight of this Zoning Ordinance.
x. 12.200.030 Conditional Uses, B. Home occupations permitted with a SpecialConditional use permit:
y. 12.220.030 Special Regulation Applicable To Professional Zone:  The following uses shall be permitted only when authorized by a SpecialConditional Use Permit obtained as provided in HPMC 12.80.
z. 12.220.040 Special Regulation Applicable To Professional Zone:  All development in the Professional Zone shall conform to the supplemental regulations of HPMC 12.160, Landscaping and HPMC 12.170, Planned Commercial Zone. Permitted and Special Uses shall be permitted only when the following conditions are complied with:
aa. 12.220.100 Accessory Caretaker Unit, A. 7. The SpecialConditional use permit for accessory caretaker apartments will be reviewed each year with the renewal of the business license.
