Others in attendance:  Nycole Durfey, Adus Dorsey, Forrest Sims, Trent Wilde, Bruce Johnson, Jeri Johnson, Connie Hickman, Bill Barrett, Ben Jackson, Brandy Bradbury, Lori Woolsey, Peter Moyes, Stephen Springer, Roma Roderick, 
LeEllen McCartney – County Attorney – met with the Commissioners.  LeEllen reported on the status of the Election case.  There was discussion on billing municipalities for services provided by the County.  
Nycole Durfey – Office of Tourism – met with the Commissioners.  Nycole reported on the Tour of Utah.  Nycole also reported that she is working with Trails Utah and needs to have 2 of the best trails in Wayne County for the project.
Trent Wilde – USU Extension – met with the Commissioners.  Trent presented a report to the Commissioners about antibiotics for animals.  Trent reported on a meeting with USDA Rural Development.  There is money available for projects in Wayne County for energy efficiency improvement projects.  Trent also reported that he looked at the possibility of moving to another location and stated that it would be a challenge to do so and would cost some money.
Bruce Johnson – Landfill – met with the Commissioners.  Bruce reported that he has been busy with the Tour of Utah and the Red Rock Music Festival.  He is getting ready for the fair this week.  
Adus Dorsey – Economic Development – met with the Commissioners.  Adus reported that he has purchased a new computer.  He has been working on the website upgrade and is going to send the Commissioners a link so that they see what he is doing with it.  Adus reported that he has been working on plans and funding for the Allred Point Park.
Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  Jeri is planning an active shooter training.  Jeri has been trying to help the Town of Torrey with Emergency funding for the flooding that happened a couple weeks ago.  The flooding took out their culinary water supply and also affected their irrigation water.  

Connie Hickman met with the Commissioners to discuss being harassed by residents of Torrey about her dogs.  She stated that she has been harassed for months by them and the Town of Torrey passed an Ordinance about dog control but grandfathered Connie in.  Connie plans to sue them and take it to the Supreme Court if she needs to.
There was discussion on 2 ambulance bill write-off requests.  Commissioner Harward moved to continue with the monthly payments as we have been doing.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Peter Stirba met with the Commissioners to discuss the Rural Utah Alliance.  Peter explained the purpose of the Rural Utah Alliance to the Commission.  Rural Utah Alliance is to help the Rural Counties with issues facing them especially Federal public land issues.  Peter mentioned that annual dues of $5,000 are what they are asking but for this year it would be $2,500.  Counties that have given a verbal approval: San Juan, Kane, Beaver, Garfield, Carbon, Emery, Sevier, Duchesne, and Washington.  
There was discussion on a special event permit for a fundraiser for the Color Country Animal Welfare. Part of the application is a single event alcohol permit. Commissioner Harward moved to give local consent for the single event alcohol permit for the Color Country Animal Welfare fundraising event on September 24th.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously. The Special event application will be reviewed when the alcohol permit is approved and the County is notified.
Brandi Bradbury and Lori Woolsey met with the Commissioners to discuss the County Fair.  

Peter Moyes and Stephen Springer met with the Commissioners to discuss the building of a new Courthouse in Wayne County.  Peter explained the different ways to go about the project.  Peter stated that the design build might be the best route for the County to go. The Commissioners toured the Courthouse with Mr. Moyes and other Elected Officials to get familiar with some of the issues.  Mr. Moyes will report back to the Commissioners.
The vouchers were reviewed.  Commissioner Harward moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented with the following exceptions.  The invoice to Extreme Party Innovations for the County Fair needs to be replaced with one that Lori Woolsey will bring in later today.  It has been reduced by about $850.00.  Also, the invoice to Meadowland needs to be researched to see if it is for the Torrey Irrigation Co. or the County Road Department.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

The minutes of the August 1st meeting were reviewed.  Commissioner Harward moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned at 4:00.
