5.1 Presentation and Discussion: UPDATED ROAD CONFIGURATION FOR THE SOUTHERN PORTION OF THE ANDERSON GENEVA PROPERTY - Engineer Don Overson and Ryan Hales with Hales Engineering will give an update regarding the alignment for the Center Street Overpass and other roads on the southern portion of the Anderson Geneva property generally located at Center Street and Geneva Road. 

5.2 Discussion and Action: WATER SUPPLY AGREEMENT FOR THE SALE OF MUNICIPAL AND INDUSTRIAL WATER BETWEEN THE TOWN OF VINEYARD AND CENTRAL UTAH WATER CONSERVANCY DISTRICT – The Vineyard Town Council will discuss and possibly act to approve the sale of municipal and industrial water to Anderson Geneva by entering into a water supply agreement between the Town and the Central Utah Water Conservancy District.
5.3 Discussion and Action: 575 SOUTH RIGHT OF ENTRY AND INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT – The Vineyard Town Council will discuss and possibly act to approve a 575 South right of entry and indemnification agreement with the Corporation of the Presiding Bishop of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints (the LDS Church).


Background: The Town and the LDS Church are currently negotiating a purchase and sale and development agreement in which they anticipate that the church will sell a portion of the property to the Town and the Town will agree to compensate the church by (a) constructing a partial-width road thereon, (b) allowing certain credits to the church against future Town fees, and (c) committing to certain development provisions.  The exact terms of the agreement are still under negotiation and have not yet been finalized or approved by either party.  The Town desires to have an immediate right to enter onto the road parcel in order to begin construction of 575 South.  In the good faith expectation that the agreement will be finalized and executed, the church is willing to grant to the Town the immediate right of entry described.

5.4 Discussion & Action: NORTH POINTE SOLID WASTE SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT – The Vineyard Town Council will discuss and possibly act to approve an interlocal agreement between the Town and North Pointe Solid Waste Special Service District for the delivery of all municipal solid waste which is generated within its corporate limits to the North Pointe Transfer Station or North Pointe authorized facility.   

Background: The District agrees to accept and process all of waste delivered to its facility in Lindon, Utah or authorized facility.  The term of the agreement shall be for an initial twenty (20) years and may be extended for additional terms with the written consent of the parties. 
5.5 Discussion and Action: TENTATIVE BUDGET FOR THE 2011 – 2012 FISCAL YEAR – The Vineyard Town Council will discuss and possibly accept the tentative budget for the 2011 – 2012 Fiscal Year and set a date to hold the public hearing for the 2011 – 2012 Fiscal Budget.  They may also set a date to hold the public hearing for the amendment of the 2010 – 2011 Fiscal year budget where they may possibly act, by resolution, to approve the 2010 – 2011 Fiscal Budget Amendment.
