Items of business to address:
Minutes
The minutes of the July 12, 2016 board meeting and the CIB public hearing were presented to the board for their review and approval. Motion by Steve Farrell second by Mike Kohler. Abstain by Mike Petersen.

Warrants
The listing of warrants was presented to the board for their review and approval.
Payroll and AP Compressor for airpacks.  Chief stated that a grant was received in the amount of 35,000.00 from LEPC and may receive more to help purchase.  Motion by MikePetersen second by Steve Farrell.
Dick Baum
Has not been treated fairly by Wasatch County in regards to his building permit for 82 acres surrounded by the Uintas.  Road is not up to snuff is the reason he has been denied a permit.  Pictures submitted that were taken by Clint Neerings.  All of the other requirements have been completed.  Water rights and survey have been completed.  Hang up with Fire.  Required to improve the road.  The road is located within the Uinta National Forest.  Purchased in 1963 by his parents.  
Mike Petersen- 0ther permits
Mr. Baum- Other properties owned by individuals in the area.  
They were mining claims established many years ago.  
Cost of 100,000 to 250,000 to improve the road.  More than the ground is worth.  No power or sewer.  
He has had it for sale for 2 years and with no ability to get a building permit they are unable to sell it.  It is in 20 acre parcels but they are unable to parcel it out to sell.
Mike Petersen- Why in years past have they been able to build.

Chief- 10 miles off the Wolf Creek Pass (Hwy35).  He did go up there with the forest service.  Loggers have improved about 3 miles up and may be improving more.  From that point on it becomes  2 track road.  This would be a costly process.  The Forest Service have not authorized it.  It is in an area surrounded by National Forest.  His property and 1 other within miles.
Dick Baum- If they are following the IFC where did it come from and why are they following it.  He talked to Bryce Boyce from Summit and he said that they follow the Summit County requirements and he is not sure if they are the same.  Requirements are not reasonable.  
Mike Petersen- Issue?
Chief- Not only fire.  EMS, Law enforcement and others would need access.
Greg- address at the public lands meeting that is held on the firest Wednedsay of each month t 9am.  
Chief- Frontage on a county road not a forest road is an advantage.


Soldier Creek Fire Station
Mike Kohler asked that this be put on the agenda.  Has talked to Burk Roney.  Does not make sense to have a public owned fire station in a subdivision. Most of the calls would be on the highway.  Ask Burk Roney to donate money to assist with this and place it on the highway.  
The employees that run the station will be paid by Roney and approved by the Fire District.  
Greg- How do you require them to pay for this when it is that far out from his development.
Kipp- This facility would be too far to receive ISO credit.
Chief- It isn’t just the ISO.  To start it won’t be that big.  When they do these types of agreements they plan out 20 years..   He stated that there are times that the roads may be closed and they are up there on a dead end road.  They need to have emergency access for this reason also.
Burk Roney- would need to have it reasonably phased.  He has agreed to the agreement but would like to see it phased in on a little better.  His proposal would be have it covered by volunteers.  
Steve- up to 900 ERUs potentially.  They talked about having two employees employeed that would be trained to respond to emergencies.
Chief stated that if they address it at every plat signing they could look at the needs.  
Greg- looks like both sides of this issue are willing to look at this.  They can re-visit this.  
Chief- Scott Sweat stated that the agreement is ready.  He will get it so they can look at it.
Burk- They can work together to fine tune.  They should not have to pay for things on the highway.  
Fire Chief
2 vehicles that have been advertised for sale.  The bids were opened in the meeting.  Motion by Mike Kohler to approve the high bid second by Goode.  Second bidder will be awarded if they need to.
September 7th to caudify a couple resolutions in a County Council meeting.  TEsch is working on the wording.  It will be advertised in the Wave for 2 weeks prior to the meeting. Appendices B and Sprinkler ordinance.  They were approved in meetings but never caudified.  It will be a public hearing.
There is an invitation on their desk for the summer party on the 24th.  Wayne Montgomery is retiring after 37 years.
Fire Marshal Report
Legislature has adopted as of July 1 statewide.  

Fire Warden Report
No fires.  Red Ledges is on monitor status.  No fire restrictions at this time. Now a burn type 3 qualification.
Steve Farrell- Next Thursday is the CIB meeting.  There are 12 applicants.  Why did we deviate the interest.  Standard is 2.5. Based on the ability to make the payment.
