	Tonya arrived and became part of the quorum.
	The mayor opened the meeting to public comment.  Pattie Hansen expressed her appreciation for the fireworks saying they were awesome.  No further public comment.

	Item #1 Purchase a third grill for lamb fry
	Bill Huntington expressed a need for an additional grill during last month’s meeting. The last grills purchased were $299.99 from Ace Hardware. Joe arrived and become part of the quorum. 	The council was given a financial breakdown of profit and loss on Cleveland Days.  Shannon reports that there will be a credit given from returned Coke products and also other miscellaneous things that can be returned or sold.  The council discussed ways to cut the budget.  The council would like to see Cleveland Days break even.  It was suggested to make Cleveland Days only 2-3 days.  Events could be combined.  Kit would like to see hamburger and hotdogs served at the lamb fry to give people a choice.  Preregistering for the 3 on 3 basketball tournament is a must.  Tonya suggested that Cleveland Town sell food during the fireworks.  More entertainment is needed.  Verla reminded the council that local people and local entertainment are what makes Cleveland Days special.  Terrill Rasmussen says it’s about bringing our community together.  A talent show was suggested.

	Item #5 Consider fire training per diem and hotel costs for department members, October 8-10 in Moab

	Item #7 Council reports	
	Joe has been looking into getting the dumpster. It will be $139 per dump.  He would like to see signs made up to inform people of what can be safely be put in the dumpster.  If the dumpster goes three months without needing to be dumped it will incur a storage fee. It will be locked up and Benny and each of the council will have a key.  A possible location for the dumpster is the current location of the burn pile.  The town would need to call City Sanitation to schedule the dumping.

	Kobi says Benny is struggling to get the toilet at the cemetery ball field working.  Benny has exhausted all other options and says a new toilet is needed.  The bathroom was been closed all year.  Dillon Hickok has broken fence that was a result of the sidewalk construction in 2014.  Kobi and Benny will look at what needs to be fixed.  Benny is going to paint new red markings near the fire station.
