Regular Meeting of the Board of Education

August 3, 2016

The Juab School District Board of Education met at 6:00 PM on August 3, 2016.  The meeting was held in the Boardroom at the Juab School District Office Building.  The following Board Members were present:  Linda Hanks, Mary Nielson, Dale Whitlock, Tracy Olsen, and Alicen Allred. Board President Linda Hanks conducted the meeting.  

Public Hearing:  Truth-In-Taxation
Darin Clark, Business Administrator reviewed the proposed property tax rates for the District for 2016 (fiscal year 2017).  He stated that even though the total rate set by the District is decreasing slightly, the District will collect more property tax dollars than the prior year.  Therefore, a hearing is required.  If a taxpayer’s assessed valuation did not change, their tax related to the rate set by the District will decrease compared to what they paid last year.  However, due to a significant increase in taxable values, the District will increase property tax revenue by approximately $372,000.  The increase in revenue, combined with other sources, will be used to fund the growth of over 140 students, reduce and maintain class sizes, attract and retain quality teachers, and fund capital projects that include new fire sprinklers and an HVAC upgrade at the junior high, a new soccer field and renovation of the baseball field and a new scorers booth – including restrooms and concessions – at the high school.  President Hanks then invited comments from the general public.  After some comments, questions, and discussion, President Hanks thanked those who commented and closed the hearing.
