
     SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH

HELD WEDNESDAY, AUGUST 17, 2016
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of Central Valley Town was held on Wednesday, the 17th of August, 2016 at the Central Valley Community Center, 50 West Center, Central Valley, Utah at the hour of 7:30 p.m. after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended.

CITIZENS PRESENT

1. Pledge of Allegiance. Opening Remarks were given by Charles Evans. Meeting called to order and roll call. Mayor Peterson welcomed those in attendance at the meeting. 
2. Approval of minutes of previous meeting. The minutes of the July 20th Town Council meeting were presented for approval. All members had reviewed the minutes. Mayor Peterson asked for a discussion of the minutes. The minutes were approved upon the motion of Bryan Brown and seconded by Charles Evans. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.
3. Comments from residents. None
4. Approve Clancy Eyre Eagle Scout Project.

Mayor Peterson invited Clancy to explain his Eagle Scout Project. Clancy said that his proposed
Eagle Scout Project would be at the cemetery where he would place about 100 markers in the new portion of the cemetery every sixteen feet to make it easier to find the burial plots. He said that Jones and DeMille Engineering would be making a donation for the project. Kade Brown will help with surveying. There will be about twelve scouts assisting with the project. The markers should last at least 10 to 15 years. Clancy showed a sample of the markers that would be placed. Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the Eagle Project as described. Charles Evans seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Brad Eyre stated that they had talked with other cemeteries and they have some ideas for what is needed. The project should take about 3 to 4 weeks to complete. Dave Nielson suggested that roto-mill material be placed on the roads in the new section prior to the markers being placed. It was agreed that the project would not start until the roto-mill material is placed.

5. Use of 100 East Street between 100 North and 400 North. Property Rights. Bruce Hendrickson rental agreement. Bruce Hendrickson

Bruce Hendrickson said that he was deeply hurt and then sad regarding the letter that he had received from the town regarding the use of 100 East. He agreed that he had asked a resident to not use the street. Bruce said that he had liability concerns with people using the street with the ditch there. Bruce also said he had been trying to help the town by keeping his water off the road right of way on North Main Street. David Nielson said that the rental agreement allowed the town to discontinue the farm use anytime. Mayor Peterson stated that the town will allow residents to walk through the town portion of the road. Mayor Peterson agreed that Bruce could control the use of the road where he has ownership from approximately 300 North to 400 North. He said that there may be a prescriptive right of way for the road. He said that the town does not intend to develop the street at this time. Bruce made it clear that he would not allow residents on his property. Mayor Peterson said that the liability issue was a good question and agreed that the owner does have some liability. Bruce also suggested that some improvements need to be made to 400 North. He said there was an issue with where the stop sign is located. Visibility is a problem. The town is planning some improvements to the road near the intersection with Main Street and 400 North.
6. Street Improvement Project. Approve payments for Staker Parson ($553,666.08) and Jones & DeMille ($38,783.55).

David Nielson reported that as of last Thursday the road project is 80 percent completed. David explained a proposal that Jones and DeMille had presented the town. They proposed constructing a drainage system near the monument area where four dry wells similar to what the church has in their parking lot. They estimated the cost at $30,000. The bid from Staker Parson was $42,500. David said the bid was excessive for a cure to a problem that was already partially solved. David said that paving on North Main had been delayed due to some compaction issues. He said that Jones and DeMille are doing a great job with their inspections. Bryan Brown asked about when the chip sealing on the side roads would be completed. David stated that it would probably be next year. Bryan suggested that the price may go up next year. The weather will determine if the chip sealing could be completed this year. David Nielson made a motion to make the payments for Staker Parson ($553,666.08) and Jones & DeMille ($38,783.55). Charles Evans seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Allen was instructed to make the payments. 

7. 200 South Right of Way Proposal. Approve surveying costs.

