
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD AUGUST 29, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE 
ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Director Ben Henderson Solid Waste Director Hal Giles and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works Department Update
Director Henderson stated that they came up with a water plan with MSHA for the crusher site and his employee knows what the expectations are for dust control.  DEQ showed up on the crusher site last week and said that we need to measure out diesel since we are running a diesel operation.  We will need to send employees to get fitted for respirators.  Brian Bird will run the water truck at the crusher site.
Director Henderson reported that he received a change order for the Emergency Building Sewer project in the amount of $8,000 because they are having a hard time digging with a track hoe.  They are saying that they need a dozer instead.

Director Henderson also reported that dust suppression will be sprayed in Rock Creek.  He spoke to Heather Ivie who was concerned about trees along the right of way but he told her that it’s just salt water.

Director Henderson stated that he met with Jeff Crozier with EP Energy onsite in Arcadia about a ditch that’s sinking due to a collapsing culvert and a blind hill.  Chairman Winterton stated that if EP Energy will put the money in, we will do the work. 

Landfill Department Update
Solid Waste Director Giles stated that there is property around the Landfill that he has discussed with property owners about purchasing.  There is a 22 acre piece for $900 an acre, a 20 acre piece that wants $2,500 an acre and they aren’t budging on their price.  He will get a Landfill meeting set up so they can discuss this with Wasatch County.  Valerie with Wasatch County is drafting by laws for the district.  Chet Hovey is sending surveyors out this week to put in slope stakes.  Chet will do the study in our burrow pit on Wednesday.  On August 26th, they held a SWANA training that was very successful. Tire prices have gone up and we will lose $50 a load if we don’t raise those fees at least $10.
Discussion & Consideration Of Purchasing New Road Construction Signs
Director Henderson stated we can purchase a sign for $4,500 that covers rural low impact road which is most of our roads and covers flagging stations to be more productive with our employees and not pulling them out of trucks to flag. They also need every day work zone signs for $2,700. Special Service District #2 said that they could help with the cost, but they aren’t sure when.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to approve the signage out of fund 41 for capital improvements for the Road Department.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Discussion Of County Road #64 Road Closure On August 30th To Install A Culvert & Head Walls
Director Henderson stated this road will be closed for a seventy two inch culvert and it will be closed all day.  They are going to pave it and widen the intersection, but not pave the turn to save money.  It might be paved in the future. 
Discussion Of Tabiona Bridge Projects & Consideration Of Providing Materials For A New Culvert Crossing At Cobblestone Bridge
Director Henderson stated that Jones & DeMille Engineering wants the county to provide the three inch minus clean rock to put over the culverts and capping it with road base.  He estimated that they will need 50-100 tons. 
Discussion & Consideration Of Neola Chip Seal Project
Director Henderson stated that the center road section was missed in the bid of 1,800 square feet which adds $4,000 to the original bid. 
Discussion Of Bond Election With Upper Community Special Service District
Deputy County Attorney Jared Tingey & Upper Community SSD Board Members Annissa Maxfield & Sherrie Holgate joined the meeting at 9:47 A.M… Recorder Shelley Brennan, Treasurer Stephen Potter & Clerk Auditor JoAnn Evans joined the meeting at 9:50 A.M…
Mrs. Maxfield stated that they have been in contact with a representative from Utah Association of Service Districts (UASD) to help guide them and is familiar with codes. They can’t have an election or levy a tax, but they can go through a bond.  They want to move forward with the process so they can generate revenue.  Attorney Tingey stated that it’s too late this year, but the county would need to pass a resolution 75 days prior to do a revenue bond to go to vote.  Chairman Winterton stated that we have problems with the boundaries because it cuts properties in half.  Recorder Brennan stated that she had to create new parcels in Utahn for property owners that didn’t know they were in the district. People want to know what to do to get out of this district. Attorney Tingey stated that the district would need to change the boundaries. Chairman Winterton asked Recorder Brennan to pull up the new parcels that she created for a starting point.  Mrs. Maxfield stated that guidelines need to be established so that not just anyone can come off, then the board can decide who can be off. She will work with Recorder Brennan. Recorder Brennan suggested that the district hold a meeting so that everyone in the district knows what the district plans to do and all that it entails.  Treasurer Potter stated that he can send out information on the tax notice that will be going out.  Clerk Auditor Evans stated that the State Tax Commission will set the tax rate for the district for the first year.  You can put in a budget amount instead of a rate.  Chairman Winterton stated that we will be helpful as much as possible, but we can’t do all of the legal work. 
Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding The November 2016 Oil & Gas Sale Lease – Determination Of Effect On Cultural Resources
County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 10:35 A.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that we find that there will not be adverse effects and we want to make sure that whoever leases them that they are aware of our setting setbacks.  Chairman Winterton stated that the letter looks good.  Commissioner Todd motioned to send the letter as presented.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of Compensation For Work Done By Janice Bird On The History Book
Assistant Casper stated that the motion that was made last week was paying this upon production of receipts and an invoice but we haven’t received receipts yet just an invoice.  Chairman Winterton suggested holding off until we get the proper documentation to verify the amount.  
Consideration Of An Appointment To The Transportation District, SSD#2 
Chairman Winterton stated that we had four applicants.  Commissioner Todd stated that he would like to look at the two applicants on the west side of the county.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to appoint Brandon Bench to the district for the duration of the term that ends December 31, 2017.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 11:05 A.M…
