 Minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of the Henefer Town Council held August 2, 2016 in the Council Meeting Room at 150 W. Center Street, Henefer, Utah.  
Roll Call:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Robin K. Riches, Ryan K. Mosher, Kay H. Richins (he arrived late), Caroline Ferris, Derrick Radke, Carter Livingston, Kim Carson, Chris Robinson, (All from Summit County), Joel Riches, Will Larsen, Kevin Bowen, Tiari Stephens, Josh Stephens, and Cheryl Ovard.
Mayor Ovard opened the meeting at 7:00 PM.  The opening prayer was offered by Ryan K. Mosher, and Kevin Bowen led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes of the Council Meeting held July 12, 2016 were reviewed.  No corrections were suggested.  Brent G. Ovard made a motion to accept the minutes of July 12, 2016 as read.  Ryan K Mosher seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Robin K. Riches, Ryan K. Mosher  NAY:  none  ABSTAINING:  none  ABSENT:  Kay H. Richins, (he had not arrived yet.)
William Larsen requested a business license approval from the Council.  His business will be called “Wilbur’s Wild Game Processing”.  William has built a new building on his property to accommodate  a wild game processing plant.  He has received the necessary permission from the Summit County Health Department and also the Utah Department of Agriculture.  Mr. Larsen has met the requirements given by both agencies.  He will use some city water with cleanup of equipment used at the facility, and he has a septic tank so there would be no use of the sewer utility.  Ryan K. Mosher made a motion to approve the business license for William Larsen.  Robin K. Riches seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Ryan K. Mosher, Robin K. Kevin Bowen also requested a business license from the Council.  The name of his business will be “KB Trapping and Animal Control”.  Kevin will be trapping pests such as raccoons, badgers, and other animals that cause damage.  Mr. Bowen is licensed with the State of Utah, and has done similar work for Ogden City, and also for the State of Utah.  Mr. Bowen will keep all pelts that are in good condition and sell them.  Kay H. Richins made a motion to approve the business license for Kevin Bowen.  Ryan K. Mosher seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Ryan K. Mosher, Robin K. Darrick Radke of the delegation from Summit County gave a presentation on a Transportation Funding Initiative.  The Council is considering two .25% sales tax initiatives on the 2016 general election ballot for the purpose of raising revenue for increase transportation services and infrastructure in the County.  County Staff members are attempting to visit all the municipalities in the County to discuss the possible initiative.  The County feels that it is imperative to get funding in place because of the rapid growth of the County.  The Summit County Transportation Department is looking for solutions to the traffic problems that exist and will exist within the County.  With additional funding from Mass Transit Tax, new mass transit projects could be implemented in the future.  Some of the solutions that have been proposed are:  More remote parking for transit, Congestion “fixes” at key points (such as Kimball Junction interchange), Expanded and more frequent transit, and coordination with resorts and other large employers. The Council agreed that growth is causing concern for transportation in the County.  They realize that the funds raised will be used in the Park City area for the next ten to fifteen years, as they have the biggest congestion problems.  Eventually funding will be available for the municipalities to use in improving their infrastructure.  If there are questions from the citizens of the community they can refer to the Summit County web page.
Tiari and Josh Richins came to Council Meeting to discuss the Rodeo Club.  The financial records need to be more accurate so funds can be tracked.  The club is losing members, which leaves only a few people to do the work for the events that they sponsor.  Elections need to be held every year to elect new officers.  Mayor Ovard suggested that they bring all of those who are interested in the Rodeo Club to the next Council Meeting on September 6, 2016,  and try to rebuild and generate some enthusiasm.  In the meantime Robin will get the summer hires (Calvin and Kate) to clean the concession stand and get rid some of the product that is in there.  They will need to pick up some cleaning supplies.  
Kay H. Richins brought up the master plan for the water and sewer systems.  Brent G. Ovard said that Jeff Ward could possibly help with the mapping.  Kay suggested that it be done as quickly as possible.  Kory Richins, who has worked on the water and sewer systems, could help with some information.  All dormant lines need to be severed.  The Council will look into getting more keys for the gate in Franklin Canyon.  
Brent G. Ovard brought up several suggestions that might help with the problem the town is having with the lift station by the River Bridge. 
1.  The town could put pump guards (which use air) to blow the garbage to the surface
2. A trash rack could be used to help keep garbage from the pumps
3. Filters could be used
4. A pump upgrade, larger manhole and upsize the lines
The Council will look into it further.  It will be put on the Agenda for September.  Ryan K. Mosher will contact Pumper Plus this week and have him come down to pump out the garbage in the lift station.
Mayor Ovard explained that after speaking with Diana Cannell, who conducts the town audits, the town received the information that we could legally pay Ryan K. Mosher, even though he is a member of the Town Council, for the work he has done on the lift station.  Ryan did not want  to charge the town anything, but Mayor Ovard felt that he should be compensated at least something for his time.  The Town Council is aware that it is a conflict of interest but he has charged less to do the work than Dub Lawrence.  He is also available when we cannot get hold of Dub.  Ryan K. Mosher told the council that $300.00 would be enough.  Mr. Lawrence usually charges around $900.00.  Robin K. Riches made a motion to compensate Ryan K. Mosher for work he does on the sewer lift station when it is necessary.  The checks should be made out to MVPH.  Brent G. Ovard seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Robin K. Riches, NAY:  none, ABSTAINING:  Ryan K. Mosher  ABSENT:  Kay H. Richins (he left to attend another meeting).
The Beautification Incentive for Henefer was tabled until the September 6 meeting.  
Robin K. Riches made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Ryan K. Mosher seconded the motion.  The vote to adjourn was unanimous.
