Mayor Jerry A. Taylor called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. in the Escalante City Council Chambers.

Present at said meeting were Mayor Taylor, Council members Louise Barnes, Guy Graham, Marlene Stowe, Melani Torgersen, Greg Allen and City Recorder Stephanie Steed.
City Attorney Barry Huntington was excused.

Mayor Taylor led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

PUBLIC HEARING
Mayor Taylor opened the Public Hearing regarding the issuance and sale of a revenue note, series 2016 and to allow public input regarding the potential economic impact that the improvements to be financed with proceeds of the note will have on the private sector; and related matters.

[bookmark: OLE_LINK3]Council member Barnes explained the public hearing. Council member Barnes said it will take around $575,000.00 to chip seal all the roads in town. Council member Barnes said the City does not have enough money in the Class C Road Funds so we are applying for a $275,000.00 loan from the Utah Department of Transportation. Council member Barnes explained the loan will be for six years at an interest rate of 1.58%. Council member Barnes explained the loan will be paid back with future Class C Road Funds we receive throughout the year. Council member Barnes asked if there were any questions or comments from the public. 

There were no questions or comments from the public.  

Mayor Taylor closed the public hearing at 6:05 p.m.

PERSONAL COMMENTS
LESLIE VENUTI
Mrs. Venuti said she is here for her sister Marty Henrie. Mrs. Venuti said Mrs. Henrie is asking for an update on the peacock and manure ordinances. Mrs. Venuti explained Mrs. Henrie said she never received any guidelines or probation information that she requested from City Attorney Huntington.
ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA
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Council member Stowe made a motion to adopt the agenda as written. Council member Torgersen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Graham, Torgersen, Stowe, Allen and Barnes voting aye.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
MINUTES OF THE AUGUST 16, 2016 MEETING
Council member Stowe made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 16, 2016 meeting as written. Council member Graham seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council members Stowe, Graham, Allen, Torgersen and Barnes voting aye.

PLANNING AND ZONING ITEMS
PLANNING AND ZONING UPDATES
Council member Stowe said there were two items on the Planning and Zoning agenda that were passed during their last meeting. Council member Stowe explained with the extra Tuesday in the month the City Council signed off on the items so they didn’t have to wait two more weeks. Mayor Taylor asked Council member Stowe to explain what the projects were. Council member Stowe said it was a Business License and Conditional Use Permit for Trudy Stowe. 

Council member Stowe asked if the Council wants to meet with Planning and Zoning next week for another work meeting on the ordinances. This item was discussed and there will be a work meeting next Tuesday at 6:00 p.m. 

SCHEDULED ITEMS
GARFIELD COUNTY SHERIFF DANNY PERKINS - UPDATE
Sheriff Perkins said he is glad Escalante City is using the jail’s work crew to help clean up a yard in town. Sheriff Perkins said once the City uses this tool he knows we will use it more. 
Sheriff Perkins said if there are any problems to let him know. Sheriff Perkins said he is proud 
of the program they have at the Jail. Sheriff Perkins said out of 60 inmates that have been released 58% have succeeded. Sheriff Perkins said this is twice the percent of the State Inmates success rate. Elaine Lott asked if the inmates get paid for working. Sheriff Perkins said yes, but it’s not much. Elaine Lott asked who pays the inmates. Sheriff Perkins said whoever they are working for. Council member Barnes said the inmate crew are good guys and great workers. Council member Barnes said the City will use them again.
 
Sheriff Perkins said the Sheriff Office is busy. Sheriff Perkins said there has been a lot of drug activity in the County. Sheriff Perkins said they have found a drug outlet into our School Kids. Sheriff Perkins explained a situation where some kids got into some methamphetamines and being first time users one individual ended up in the hospital for three days. Sheriff Perkins said they have also found a marijuana garden within fifty feet of the Court House. 

Sheriff Perkins said he received a dog complaint that was sent to him on the Jail Website.
Sheriff Perkins said they will do whatever it takes to help Escalante City with the dog problems. 


DAVID AND DIANE WOOLSEY - WATER AND SEWER - 280 W. 100 N.
Mr. Woolsey explained they want to build a home on their property, but need approval for Sewer, Water and Electrical. Mayor Taylor told Mr. Woolsey in order to get a Water Connection they will have to build a home within a year. Mr. Woolsey said Reed Munson will start building their home in the Spring. Council member Torgersen made a motion to approve the new Water and Sewer Connection for Mr. and Mrs. Woolsey. Council member Stowe seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council member Barnes, Torgersen, Graham, Stowe and Allen voting aye.

THE ESCALANTE CANYONS ART FESTIVAL - ROAD CLOSURE
Ruthann Oliver explained The Escalante Canyons Art Festival would like to close the road on September 22, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. to set up the Festival Tents. Ms. Oliver said she has talked to Fire Chief Don Porter about leaving emergency access. Council member Torgersen asked 
Ms. Oliver is she has talked to South Central Communications about the closure. Ms. Oliver
said they have talked to South Central Communications and they are fine with the closure. 
Council member Barnes made a motion to approve the road closure on Thursday September 22, 2016 at 6:00 p.m. through September 24, 2016. Council member Torgersen seconded the motion. Motion carried with Council member Stowe, Barnes, Allen, Graham and Torgersen voting aye.

City Recorder Steed gave the Council a copy of the Financial Statements for July 2016. City Recorder Steed explained the Financial Statement and said she will present a Financial Statement to the Council monthly for review.

City Recorder Steed said the Audit was last week and went well. City Recorder Steed explained there are a few things the Auditors are waiting on to complete the Audit.
