I.	DISCUSSION AGENDA

A.	300 EAST PROJECT UPDATE 

Much positive feedback has been received from the neighborhood meeting.   There were questions, but Bryan said he felt they were able to address their concerns.  The biggest challenge will be on the corner of 800 S. where the road elevation as raised.  A meeting was held onsite with Jones and DeMille and alternatives discussed.  The proposal keeps the current slope to facilitate access.  Some residents will have to sign a right to enter and construct to redo their driveway.  If they refuse, more discussions will be held as to alternatives.  Councilmembers expressed concern regarding water pooling at the side of their driveway.  Jones and DeMille have proposed an improvement that will carry the water to the curb, eliminating flooding issues.  Jones and DeMille are seeing if they can reduce the road level at that point to see what the cost would be.   

B.	SNOW COLLEGE SIGN ON MAIN STREET	

Snow College approached the City regarding a larger presence on Main Street.  They previously discussed putting in a sign at 100 N but now are looking at the other side of the intersection by the Co-op.  The proposed sign would be 5’ tall and 3’ wide.  It will be a prominent sign which falls within ordinance requirements.  Brant feels there are some concerns and said management of the Co-op may have something to say about it.  The new wayfinding signage will have directions to the college, but will not be as definitive.  It has also been mentioned a sign attached to the street light could be advantageous.
