
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD SEPTEMBER 12, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE 
ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Director Ben Henderson, Solid Waste Director Hal Giles and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Public Works Department Update
Commissioner Burdick asked for Director Henderson to get prices on the Yellowstone Road.
Director Henderson stated that he is looking at box culverts on the Koch Field Road County Road #22; he will report on it next week. 

Discussion Of Duchesne/Wasatch Blue Bench Landfill SSD Bylaws
Solid Waste Director Giles presented draft bylaws and stated that there are a lot of corrections that need to be made and asked the commission to review and edit them as they see fit. 
Discussion Of Raising Tippage Fees
Solid Waste Director Giles stated that he feels that adding five dollars would be good, but Wasatch County only wants to add three dollars to the current tippage fee. This will be discussed at the next Landfill Meeting on September 29, 2016.
Discussion Of Acquiring Land Around The Landfill
Solid Waste Director Giles stated that he has asked the owners of the 22 acres on the south east side of the landfill not to list this property until after the next board meeting if at all possible so the board can decide if they are going to purchase it or not.
Discussion & Consideration Of The Gateway Road
Director Henderson stated that they finished up to the cattle guard and asked if they should go all the way to Knights Hollow.  Dust suppression was sprayed on this road last week which is mag water.  Commissioner Todd stated that there will be more oilfield activity on this road and suggested holding off going to Knights Hollow for now. Chairman Winterton and Commissioner Burdick agreed.  Director Henderson stated that he will work on a predesign plan to see where they are with pricing. 
Discussion Of An AC Unit At The Road Shed & Future Repairs
Director Henderson asked if he should have the Building and Grounds Department involved with repairs and maintenance at the road shed because they have never been involved in the past.  They received a bid from Reinhardt’s of $2,300. Chairman Winterton stated to contact Shane Jenkins and get the Building and Grounds Department involved.
Consideration Of Bids On The Emergency Response Building Sewer & Road Project
Director Henderson stated that this is to hook the sewer to the building.
Consideration Of A Bill From Nelco Contractors, Inc. For the Sewer & Road Project

Director Henderson stated that he is not sure what the changes are, he will find out and have it back on the agenda next week. 
Victims Advocate Update
Victims Advocate Coordinator Alisha Sabin joined the meeting at 9:51 A.M…
Coordinator Sabin reported that they were awarded what they asked for the VOCA Grant.  There was a change in the request to include training. They combined the goals that they had for VAWA into VOCA.  They had a goal to serve 80 victims per quarter and they hit 64 that ended June 30th.  They spend a lot of time in court with victims educating them of their rights.  They had a very successful movie event that was sponsored by Newfield with approximately 400 people that attended.  They passed out material so that people know that they are available and willing to help.  October is domestic violence month and the Ute Indian Tribe is doing a movie and they have asked her to be a part of it.  Victims are being served and the volunteers are doing a wonderful job.
Central Utah Water Update
Recorder Shelly Brennan & Tom Bruton, Kevin Workman, & Christin Finlinson with Central Utah Water joined the meeting at 10:02 A.M…
Mrs. Finlinson thanked the commission for the cooperation and stated that they enjoy the association.  She really appreciates the relationship with the trustees and she wants people to know them better and develop relationships.  Chairman Winterton asked what they are hearing in regards to the next legislature.  Mrs. Finlinson stated that Senator Osmond has been replaced by Senator Lincoln Fillmore who likes to create boards.   He feels like all board members should be elected because of the ability to impose a tax. She thinks that districts who want to go back to their statutory rate would need to go to the county commission; she doesn’t know what problem he is trying to fix. Commissioner Todd stated that he would like to know the reason.  Mrs. Finlinson stated that if there isn’t a tie between the district and boards there won’t be any accountability.  They are working with the League of Cities and Towns and their association; this is a big concern. 
Consideration Of Granting An Easement For Access To Homes In Section 3, Township 2 South, Range 1 West USM
Cheryl Carter & Bill George joined the meeting at 10:29 A.M…
Mrs. Carter stated that she is trying to bring in a home to her property, but the lender says that they need guaranteed access. Their access road is an oilfield road that a prior county attorney Roland Uresk said that there is a 99 year lease on, but it was never recorded so they are asking for access because the county owns 40 acres next to her property.   Commissioner Todd stated that they will go out and look at it.  Chairman Winterton stated that they need to do some research on this and talk to the Planning and Zoning Department.

Mr. Jesse Duncan stated that they wanted to come in and be good neighbors to make them aware that they are working in the area.  Halliburton will be fracking and Duchesne City is supplying the water so there will be a lot of traffic. They have held several meetings to discuss the safety and to let people know about the traffic increase.  Chairman Winterton suggested reminding drivers to be conscious about engine break restrictions.  Mr. Jess Duncan stated that there will be seven frack jobs here; a good majority of drilling that will commences over the next year will be for tribal minerals. Chairman Winterton stated that they work with the industry on roads so they can all work together.  If there are any problems, let him know, he wants to see their success.
