Commissioner Milne moved to approve the ordinance as submitted.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

Blaine Gehring, Planning, reviewed this with the Commission.  Commissioner Bateman moved to approve the zoning board’s recommendations.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.
