Held on September 1, 2016
At 6:30 at Town Hall

Council Members in attendance:  Mayor Mike Johnson, Margo Miles, Brett Kearl, Mike Christiansen, Nathan Blaine and Jan Palmer-Recorder.

Meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. 

Opening prayer was offered by Nathan Blaine

Top Police Officer Award: Norm Nelson is here representing the Veterans of Foreign War to present Mantua Officer Brad Nelson the top police officer award for the State of Utah which is the VFW National Law Enforcement Award. In recognition for sincere appreciation of his dedication to selflessly serve the Town of Mantua. Officer Brad Nelson maintains a record of highly professional and exemplary service to the community and the nation. 
The Mayor told Norm that we appreciate everything the VFW does.  

Eagle Project: Abraham LeBlanc is here to present the Council with the price quotes for the roofing material needed for his Eagle Scout Project. He will be re-roofing the Bowery, the Town will pay for the materials and Abraham with the help of his scout advisors and troop will install the new roof.  Abe will lay the new roofing over the old. Harper told him he may want to use a longer screw where it is going over an existing roof. It was decided tomorrow Harper will place an order for the 26 gauge metal roofing with Metal Mart. Abraham will need to be there when roofing material is delivered next week. 
The Council thanked Abraham for coming. 

Amend Ordinance 2004-06-03:  Camping on public property in Mantua. It is amending it from a misdemeanor to an infraction.

Noise Ordinance: Mike C. made some adjustments to the Ordinance he is presenting to the Council for adoption. There is a section that has been added where you can ask for a variance. Mike C. said that should be changed from variance to exemption. He also added the penalties with dollar amounts and changed misdemeanor to infraction. Margo wanted to make sure there was an exemption for farm equipment. Mike C. said there was an exemption for farm equipment and pumps for irrigation.

Brigham City Access on 6th North: The Mayor met with Brigham City officials the other day. They have approved a water bottling company to do business in Brigham City and they will be providing them water from their spring. So they would like to get permission from Mantua to bring a water truck in twice a day to fill at their city building on 6th North and Main. The trucks will be 6500-gallon capacity. During the discussion it was mentioned they may need to do some work on the 6th North road. The question is would this constitute a business enterprise. The Mayor contacted the attorney today and he is looking into it and will get back to us with his opinion.  It may be they would have to rezone or we have to set up some conditional uses. Harper checked and that property is zoned MU-5 but they could request a rezone. Right now it is not zoned for commercial use. Harper has problems with that intersection, there is a lot of ground water right through there and he doesn’t feel the road is adequate to handle 2 trucks a day. You may not see the damage the first year but it will happen within a few years. Harper is also concerned with will it remain at just two trucks or will it turn to 4 as the company grows.  He is also concerned that if something happens to their water source at that sight then they would have to go around and access the backside of the reservoir. In his opinion we need to research it thoroughly because once you approve a business license or commercial enterprise it is a lot harder to revoke it than it was to issue it.  Margo wants it to be in the contract that they will not use Main Street to exist on the south end of Town rather than cross traffic at 600 North. Mike C. big concern is they are suggesting this big business idea for them and the bottling company but it is built on our infrastructure. That should be a huge concern for this Town. Harper thinks we should take it to the attorney for a starting point. 
Brigham City also mentioned to the Mayor that due to the amount of construction in Mantua they are considering raising our sewer rates. So this may be something we may need to look at soon. 

Departments:
Finances: Lori told the Mayor that after the audit it looks like rather than a $27,000 surplus fund we have $41,000. So that is good news.
Fire Department:  The members did some training down at Brigham City on the CPR Machine that does chest compressions.  
Maintenance:  Harper reported he talked to Chris Wight yesterday and everything has been sent to our attorney as far as Dennis Spiers property.  
Margo asked about the project Brigham City has been working on. Harper met with them yesterday and thinks they are getting things worked out.  They are supposed to start after Peach Days putting a seal coat on Rocky Dugway Road. They also need to put a seal coat on Willard Peak Road and Fish Hatchery Road.
The Mayor asked about out new building for maintenance and police. Harper said it would be about the middle part of October. They need to get the ground leveled. Harper visited with Ty Southern yesterday and he thinks he may be the best one to do the cement work. Brett also has someone in Town he would like to bid for the job. 
Planning and Zoning:  Brett reported that the commission discussed looking into other city park standards and reporting on that at the next meeting. It might give us some ideas of where we want ours in the future. They also discussed some changes to the Land Use Book.
Celebrations:  The Mayor informed Nathan that he asked Mike C. and Margo to collaborate with him for next year’s Little Valley Days celebration. Margo reminded him we still have Santa Clause and the Christmas party coming. Harper reported that we need to change the venue for Santa coming to Town. The Palmers are enclosing their carport so, we will probably be holding the event at the Town Bowery, which will work just fine since it is covered and we have the kitchen there. Harper mentioned the Christmas Village has become weathered so we may want to re-evaluate what houses we want to keep. Driving by they look ok but when you are close they are in rough shape. Maybe we could allow someone with a commercial business build a house with a display and use it for advertising.  So maybe what he will do is put up a few pieces of the display at Wyatt Park and a few pieces at Town Hall. It was held at Town Hall up until about 15 years ago. The Mayor mentioned that we may want to offer some of the houses be built as an Eagle Scout Project.

Council Comments:
Nathan was interested in the Park Impact Fees he heard we had a meeting with the developers and he doesn’t feel the developers are doing very much to fund the parks. Margo explained that a decision was made as to what would be expected of the developers on the parks. They will deed the property to the Town do the final grade and run utilities. Nathan didn’t feel that is enough but he hopes we have gone forward with getting the park impact fees into place to pay for those parks.  Harper said that no one had given him the go ahead to start on the park impact fees. Brett said we really can’t plan the impact fees when one of the subdivisions have not been approved. Harper said we can base it on what is planned. You can’t base a park on a piece of property that is not owned by the city. So that is where we need to start. Nathan thinks we should base our park on the plan we had Paul Keeler design for us. Harper will contact the gentleman and see if we can get going with what we have. Mike C. thinks if we have everything ready so the day that property is deeded to the Town we can get going on the Impact Fee. The council decided they would have the impact fees based on the plan that was designed for us by Paul Keeler. Nathan and Mike C. are willing to help Harper in anyway in getting the park impact fees ready to go. Nathan wanted to know if we could get an idea of what the impact fees would be for each lot. Harper will see what he can find out.
Nathan wondered if the proper setbacks concerning the irrigation ditch on Fish Hatchery Road were discussed. Harper told the developers that the 66’ would have to be based from the irrigation ditch to the property. He will make sure it is there when they bring their next sketch plat but yes they are aware of it.  
The Mayor said in order to enforce our Nuisance Ordinance we first need to amend it to reflect a fine that is less than $750.00 per day. He feels this is something that should be looked at. So before he acts on enforcing the Nuisance Ordinance the Mayor will work on the amount of the fine and bring it to the Council next meeting for their approval.
The Mayor would like to send out a letter to residents to remind them it is their responsibility to keep trees trimmed that are hanging out over the roadway. Margo mentioned we could start with a reminder in the newsletter and then see who takes care of it without a letter. Harper says we may want to add the verbiage of the law in the newsletter.

Motion to adjourn this meeting and go into an executive meeting concerning employment. Harper and Janis Johnson were asked to stay for the executive meeting.
