MOTION:	Tony London moved to approve the minutes of the August 23, 2016 meeting and two sets of warrants.

SECOND:	Jeff Wardell.  Vote:  4 ayes, Eric not present.

New Business

Resolution #16-32
Cemetery Fees

Due to the discussion during the work session, this resolution will be tabled to a future meeting.  Mike will take the recommendations back to staff and bring a new proposal.

MOTION:	Mike Kendell moved to table Resolution #16-32, a resolution setting the fees for the cemeteries within Morgan City until the next meeting.

SECOND:	Tony London.  Vote:  4 ayes, Eric not present.

River Bend Apartments
Conditional Acceptance & Release of Funds

Mayor Little reviewed the Engineer recommendation to grant conditional acceptance and release of funds for those present.


MOTION:	Bill Cobabe moved to approve granting conditional acceptance to the River Bend Apartments as required and recommended and to release the funds as recommended by the City Engineer.

SECOND:	Tony London.  Vote:  4 ayes, Eric not present.

Special Reports

Transfer Station Matters

Tony stated he has met with Steve Robinson about fees related to the transfer station.  It costs us about $40,000 a year to operate this service; there is approximately $9,000 revenue we split 50/50 with the County.  That equates to about $1 per bill to subsidize the costs, he feels this is reasonable.

The recycle bins that are at the transfer station are going to be removed by the company that has been providing them.  Robinson Waste would like to continue this service.  The waste district has been covering the costs for these to be emptied and they have agreed to continue covering the costs.

About $10,000 of the costs are associated with the two clean-ups held during the year.  They have discussed changing the clean-ups from two a year and give each property owner one or two vouchers a year they can use at any time.  This would alleviate the problems there are with the clean ups and keeping up with the volume that is brought during these times.

Mike asked about the vouchers – would they be good for one load.  Tony stated they would probably make it good for one load.  There was discussion about green waste and the possibility of charging for this type of product being brought to the facility.  There was further discussion about whether they should give one or two vouchers a year.  This will need to be defined, most of the members felt two would be consistent with the two clean-up per year that are recently given.

Tony stated for this year there will be a fall clean-up; the dates have been set and will be advertised. Tony stated he still needs to meet with the County on these items.
