The following recommendations of the Utah Professional Practices Advisory
Commission (UPPAC) are transmitted for review by the Utah State Board of
Education:

UPPAC recommends that the
educator’s license be suspended for not less than five (5) years with
certain conditions from the date of Board action pursuant to a stipulated
agreement.
