



MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION
CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH
A regular meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission of Central Valley Town was held on April 6, 2016 at the Central Valley Community Center, Central Valley Utah after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6 UCA 1953, as amended to date.

MINUTES:  
Approval of  March 2016 meeting minutes:  Freida Keisel made a motion to approve minutes as written; Nate Empey seconded the motion.  Freida Keisel voted yes, Nate Empey voted yes and Susan Outzen voted yes.  Motion carried, minutes were approved.
AGENDA:  
Central Valley Town mapping:  Paul Damron was invited to give a demonstration on the town maps on his website http://precision-gis.maps.arcgis.com.  He brought up the website and showed the committee members the maps now in existence and also how to segregate the parts of the maps for easier printing and reading.  The committee feels like the most important maps in regard to our general plan are:  Current Land Use map (zoning map); Master Street map; Public Facilities map.  Mr. Damron will continue to upgrade maps to meet our specifications.  He stated it would be easier if the town council would make a request to the public entities that hold the towns information so that he can get access to the information for entry on his mapping system.
General Plan:  Susan reported she had attended a training sponsored by the Rural Community Consultants that was held at the Joseph Town Hall on March 29, 2016.  The consulting firm works in concert with the Utah Cities Leagues and Towns.  The presenter was Mike Hansen who stated he is available for personalized training at any of the planning and zoning meetings.  He gave a presentation on Government Records and Management Act (GRAMA); Open and Pubic Meetings Act; Land Use Development and Management Act (LUDMA).  He indicated the importance of the towns general plan information .  He stated since the Community Impact Board (CIB) is being more restrictive on any requests for funding the requirement is now in place that any request must have a reference in the towns general plan goals.  
Bryan stated any request to CIB is first listed on the local 6 County “Capital Improvement List” before it is eligible to be sent to CIB.  He feels we need to add a section in the general plan regarding the referral of any future projects to the CIB.  With a general reference to the improvement list it should cover the requirement for the general plan. 
Susan reported Mr. Hansen from the Rural Community Consultants is willing to come to one of our meetings and give us some training on any process we want to learn about.  She recommended we have Mr. Hansen come to one of our meetings and give us training on general plan issues.  The committee agreed with the recommendation.  Susan will contact Mr. Hansen for future scheduling.
Susan also handed out a document that lists the requirements of content for a general plan.  The committee was asked to compare the requirements with our general plan to ensure nothing has been left out. They were asked to have this done by the next meeting.
Subdivision Rewrite Project: The committee reviewed part of the revised definition section of the subdivision ordinance.  
Section 2 – Definitions: (this section of the minutes also appears on the current subdivision definition printout sheet which will be handed out in the May meeting)
2-100:  
ASHTO – the committee discussed whether to leave the ASHTO definition to combine it with the new definition of Utah Department of Transportation Standards and Procedures. (Nate to write the new definition for next meeting.)

Abstract of Title:  (New definition provided by Freida):  A summary giving details of the title deeds and documents that prove an owners right to dispose of land together with any encumbrances that relate to the property. 

Cul-de-sac:  (new) A street or passage closed at one end; not a through street.  (Nate to write specifications for a cul-de-sac for next meeting)

Final Plat Procedure and checklist:  A checklist containing all information and procedures as required by present ordinance.  (new definition added to conform with preliminary plat procedure and check list)

Forecasted street system sketch for undeveloped land:  If proposed subdivision location is part of a larger tract or parcel of land and the subdivision plat covers only a part of the larger tract or parcel, the sub divider is to submit a prospective future street system sketch of the undeveloped land.  The forecasted street system shall be considered in the light of existing master street plans or other town studies.  Nate to rewrite this paragraph.

Metes and Bounds: Precisely described boundary lines of a parcel of land. 

Town council representative comments:  Bryan reported that in order to avoid any conflict with his position on the town council – which is also the towns appeal authority – he is limiting his involvement with the planning commission.  He stated he will be available for any questions or help when needed.  He will attend the monthly meetings in order to give an update of any information the committee needs to be aware of then he will leave the meeting and the commission will proceed through the rest of the meeting without him there.  Nate or Susan will report meeting progress to him on a need to know basis.
