JUNIPER RIDGE SUBDIVISION SKETCH PLAN	
A new proposed sketch plan for the Juniper Ridge Subdivision was submitted by Dan Turner.  This subdivision is located at approximately 1000 East 160 North.  Total development is approximately 48 acres with 5.8 acres being used as a PUD.  Remaining 43 acres has been proposed with a total of 86 lots. 

The LUA met and discussed this with Dan Turner and Jacob Howell.  This current plan eliminates the Proffitt parcel from the development.  The first comment from the LUA was that the 1000 East / 1600 East road is not shown centered on property lines.  Dan said the current placement lines up with the existing 1600 East.  The LUA told him that the purpose of lining up on centerline is to share the cost of the road between property owners.  They asked Dan to move the road placement to centering on property line. 

Mark Lynne said that a road should be designed on the south property line extending to the west to eventually connect with the Foothill Heights Subdivision.  The LUA asked about ingress and egress.  Dan indicated that they would have 160 North and then the road just discussed leading into the Foothill Heights Subdivision.  The LUA noted that this is not two separate road, but two roads connecting to the same location.  He should plan for an additional, either 1000 E to Greystone or 1600 East to 200 South. 

Dan was told that roads to the development must be Interim Roads.  Dan was given a copy of the road standards and also definition of an Interim road from the Subdivision Ordinance. 

Bob Christensen said that the City would pursue purchasing the ground and ROW from Stephen Thurston at 1600 East 200 South.  The developer would be responsible to develop ½ of the road.

They were instructed to work with Scott Archibald from Sunrise Engineering to get a water model.  Mike asked how they intended to provide sewer to the subdivision.  Dan said that he was working on shooting grade and determining where the best location was.
