JUNIPER RIDGE SUBDIVISION SKETCH PLAN
A revised sketch plan for the Juniper Ridge Subdivision was submitted by Dan Turner.  The location is approximately 1000 East 160 North.  Total development is approximately 48 acres with 5 acres set aside for a senior PUD.  The remaining 43 acres has been proposed with a total of 86 lots. 
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The LUA told Dan that they were purchasing a 33-foot strip of land from Steve Thurston for the interim road connecting to 1600 East and 66’ for the intersection at 200 South.  Steve understands that there will be some grading back from the road for construction.  The LUA informed the developers that they would not participate in the construction of the road across this phase.  	

Dan Turner indicated that he had spoken with Scott at Sunrise Engineering.  Scott recommended tying into the line just above the PRV in Greystone.  This is at approximately 1100 East and Canyon Road.  This main could then go down to the first road and head south through the development.  Scott and Dan had a discussion on various ways to get pressure to the lots.  There would most likely be 1 PRV station.  The other pipes could be upsized to 10" and dead ended.  The city may decide to upsize additionally, in which case they would participate in the price of the pipe.   A complete water model will be done once a design for lots has been approved. 

Jay Downs, Fire Chief, looked at proposed fire hydrants.  He felt that spacing was good, but the placement could change as planning proceeds.  He will continue reviewing as the plan proceeds. 

Kolby Christiansen discussed the tentative stormwater design.  He asked about emergency overflow vs just upsizing the ponds.  He reminded Dan that he would need to provide a complete SWMP prior to any land disturbance.  The LUA discussed the need to have property owners maintain the retention ponds; the City would not accept maintenance.   A post construction maintenance agreement must also be signed and recorded at the County. 

This revised design now incorporates roads on the north and the south as requested in prior meetings. The LUA had discussion on the 1000 East road.  Bret and Bob both indicated that the City Council had agreed that there was no need for an 80-foot ROW between Smithfield and North Logan’s 66-foot ROW.  The LUA agreed to let this development proceed with a 66-foot ROW on 1000 East.

Mike Grunig made a motion to accept and approve this sketch plan as drawn and forward to the Planning Commission for approval.  Kolby Christiansen seconded the motion.  Bret Randall, Jay Downs, Darrin Hancey, Bob Christensen, Kolby Christiansen, Mike Grunig and Susan Balls voted in favor. 
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
