Others in attendance:  Colleen Allen, Sharon Torgerson, Rhett Jeffery, Adus Dorsey, Jeri Johnson, Trent Wilde, Nycole Durfey, Ryan Savage, Ben Jackson, Bill Barrett, Dave Christenson, Ron Mosher, 
Colleen Allen – Treasurer / Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Colleen reported on the September 14th Planning and Zoning meeting.  Color Country Animal Welfare was on the agenda for a zoning change.  They need approval from the board of health, they need approval from UDOT to access the property from Highway 24, they need to find out how much the water well on the property produces and need to have culinary water available for employees.  There were also concerns about putting dog feces in the County garbage cans.  
LeEllen McCartney – County Attorney – met with the Commissioners.  LeEllen reported on the gravel pit litigation.  
Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  Sharon reported that she has 6 stipulation agreements for Board of Equalization this afternoon. 

Ryan Torgerson – Clerk/Auditor – met with the Commissioners.  Ryan reported to the Commissioners that the School District voted local levy will not be on the ballot this November since they missed the deadline for getting the required information submitted. Ryan shared information on conflict of interest and Special Service Districts.
Rhett Jeffery – Road Department – met with the Commissioners.  Rhett reported that the Teasdale chip seal project is complete except for the striping of the roads. 

Adus Dorsey – Economic Development – met with the Commissioners.  Adus reported that he is busy working on the website. He is also working on securing some funding for some work on the Allred Point Park. 
Nycole Durfey – Office of Tourism – met with the Commissioners.  Visitation was down for the month of August but still up for the year. Tourism conference is coming up next week and Nycole and Adus both plan to attend.   

Trent Wilde – Extension Service – met with the Commissioners. Trent reported that he is going to help the weed department get some grant funding this year. Trent is working on getting a 4-H horse program going and reported that he has found someone with experience who is going to help get it going. There was discussion on using the senior citizen bus for transporting 4-H kids to Logan.

Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  Jeri reported that there are 110 signed up for the Fire District dinner on Thursday.  Jeri reported that there was another motorcycle wreck on highway 12 last week.  

Ryan Savage – Savage Engineering – met with the Commissioners to discuss the building of a new Courthouse or a Courthouse addition.  
Dave Christenson met with the Commissioners for approval of a zoning change. He is planning to add on 8 units to the Red Sands hotel so it is an addition to an existing commercial business. Dave has been to Planning and Zoning and has been approved except for water from Torrey town. Commissioner Harward moved to approve the change contingent on getting approval for water from the town of Torrey.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion on the noxious weed list.  There are 2 that the Commissioners would like to put on the list.  One of them is Cocklebur and the other one is Larkspur.  Commissioner Harward moved to add them to the noxious week list.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  

Carson DeMille – Jones and DeMille Engineering – met with the Commissioners. Carson is here to report on the bid opening for the Bike / Pedestrian path project that was held last week.  The low bidder was Harward and Rees Construction and Carson recommends that they are awarded the contract.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to award the contract to Harward and Rees Construction.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.  Commissioner Harward recused himself from voting since he still receives money from Harward and Rees. Commissioners Blackburn and Wood voted eye. Motion passed.
There was discussion on Resolution 09-19-16, Resolution of appointment of a Wayne County representative and an alternate representative for the Utah Counties Indemnity Pool annual membership meeting. Commissioner Blackburn moved to appoint Ryan Torgerson as the official representative for the UCIP annual meeting of the members.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  Commissioner Harward moved to appoint Dennis Blackburn as the alternate representative.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  
Ron Mosher met with the Commissioners for a table top exercise for the Wayne County emergency operations plan.
The vouchers were reviewed.  Commissioner Harward moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented. Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

The minutes of the September 6th meeting were reviewed.  Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Harward moved to go to closed session.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Wood announced the closed session was over.  No action was taken in the session.