Mayor Peterson stated that David Nielson had provided an option for 200 South Street between Main Street and Central Blvd. The town does not currently own the road property. David has proposed that if the property owners were willing to donate the property to the town that he would include some road improvements for 200 South for completion in 2020. We plan to apply to the CIB to complete additional work on South Main Street at that time. We could also place some of our roto-mill material on the road. The width of the roadway is proposed at sixty feet instead of sixty six since that is what was previously set up by the Outzen’s and the town. The property owners have all agreed to donate the property. We will have to consider the current location of existing utility lines. Mayor Peterson stated that since he and other council members are related to the property owners that he wanted it fully disclosed prior to any voting on the proposal. David Nielson is also related to some of the property owners and Bryan Brown is one of the property owners. This notation is to assure proper disclosure of the council’s relationship to the issue. Mayor Peterson said the next step would be to survey the property so that deeds could be prepared to transfer the road property to the town. He said that he had contacted Ryan Savage about surveying the property. The estimated cost is about $2,500. Bryan Brown stated that it was not his proposal and he did not want it to reflect badly on him. He said that the road had been open to the public for a long time and the town already has a prescriptive right of way. The proposal will benefit the whole town. The road has a lot of traffic and needs maintenance. Gary Barney said that it was a good plan. David Nielson suggested that an eight inch waterline be installed to provide a loop. Currently there is a two inch line that dead ends. There are other potential building lots along the roadway. We would also need an additional fire hydrant. Mayor Peterson asked for approval for the survey. Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the survey costs. David Nielson seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. Dale Gifford asked how we would make the roto-mill material smooth if we placed it on the roadway. Mayor Peterson stated that we may have to hire some equipment to get it smooth.

8. Speed Limits on Collector Roads.
Mayor Peterson stated that we had discussed speed limits in our last meeting. He and David Nielson have checked with the state code and Jones and DeMille Engineering regarding the legality of our 35 MPH speed limit for our collector roads. David Nielson explained that state code 41-6a-603 states that a county or municipality may determine the reasonable and safe speed limit for each highway or section of highway under its jurisdiction. Jones and DeMille Engineering have confirmed that the state code is correct and that we are okay with keeping the existing 35 MPH speed limits. Robyn Ames said that we were wrong and that the speed limits should be 25 MPH throughout the town. Mayor Peterson thanked the Ames for bringing up the issue. Bryan Brown asked about the flashing stop sign suggestion. David Nielson said the flashing stop sign was being considered. Mayor Peterson suggested that we do need to install some 25 MPH signs in our residential areas.
9. Liability issue discussion for town digging up resident driveway asphalt during repair of water 

lines. Review Excavation Ordinance
Mayor Peterson stated that this issue had also been discussed in our last meeting. It came up due to questions about who would be responsible to repair asphalt placed in front of resident yards. Mayor Peterson stated that our Excavation Ordinance outlines who would repair the asphalt. It would be repaired by the utility that dug it up. There is a permit required for any excavation. If the town were to dig up some asphalt to repair a waterline, we would repair it. Bryan Brown stated that he thought that our excavation ordinance adequately covered the town for this issue.

10.Water Department. Issues with leaks, water connections and other. Suggestions and recommendations, discussion.
Mayor Peterson stated there is one connection that has not been completed and that there are several meters that are filling up with water. The leaking meters include Ray Hunt, Bryce Nielson, Nan Anderson and Dale Woolsey. Scott Thomson and Bruce Riddle are available to complete the repairs and connections as necessary. Bryan Brown asked when we are going to get Cortney Christensen’s water connected. Charles Evans stated that it would be completed tomorrow. The Landslide Road water leak was completed yesterday. Gary Barney said “When we have a problem, why do we just let it go?” Mayor Peterson suggested that we need a system to track and get the work completed. We need to create a list of the work needed. David Nielson suggested that Current Concerns be listed on the agenda each month for tracking the needed work. He said that Scott and Bruce should be working on fixing the leaking meters. Shelley Brown said that she would help make a list each month. Bruce and Scott should provide information on problems they observe while reading meters. Bryan suggested that we ask the residents to provide input for needed work or other suggestions.

11. New road to water tanks. Review and accept bids to complete road work.

Mayor Peterson stated that he had talked to John Chartier of the state environmental quality regarding placing the roto-mill material on the roadway that is within our water source protection area. He said that it would not be a problem as long as the road was sloped so the water would run off away from our protection area. We have asked for bids from A & D Jensen and Staker Parson. We have not received the bids yet. Carlyle Construction was not asked for a bid. The length of the road is about 2,500 feet. Bids will be reviewed at next month’s meeting.

12. Confirmation of Mayor appointment of New Planning Commission Member.

Mayor Peterson stated that Nathan Empey was moving and has created a vacancy on the planning commission. He has reviewed the list of names that he was provided. He has asked Jerolynn Bergfeld to be a member of the planning commission. She is willing to be a member. Mayor Peterson asked the council to confirm his appointment of Jerolynn to be a member of the planning commission. Bryan Brown made a motion to confirm the appointment of Jerolynn to be a member of the planning commission. David Nielson seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. An ordinance book will need to be prepared for Jerolynn. Aaron and Freida’s terms will be up in December as well.
13. Approval of monthly expenditures. Mayor Peterson asked for a review of the July expenditures. Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the July expenditures as described. Charles Evans seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Gary Barney voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

14. Council Members Reports.
David Nielson stated that we had asked Brian Barton of Jones and DeMille Engineering to contact the CIB regarding submitting the purchase of our $12,000 truck for reimbursement as a cost of our road project. Brian has informed us that it would not be appropriate to submit the truck costs to the CIB for reimbursement. The truck will be financed with town road funds. David asked that Shelley find the cost for a flashing stop sign. 

David Nielson stated that one of the travel trailers at the Foot property had been removed. He said that the stop sign at the intersection at the center of town has been changed. We need to inform the residents. We should place it on our facebook page. Mayor Peterson suggested that we may be able to add the stop sign and some 25 MPH signs to the road project.  
Dale Gifford said that several people had asked about purchasing some of our excess roto-mill material. There should be material available for the residents to purchase.

Bryan Brown provided a copy of the new General Plan for the council members to review. He said the planning commission will be conducting a public hearing in their next meeting. He asked that the town council provide any feedback prior to the public hearing. They will also conduct a public hearing on a single lot split for Wayne Porter. The storage container is still on Tanner Nielson’s property. Mayor Peterson stated that he had talked with Rex Barney who was upset about the letter that we had sent. Rex had said that he would be moving the container to a work project in Annabella. If the container is still there a month from now, Mayor Peterson will contact Rex again. 
Gary Barney stated that the teeter totter at the park is broken. He has been working with Bruce on some alternative for repairing it. If it cannot be repaired we may want to replace it with a version designed for smaller kids. The splash pad will be shut down after Labor Day. The nets at the ball field will be removed around the first of September. The pitcher mound at the ball field will be left in place until October.

Charles Evans stated that the water samples were good for this month. There was an issue with the water samples not getting recorded for the month of June. The issue was resolved. We are responsible to see that the state has the information even though the health department sends the results to the state.

Mayor Peterson reviewed the property accesses with Staker Parson. There is a water issue at the church. Water has been leaking form the planter strip into the roadway. The church is working to resolve the issue. 
Mayor Peterson asked that any road issues be brought up to David. The inspectors are doing an excellent job on the road project. Mayor Peterson stated that he would be gone for about two weeks starting on August 31st. 

15. Adjournment. Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their attendance and asked for a motion to adjourn. Bryan Brown made a motion to adjourn, Gary Barney seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, David Nielson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Gary Barney voted yes and Bryan Brown voted yes. The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. The meeting was adjourned at 9:35 p.m.
